Introduction

The United Nations Economic and Social Council established the Com-
mission on the Status of Women in June 1946. The Commission reports 
directly to the Council, and through the Council to the General Assembly. 
The Commission, which originally had 15 members, grew in several stages 
to its current size of 45 members. The allocation of seats is based on a for-
mula designed to ensure balanced geographical representation.

In its resolution 11 (II) of 21 June 1946, the Council determined that 
the Commission would have two basic functions: to prepare recommenda-
tions and reports to the Council on “… promoting women’s rights in politi-
cal, economic, civil, social and educational fields,” and to make recommen-
dations “… on urgent problems requiring immediate attention in the field 
of women’s rights.”

From its establishment in 1946, the mandate of the Commission 
remained relatively unchanged until 1987, when it was expanded to include 
advocacy for equality, development and peace. The Commission was also 
charged with monitoring the implementation of internationally agreed 
measures for achieving equality between women and men, and reviewing 
and appraising progress at the national, regional, and global levels.

The Commission meets annually for a period of 10 working days. It 
stimulates exchange of experience, lessons learned and good practice at the 
national level, in particular through interactive expert panels. The work 
of the Commission is supported by the Division for the Advancement of 
Women, within the United Nations Department of Economic and Social 
Affairs. The role of the Division is to prepare background documentation, 
provide substantive servicing of meetings and conferences, assist in the for-
mulation of policy recommendations, and monitor follow‑up and imple-
mentation of the outcomes of the Commission.

The principal output of the annual sessions of the Commission on the 
Status of Women is the agreed conclusions on one or more priority themes. 
Agreed conclusions contain an analysis of achievement of the goals related 
to the priority themes and a set of concrete policy recommendations. The 
recommendations, targeting Governments, the United Nations system, 
other international organizations, civil society actors and other relevant 
stakeholders, focus on actions to be taken at the international, national, 
regional and local levels.
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Following the Fourth World Conference on Women, held in Bei-
jing, China, in 1995, the General Assembly mandated the Commission to 
integrate a follow-up process to the Conference into its work programme, 
regularly reviewing the critical areas of concern of the Beijing Platform for 
Action, and to develop its catalytic role in mainstreaming gender perspec-
tives in United Nations activities. The Economic and Social Council again 
modified the Commission’s terms of reference in 1996 to include, inter alia, 
identifying emerging issues, trends and new approaches to issues affecting 
equality between women and men.

In 1996, on the basis of the outcome of the Fourth World Conference 
on Women, the Commission adopted a work programme for the years 
1996‑1999 focused on monitoring the implementation of the Beijing Decla-
ration and Platform for Action.1 The successive annual sessions of the Com-
mission were devoted to follow-up on the implementation of the 12 critical 
areas of concern of the Beijing Platform for Action.

Five years after the Fourth World Conference on Women, at its forty-
fourth session in February and March 2000, the Commission focused on 
preparations for the five-year review of implementation of the Beijing Dec-
laration and Platform for Action in the twenty‑third special session of the 
General Assembly, entitled “Women 2000: Gender equality, development 
and peace for the twenty‑first century”, in June 2000. The General Assembly 
adopted by consensus a “Political Declaration”2 and “Further actions and 
initiatives to implement the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action”.3 
The outcome documents identified achievements, obstacles and challenges 
in the implementation of the 12 critical areas of the Platform for Action; 
and actions and initiatives to overcome obstacles and to achieve the full 
and accelerated implementation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for 
Action.

The Commission developed a multi‑year programme of work for the 
period 2002‑2006 at its forty-fifth session, in 2001.4 This work programme 
provided a framework for assessing progress in the implementation of the 
Beijing Platform for Action and the outcome of the special session of the 
twenty‑third special session of the General Assembly.

The 10‑year review and appraisal of the implementation of the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action was carried out by the Commission at 
its forty-ninth session in 2005. The Commission adopted a declaration in 
which it reaffirmed the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action and the

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outcome of the twenty-third special session of the General Assembly and 
emphasized that full and effective implementation was essential to achiev-
ing the internationally agreed development goals, including those contained 
in the United Nations Millennium Declaration. It called upon all stakehold-
ers to commit themselves fully and to intensify their efforts towards imple-
mentation. The declaration also recognized that the Beijing Declaration and 
Platform for Action and the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms 
of Discrimination against Women were mutually reinforcing in achieving 
gender equality and empowerment of women.

At its fiftieth session, in 2006, the Commission revised its methods of 
work, and decided to focus on one priority theme annually based on the 
Beijing Platform for Action and the outcome of the twenty-third special ses-
sion of the General Assembly, with agreed conclusions as the outcome of the 
consideration of the priority theme. The Commission also decided to evalu-
ate progress annually in the implementation of agreed conclusions from a 
previous session, and to continue to examine an emerging issue. It adopted 
a multi‑year programme of work for the period 2007-2009.5 A subsequent 
multi-year programme for work, covering the period 2010-2014, was agreed 
upon at the fifty-third session of the Commission in 2009.6

The year 2010 marks the fifteenth anniversary of the adoption of the 
Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action. The Commission accordingly 
decided to review at its fifty-fourth session the implementation of the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action and the outcome of the twenty‑third 
special session of the General Assembly, with an emphasis on the sharing 
of experiences and good practices, so as to overcome remaining obstacles 
and new challenges, including those related to the Millennium Develop-
ment Goals.

This volume compiles the agreed conclusions adopted by the Com-
mission between the Fourth World Conference on Women in 1995 and the 
15-year review of implementation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform 
for Action and the outcome of the twenty-third special session of the General 
Assembly in 2010. While these agreed conclusions focused on various prior-
ity themes, a number of overarching issues were consistently highlighted. 
The importance of gender mainstreaming as a key strategy for achieving 
gender equality and the empowerment of women was, for example, empha-
sized in all of the agreed conclusions of the Commission. The agreed con-
clusions also recognized that the implementation of each critical area would 
be advanced through the promotion and protection of the human rights of 
women. The Commission further stressed that a holistic and comprehen-
sive life-cycle approach should be applied to the implementation of all criti-

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cal areas, and has consistently called for the promotion of gender‑sensitive 
research and the development of methodologies for the collection of statis-
tics disaggregated by sex.

The agreed conclusions identified the major obstacles to implementa-
tion and the most urgent measures needed to ensure full implementation of 
each of the critical areas of concern. Among the common challenges to the 
implementation of all 12 critical areas of concern were, inter alia:

•	 Limited participation of women in decision‑making processes;
•	 Lack of human and financial resources;
•	 Persistence of gender stereotypes.
In its agreed conclusions, the Commission also highlighted the need 

for efficient and close collaboration between all actors: Governments, the 
United Nations and other international and regional organizations, civil 
society and the private sector, at the national, regional and international 
levels, in order to achieve the successful implementation of the Beijing Plat-
form for Action.

The Commission further called on all entities in the United Nations 
system and the Bretton Woods institutions to contribute to implementation 
within their respective mandates and to improve coordination at all levels, 
thereby enhancing the effectiveness of their policies and programmes in 
support of gender equality and the empowerment of women.

The Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action remain the global 
policy framework for gender equality and the empowerment of women. 
The agreed conclusions adopted at the annual sessions of the Commission 
reaffirm the commitment of Governments to the full implementation of the 
Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action and the outcome of the twenty-
third special session of the General Assembly.

The Commission on the Status of Women,
Recalling General Assembly resolution 50/203 of 22 December 1995 on 

the follow‑up to the Fourth World Conference on Women,
Recalling also General Assembly resolution 49/110 of 19 December 

1994 and other relevant resolutions of the Assembly related to international 
cooperation for the eradication of poverty in developing countries,

Recalling further Assembly resolution 50/107 of 20 December 1995 on 
the observance of the International Year for the Eradication of Poverty and 
proclamation of the first United Nations Decade for the Eradication of Pov-
erty,

Reaffirming the importance of the outcome of the Fourth World Con-
ference on Women held in Beijing from 4 to 15 September 1995, as well as all 
the United Nations major conferences and summits organized since 1990, 
in particular the World Summit for Social Development held in Copenha-
gen in March 1995,

Recognizing that the eradication of poverty will require the implemen-
tation and integration of strategies at the national and international levels 
in all the critical areas of concern in the Platform for Action adopted by the 
Fourth World Conference on Women,8

Taking note of the report of the Secretary‑General on poverty9 in the 
follow‑up to the Fourth World Conference on Women and of the discussion 
that took place on this issue during the fortieth session of the Commission 
on the Status of Women,

Reaffirming General Assembly resolutions 50/173 of 22 December 1995 
on the United Nations Decade for Human Rights Education, 1995‑2004, and 
49/184 of 23 December 1994, in which the Assembly expressed the convic-
tion that each woman, man and child, to realize their full human potential, 
must be made aware of all their human rights and fundamental freedoms, 
including the right to development,

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Recognizing that mainstreaming a gender perspective into all policies 
and programmes aimed at combating poverty is crucial, as women consti-
tute the majority of people living in poverty,

Recognizing also that the full implementation of the human rights of 
women and of the girl child, as an inalienable, integral and indivisible part 
of all human rights and fundamental freedoms, is essential for the advance-
ment of women,

Recognizing further that the commitment of Governments is of funda-
mental importance in combating poverty and in improving living condi-
tions for women and men,

Recognizing that national and international efforts to eradicate poverty 
require full and equal participation of women in the formulation and imple-
mentation of policies that take fully into account the gender perspective and 
that empower women to be full partners in development,

Emphasizing that empowering women is a critical factor in the eradi-
cation of poverty, since women constitute the majority of people living in 
poverty and contribute to the economy and to the combating of poverty 
through both their unremunerated and remunerated work at home, in the 
community, and in the workplace,

Recognizing that poverty is a global problem affecting all countries 
and that the complexity of poverty, including the feminization of poverty, 
requires a wide range of measures and actions, at the national and the 
regional level, giving particular priority to the situation of women living in 
poverty and recognizing the need to improve their access to income, educa-
tion, health care and other resources,

Recognizing also that more women than men live in absolute poverty 
and that the imbalance is on the increase, resulting in the limited access of 
women to income, resources, education, health care, nutrition, shelter and 
safe water in all developing countries, particularly in Africa and in the least 
developed countries,

Recognizing further that a large number of women in countries with 
economies in transition are also affected by poverty,

Bearing in mind that the increasing number of women living in poverty 
in developing countries, both in rural and in urban areas, requires action 
by the international community in support of actions and measures at the 
national and regional levels towards the eradication of poverty within the 
framework of the Beijing Declaration10 and Platform for Action adopted by 
the Fourth World Conference on Women,

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Stressing the necessity of promoting and implementing policies to 
create a supportive external economic environment, through, inter alia, 
cooperation in the formulation and implementation of macroeconomic 
policies, trade liberalization, mobilization and/or the provision of new and 
additional financial resources that are both adequate and predictable and 
mobilized in a way that maximizes the availability of such resources for sus-
tainable development, using all available funding sources and mechanisms, 
enhanced financial stability and ensuring increased access of developing 
countries to global markets, productive investment and technologies, and 
appropriate knowledge,

1.  Recognizes the central role that women play in the eradication of 
poverty, and stresses the need for their full and equal participation in the 
formulation and implementation of policies that take fully into account the 
gender perspective and that empower women to be full partners in develop-
ment;

2.  Stresses that the empowerment and autonomy of women and the 
improvement of women’s social, economic and political status are essential 
for the eradication of poverty and that the full and equal participation of 
women in decision‑making at all levels is an integral part of the process;

3.  Recognizes that the eradication of poverty is both a complex and a 
multidimensional issue, and fundamental to promoting equality between 
men and women as well as to reinforcing peace and achieving sustainable 
development;

4.  Reaffirms that the promotion and protection of, and respect for, 
the human rights and fundamental freedoms of women, including the right 
to development, which are universal, indivisible, interdependent and inter-
related, should be mainstreamed into all policies and programmes aimed at 
the eradication of poverty, and reaffirms as well the need to take measures 
to ensure that every person is entitled to participate in, to contribute to and 
to enjoy economic, social, cultural and political development;

5.  Stresses that mainstreaming the gender perspective implies exam-
ining the ways in which women and men are affected by poverty, the differ-
ent assets they possess to address the question and their respective contribu-
tions and potentials;

6.  Also stresses that both mainstreaming and other positive actions 
should be regarded as complementary strategies aimed at enabling the full 
release of women’s and men’s development potential and at eradicating pov-
erty;

7.  Urges all Governments to fulfil their commitments in the Platform 
for Action to develop, preferably by the end of 1996, national implementa-
tion strategies or plans of actions that should also focus on the reduction 
of overall poverty and on the eradication of absolute poverty, with targets, 
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benchmarks for monitoring and proposals for allocation or reallocation of 
resources for implementation, including resources for undertaking gender 
impact analysis; where necessary the support of the international commu-
nity could be enlisted, including resources;

8.  Urges all Governments, the United Nations system, including the 
Bretton Woods institutions, and civil society, to implement the Platform for 
Action in its entirety;

9.  Emphasizes that, in addition to the commitments and recommen-
dations regarding the eradication of poverty outlined in the Programme of 
Action of the World Summit for Social Development11 and in the Platform 
for Action adopted by the Fourth World Conference on Women, specific 
measures in the Platform for Action should be undertaken to address the 
feminization of poverty and to mainstream a gender perspective in all poli-
cies and programmes for the eradication of poverty, including, inter alia, 
measures to:
	 (a)	 Develop and implement education, training and retraining poli-

cies for women and girls;
	 (b)	 Undertake legislative and administrative reforms to give women 

full and equal access to economic resources, including the right to 
inheritance and to ownership of land and other property, credit, 
natural resources and appropriate technologies;

	 (c)	 Promote the participation of women at all levels of decision‑
making;

	 (d)	 Develop national strategies for promoting employment and 
self‑employment, including entrepreneurial and organizational 
skills, in order to generate income for women;

	 (e)	 Adopt policies to ensure that all women have adequate economic 
and social protection during unemployment, ill health, maternity, 
childbearing, widowhood, disability and old age and that women, 
men and society share responsibilities for child and other depen
dant care;

full contribution of women to the economy through both their 
unremunerated and renumerated work and to address the femini-
zation of poverty, in particular the relationship between unremu-
nerated work and women’s vulnerability to poverty;

	 (h)	 Develop gender‑based methodologies and conduct research to 
address the contribution of women to the economy, the feminiza-
tion of poverty, and the economic and social impact of debt and 
structural adjustment programmes in all developing countries, 
particularly in Africa and the least developed countries;

	 (i)	 Analyse, from a gender perspective, macroeconomic and micro
economic policies, and the allocation of public expenditures, 
which should be designed and implemented with the full and 
equal participation of women so as to avoid negative impacts on 
women living in poverty;

	 (j)	 Reduce excessive military expenditures and investments for arms 
production and acquisition, as is appropriate and consistent with 
national security requirements, in order to increase resources for 
social and economic development;

10.  Calls for the implementation of the outcome of all other major 
United Nations conferences and summits related to the eradication of pov-
erty;

11.  Calls upon States to undertake all commitments of the Copen-
hagen Declaration on Social Development,12 taking into account commit-
ments 2 and 5 and the linkages between them, in their efforts to eradicate 
poverty, and also calls upon all relevant actors to implement promptly the 
actions and measures for the eradication of poverty, as contained in the Pro-
gramme of Action of the World Summit for Social Development;13

12.  Stresses the need to fully integrate a gender perspective into the 
work of all thematic task forces relating to the eradication of poverty estab-
lished by the Administrative Committee on Coordination, as well as the 
importance of establishing the proposed inter‑agency committee on the 
follow‑up to the Fourth World Conference on Women;

13.  Recommends that a United Nations system‑wide effort be under-
taken to review existing indicators, strengthen gender impact analysis of 
the design and implementation of economic reform programmes, develop 
complementary, qualitative assessments, and standardize measures and 
promote their implementation, and stresses that this effort will necessitate 
effective coordination;

15.  Stresses that the United Nations system, including the Bretton 
Woods institutions, should play a central role in enhancing financial and 
technical support and assistance for developing countries, particularly Afri-
can countries and least developed countries, in their efforts to achieve the 
objectives of the eradication of poverty and the full integration of a gender 
perspective into all policies and programmes, as set forth in the Beijing Dec-
laration and Platform for Action, particularly the goal of the eradication of 
poverty;

16.  Recognizes that the implementation of the Platform for Action 
in the countries with economies in transition will also require continued 
international cooperation and assistance, in support of national efforts;

17.  Stresses the importance of using all available funding sources and 
mechanisms with a view to contributing towards the goal of poverty eradi-
cation and targeting of women living in poverty;

18.  Calls upon States committed to the initiative of allocation of 20 
per cent of official development assistance and 20 per cent of the national 
budget to basic social programmes to fully integrate a gender perspective 
into its implementation, as called for in paragraph 16 of General Assembly 
resolution 50/203;

19.  Invites all countries, the United Nations system, including the 
Bretton Woods institutions, relevant international organizations, non‑
governmental organizations, the private sector, and all other sectors to con-
tribute to the implementation of programmes aimed at eradicating poverty;

20.  Stresses the need for a coherent and coordinated approach among 
all partners in development in the implementation of national poverty 
eradication plans or programmes that fully take into account the gender 
perspective;

21.  Also stresses the need for gender‑sensitive training, with the 
assistance of United Nations organizations, of those responsible for the for-
mulation and implementation of development policies and programmes;

22.  Further stresses the important role of non‑governmental organi-
zations as actors involved at the grass‑roots level in the policy dialogue 
designed to reach women through poverty eradication programmes and calls 
for further efforts to identify ways by which those non‑governmental organ-
izations could contribute to the implementation of such programmes;
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23.  Recommends that the Economic and Social Council, when exam-
ining the “Coordination of the activities of the United Nations system for 
the eradication of poverty” as the theme for the coordination segment of the 
substantive session of 1996 of the Council, ensure that the relevant organs of 
the United Nations system take fully into account the gender perspective in 
their activities for the eradication of poverty, and, likewise, requests that the 
Council recommend to the General Assembly that the gender dimension of 
poverty be incorporated into all activities and documentation related to the 
first United Nations Decade for the Eradication of Poverty;

24.  Stresses the need to fully integrate a gender perspective into the 
coordinated follow‑up to major United Nations conferences and summits 
and recommends that the Economic and Social Council examine, on a reg-
ular basis, the extent to which gender factors have been taken into account 
in the recommendations of all the concerned functional commissions;

25.  Requests the Secretary‑General to keep in mind the multidimen-
sional nature of poverty in the implementation and review of reports on 
all other critical areas of concern, taking into consideration the many links 
between the eradication of poverty and those other critical areas of con-
cern;

26.  Also requests the Secretary‑General to report on the implementa-
tion of the present resolution within the framework of his report on action 
envisaged to be taken in preparation for the first United Nations Decade for 
the Eradication of Poverty.

Agreed conclusions 1996/2

Women and the media

1.  The Beijing Platform for Action identifies women and the media 
as one of 12 critical areas of concern. As stated in the Beijing Platform for 
Action, gender stereotyping in advertising and the media is one of the factors 
of inequality that influences attitudes towards equality between women and 
men. Through a series of dialogues on the subject during its fortieth session, 
the Commission on the Status of Women examined measures to be used for 
increasing the participation and access of women to expression and decision-
making in and through the media and new technologies of communication. 
Everywhere the potential exists for the media to make a far greater contri-
bution to the advancement of women. The conclusions emanating from the 
Commission’s dialogue contain proposals for successful implementation of 
the strategic objectives and actions in the Platform for Action, taking into con-
sideration the importance of implementing all the elements of the Platform.
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A.	 Respect for the human rights of women, including freedom 
of expression, and the media

2.  The Commission on the Status of Women reconfirmed the impor-
tance it attached to the principles of freedom of expression and of freedom 
of the press and other means of communication. The Commission dis-
cussed freedom of expression from a gender perspective, in particular as 
it related to women’s full enjoyment of freedom of expression, equal access 
to the media, balanced and diverse portrayals by the media of women and 
their multiple roles, and media information aimed at eliminating all forms 
of violence against women. Respect for the human rights of women, includ-
ing freedom of expression, is a fundamental principle of the international 
community. In this regard, concern was also expressed about discrimina-
tion, threats and acts of violence against professional women in the field of 
information, including women journalists. If the goal of the full realization 
of the human rights of women, including freedom of expression, is to be 
achieved, human rights instruments must be applied in such a way as to 
take more clearly into consideration the systematic and systemic nature of 
discrimination against women that gender analysis has clearly indicated.

3.  Relevant United Nations bodies, including the Commission on 
Human Rights and its mechanisms and procedures, the Committee on the 
Elimination of Discrimination against Women and independent expert 
bodies, should within their mandates further examine violations of the 
human rights of women, including freedom of opinion and freedom of 
expression, from a gender perspective, in cooperation with the Commission 
on the Status of Women within its mandate.

B.	 Self‑regulation, voluntary guidelines and responsiveness to 
civil society

4.  The Platform for Action states that self‑regulatory mechanisms by 
the media should be encouraged and, consistent with freedom of expres-
sion, should include the development of professional guidelines and codes of 
conduct and other forms of self‑regulation so as to eliminate gender‑biased 
programming and to promote the presentation of non‑stereotypical images 
of women and balanced and diverse portrayals of women and men.

5.  In the context of responsiveness to civil society, self‑regulation for 
public and private sector industries should be set within a framework of 
monitoring, awareness and education and well‑developed and effective ave-
nues for complaint. Such self‑regulatory measures and voluntary guidelines 
should be established through a process of dialogue with media profession-
als, not by coercion.
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6.  With regard to the presentation of violence in the media, initiatives 
by Governments and other relevant actors, as appropriate, should be taken 
to raise awareness of the role of the media in promoting non‑stereotyped 
images of women and men and in eliminating patterns of media presenta-
tion that generate violence; to encourage those responsible for media content 
to establish voluntary professional guidelines and codes of conduct; and to 
raise awareness also of the important role of the media in informing and 
educating people about the causes and effects of violence against women.

7.  The following initiatives are among those which could be taken, as 
appropriate, consistent with the freedom of expression:
	 (a)	 Encourage the media to take part in international discussions, 

including the exchange of information and sharing of best prac-
tices on voluntary guidelines on a gender‑balanced portrayal of 
women and men. Special attention should be given to the prolif-
eration of transborder and global communications;

	 (b)	 Support and encourage women’s equal participation in manage-
ment, programming, education, training and research, includ-
ing through positive action and equal opportunity policies, with 
the goal of achieving gender balance in all areas and at all levels 
of media work, as well as in the media advisory, regulatory and 
monitoring bodies.

C.	 The important role of media education
8.  Media education, through, for example, practical workshops and 

training sessions, is an effective way to create greater awareness of gender 
stereotyping and equality issues among the general public, government, 
media industries and professionals.

9.  In countries where major parts of the population, including many 
women, are illiterate or media illiterate, Governments should support the 
goal of providing appropriate education and training.

10.  Civil society at large has an important role in exercising its influ-
ence on media content and stereotyped portrayal through consumer action 
and advocacy and different forms of media watch.

11.  At the international level, an exchange of national experiences on 
media education and other measures can benefit legislators, national broad-
casting authorities and media professionals.

D.	 Creating an enabling environment

12.  The creation of a positive environment is a condition to promote 
measures intended to achieve a balanced portrayal of women and girls. 
Changes should be promoted in an enabling way and not through prescrip-

tion. Ongoing research, including the establishment of indicators and mon-
itoring, is important for assessing progress.

13.  An enabling environment should also be created for women’s 
media, including at the international level, such as the development of 
Womenwatch, a World Wide Web home page to link the United Nations 
and its activities for women with non‑governmental organizations, aca-
demics and other users of the Internet. The vital role of non‑governmental 
organizations in media education, research, consumer advocacy and moni-
toring should be recognized and enhanced.

14.  Media networks should be encouraged to make a commitment or 
strengthen their commitment to gender equality. Public media, where they 
exist, should be encouraged to set an example for private media by their 
commitment and contribution to the advancement of women.

15.  Governments should support research into all aspects of women 
and the media so as to define areas needing attention and action, and should 
review existing media policies with a view to integrating a gender perspec-
tive.

16.  To the extent consistent with freedom of expression, Govern-
ments should take effective measures or institute such measures, including 
appropriate legislation against pornography and the projection of violence 
against women and children in the media.

E.  Women and global communications

17.  Advances in information technology have opened up boundaries. 
The role of women in global communication networks needs to be strength-
ened. Barriers to such information technology and to women’s involvement 
at every level of its development should be reduced.

Agreed conclusions 1996/3

Child and dependant care, including 
sharing of work and family responsibilities

1.  Questions relating to child and dependant care, to sharing of fam
ily tasks and responsibilities and to unremunerated work must be taken fully 
into account in mainstreaming a gender perspective, in gender analysis and 
in all other relevant methodologies used to promote equality between men 
and women.
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2.  The main lines of action suggested in order to reduce the burden 
of family responsibilities on women and bring about the sharing of these 
responsibilities are set out below.

A.	 Recognizing change

3.  Economic, social and demographic changes—particularly the 
growing participation of women in economic and social life, the evolving 
nature of family structures, the feminization of poverty and the link that 
exists with unremunerated work—and their impact on the capacity of fami-
lies to ensure the care of children and dependants, as well as the sharing of 
family responsibilities, including for domestic work, is an issue that affects 
not only women but society as a whole.

4.  As was emphasized in the first plans and strategies drawn up at the 
national level for the implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action, the 
sharing of family responsibilities and their reconciliation with professional 
life must constitute a priority objective.

B.	 Increasing the role of men in family responsibilities

5.  Family responsibilities rest equally with men and with women. 
Greater participation of men in family responsibilities, including domestic 
work and child and dependant care, would contribute to the welfare of chil-
dren, women and men themselves. Even though this change is bound to be 
slow and difficult, it remains essential.

6.  These changes, which imply a change in outlook, can be encouraged 
by Governments, notably through education and by promoting greater access 
on the part of men to activities hitherto regarded as women’s activities.

C.	 Changing attitudes and stereotypes

7.  It is important to change attitudes towards the status of unremu-
nerated work and the relative role of women and men in the family, the 
community, the workplace and society at large. Measures taken to this end 
must be aimed as much at women as at men, and at the different genera-
tions, with particular attention to adolescents.

8.  These measures should include recognition of the social and eco-
nomic importance of unremunerated work, and should aim at desegregat-
ing the labour market through, inter alia, the adoption and application of 
laws embodying the principle of equal pay for women and men for equal 
work or work of equal value.

9.  The essential role of the educational system, particularly in pri-
mary schools, in changing the perception of the role of girls and boys, must 
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be recognized. The role of national mechanisms and of non‑governmental 
organizations in promoting change is a major one.

D.	 Adapting the legal system

10.  There is a need, through legislation and/or other appropriate 
measures, to rebalance the sharing of family responsibilities between men 
and women, and to inform them of the existing legislative provisions.

11.  Reconciliation of work-related and family responsibilities and the 
development of a legislative framework for ensuring child and dependant 
care (particularly of the elderly and disabled) must be promoted by society 
as a whole, including social partners, and by Governments. The latter must 
be the main agents of change.

12.  Action is needed to:
	 (a)	 Promulgate and apply laws and other measures to prohibit all 

forms of direct or indirect discrimination based on gender or mat-
rimonial status, inter alia, by making reference to family responsi-
bilities;

	 (b)	 Promote laws on maternity leave;
	 (c)	 Promote legislative measures, incentives and/or measures of 

encouragement that would enable men and women to take paren-
tal leave and receive social security benefits. Such measures should 
protect working men and women against dismissal and guarantee 
their right to re‑enter employment in an equivalent post;

	 (d)	 Promote conditions and a way of organizing work that would ena-
ble women and men to reconcile their family and professional life, 
particularly through the introduction of flexi-time for women and 
men;

	 (e)	 Eliminate the differences in remuneration between women and 
men for equal work or work of equal value, and promote the devel-
opment of non‑discriminatory methods of evaluating work and 
their inclusion in wage negotiations;

	 (f)	 Work actively towards ratification of or accession to and imple-
mentation of international and regional human rights treaties;

	 (g)	 Ratify and accede to and ensure implementation of the Conven-
tion on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against 
Women so that universal ratification can be achieved by the year 
2000;

	 (h)	 Ensure the application of laws and guidelines and encourage the 
adoption of voluntary codes of conduct which guarantee that 
international labour standards, such as International Labour 
Organization Convention No.  100 on equality of remuneration 
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of men and women for equal work or work of equal value, apply 
equally to working women and working men;

	 (i)	 Encourage the participation of women in bodies responsible for 
negotiating working conditions. In this respect, it is interesting 
to note the relationship that exists between the proportion of 
women participating in negotiations on working conditions and 
the importance attached to this problem;

	 (j)	 Encourage social security regimes to take into account the time 
spent by working men and women on child and dependant care.

E.	 Adopting and promoting a family support policy and 
encouraging reconciliation of family and professional life 
for women and men

13.  It is essential to define, at the national, regional and local levels, 
a family support policy that is based on the principle of equal sharing of 
family responsibilities and is consistent with the policies for promoting 
equality in the labour market and protecting the rights of the child. Par-
ticular attention should be paid to single-parent families. There is a need, 
where necessary, to revise legislation so that women are no longer defined as 
“minors” and/or dependants and to ensure that they enjoy the same access 
to resources as men.

14.  The State and society at large have a responsibility for child and 
dependant care. This responsibility is reflected in the adoption of an inte-
grated approach at the local and national levels in order to ensure access to 
affordable and reliable services for the children and dependants (particularly 
those who are elderly and disabled) of women and men who are working, 
undergoing training, studying or seeking employment. This responsibility 
can also take the form of incentives for parents and employers, of a partner-
ship between local authorities, management and labour, non‑governmental 
organizations and the private sector, and of the provision of technical assist-
ance and access to vocational training.

15.  With a view to complementing the efforts being made in this 
direction by Governments, international financial institutions should be 
encouraged to take into account the growing need for financing to establish 
day-care nurseries, particularly in areas where there is a greater concentra-
tion of poverty, in order to facilitate the training of mothers or their entry 
into paid employment.

16.  Child and dependant care can constitute a major source of new 
jobs for women and men.

17.  The burden of domestic work needs to be eased by making use of 
appropriate technologies to provide drinking water and an energy supply.
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F.	 Developing research and information exchange

18.  Research could be conducted drawing on the capabilities of the 
various United Nations organizations, particularly in the following areas, 
when compatible with the system-wide medium-term plan for the advance-
ment of women, 1996-2001;
	 (a)	 Changes in the situation and attitudes of men and women with 

regard to the reconciliation of family and professional life and the 
sharing of family responsibilities—in particular, a study should be 
conducted in the context of sub-Saharan Africa;

	 (b)	 Compilation of data on the unremunerated work which is already 
taken into account in the System of National Accounts,14 for 
example in agriculture and other types of non-mercantile produc-
tion activity;

	 (c)	 Collection and exchange of information on the different systems 
that exist for alimony payments;

	 (d)	 Unremunerated work which addresses the measuring and value 
of this work, within the framework of the implementation of the 
Platform for Action;

	 (e)	 Time-use surveys of unremunerated work of women and men, 
with a view to measuring its impact on the use and monitoring of 
economic and social policies.

G.	 Promoting change through international cooperation

19.  The Commission on the Status of Women recommends to the 
Economic and Social Council that all the strategies and policies of the 
United Nations and of Member States designed to promote gender equality 
should take fully into account child and dependant care, sharing of fam-
ily work and responsibilities between men and women, and unremunerated 
work, as integral parts of the concept of equality between men and women.

20.  The Commission on the Status of Women recommends to the 
Economic and Social Council that the suggestions set out above be taken 
into account in defining the policies of the United Nations system, as well as 
those of Member States.

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Agreed conclusions 1997/1

Women and the environment

1.  The recently held United Nations conferences and summits, par-
ticularly the Fourth World Conference on Women and the United Nations 
Conference on Environment and Development, have underlined that the 
contribution of women to economic development, social development and 
environmental protection, which are mutually reinforcing components of 
sustainable development, should be recognized and supported, and that 
there is need for a clear gender perspective in environmental management. 
Moreover, unless the contribution of women is recognized and supported, 
sustainable development will be an elusive goal.

2.  In the five‑year review and assessment of the results of the United 
Nations Conference on Environment and Development, moving beyond 
the concept of women as a major group, a major focus should be the main-
streaming of a gender perspective into the development and implementa-
tion of all legislation, policies and programmes, with a view to achieving 
gender equality, taking into account the Beijing Platform for Action and the 
results of other global conferences.

3.  In designing and implementing environmental programmes and 
policies, including those related to the implementation of Agenda 2115 and 
the Beijing Platform for Action at the national and local levels, all responsible 
actors should ensure that a gender perspective is fully integrated into them, 
through the development and application of analytical tools and method-
ologies for gender‑based analysis. Monitoring and accountability mecha-
nisms should be in place to assess gender mainstreaming and its impact.

4.  The Commission on Sustainable Development should mainstream 
a gender perspective into its future work, ensuring that differential impacts 
on women and men of policies and programmes for sustainable develop-
ment are well understood and effectively addressed.

5.  All responsible actors are requested to adopt a holistic, coordinated 
and collaborative approach to integrating a gender perspective into sustain-
able development, between governmental ministries and departments and, 
at the international level, between United Nations agencies, funds and bod-
ies and other international entities.

6.  All responsible actors should support the active participation of 
women on an equal footing with men in sustainable development at all

levels, including participation in financial and technical decision‑making 
through appropriate legislation and/or administrative regulations.

7.  Governments should ensure that policies for the liberalization of 
trade and investment are complemented by effective social and environ-
mental policies into which a gender perspective is fully integrated, so as to 
ensure that the benefits of growth are fully shared by all sectors of society 
and to avoid deterioration of the environment.

8.  As consumers, both women and men should be more aware of their 
ability to behave in an environmentally friendly manner through measures 
such as eco‑labelling that is understood by consumers regardless of age or 
level of literacy, and local recycling schemes.

9.  Gender‑sensitive research on the impact of environmental pollut-
ants and other harmful substances, including the impact on the reproduc-
tive health of men and women, should be intensified and linked with the 
incidence of female cancers. The findings should be widely disseminated, 
taking into account the results of research on the implementation of national 
policies and programmes. However, lack of full scientific data should not be 
a reason for postponing measures that can prevent harm to human health.

10.  The active involvement of women at the national and interna-
tional levels is essential for the development and implementation of policies 
aimed at promoting and protecting the environmental aspects of human 
health, in particular, in setting standards for drinking water, since everyone 
has a right to access to drinking water in quantity and quality equal to his or 
her basic needs. A gender perspective should be included in water resource 
management which, inter alia, values and reinforces the important role that 
women play in acquiring, conserving and using water. Women should be 
included in decision‑making related to waste disposal, improving water 
and sanitation systems and industrial, agricultural and land‑use projects 
that affect water quality and quantity. Women should have access to clean, 
affordable water for their human and economic needs. A prerequisite is the 
assurance of universal access to safe drinking water and to sanitation, and 
to that end, cooperation at both the national and international levels should 
be encouraged.

11.  Governments should combat the illegal export of banned and 
hazardous chemicals, including agro‑chemicals, in accordance with rel-
evant international and regional agreements. Governments should support 
the negotiation of a legally binding international instrument for the applica-
tion of prior informed consent procedures for certain hazardous chemicals 
and pesticides in international trade.

12.  Governments, the international community and international 
organizations should ensure a participatory approach to environmental 
protection and conservation at all levels and, in elaborating policies and 
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programmes, should recognize that sustainable development is a shared 
responsibility of men and women and should take into account both men’s 
and women’s productive and reproductive roles.

13.  All Governments should implement their commitments made in 
Agenda 21 and the Beijing Platform for Action, including those in the area 
of financial and technical assistance and the transfer of environmentally 
sound technologies to the developing countries, and should ensure that a 
gender perspective is mainstreamed into all such assistance and transfers.

14.  The international community and United Nations agencies 
should continue to assist developing countries in developing the capacity 
to carry out gender impact assessments and in devising analytical tools and 
gender-sensitive guidelines. A gender perspective should be mainstreamed 
into all environmental impact assessments. Governments, the private sector 
and international financial institutions should accelerate efforts to carry out 
gender impact assessments of investment decisions.

15.  Governments, civil society, United Nations agencies and bodies, 
and other international organizations should collect, analyse and dissemi-
nate data disaggregated by sex and information related to women and the 
environment so as to ensure the integration of gender considerations into 
the development and implementation of sustainable development policies 
and programmes.

16.  Actors such as the United Nations, international financial institu-
tions, Governments and civil society should apply a gender perspective in 
all funding programmes for sustainable development, while acknowledg-
ing the importance of continuing programming targeted at women. Funds 
should be shared across sectors.

17.  Multilateral and bilateral donors, Governments and the private 
sector should increase support to non‑governmental organizations, par-
ticularly to women’s organizations, in playing an active role in advocacy for 
the implementation of Agenda 21 at the international and national levels, 
particularly in supporting national policies and programmes for sustain-
able development in the developing countries.

18.  Such assistance should also be rendered to the countries with 
economies in transition at the bilateral and multilateral levels.

19.  Governments, educational institutions and non‑governmental 
organizations, including women’s organizations, should work in collabo-
ration to provide information on sound environmental practices, support 
gender‑sensitive education and develop specific gender‑sensitive training 
programmes in this area.

20.  All relevant actors should be encouraged to work in partnership 
with adolescent girls and boys, utilizing both formal and non‑formal educa-
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tional training activities, inter alia, through sustainable consumption pat-
terns and responsible use of natural resources.

21.  Political parties should be encouraged to incorporate environ-
mental goals with a gender dimension into their party platforms.

22.  Governments, in partnership with the private sector and other 
actors of civil society, should strive to eradicate poverty, especially the femi-
nization of poverty, to change production and consumption patterns and 
to create sound, well‑functioning local economies as the basis for sustain-
able development, inter alia, by empowering the local population, especially 
women. It is also important for women to be involved in urban planning, in 
the provision of basic facilities and communication and transport networks, 
and in policies concerned with safety. International cooperation should be 
strengthened to achieve this end.

23.  Women have an essential role to play in the development of sus-
tainable and ecologically sound consumption and production patterns and 
approaches to natural resource management. The knowledge and expertise 
of women, especially of rural women and indigenous women, in the use 
and the protection of natural resources should be recognized, consolidated, 
protected and fully used in the design and implementation of policies and 
programmes for the management of the environment.

24.  Laws should be designed and revised to ensure that women have 
equal access to and control over land, unmediated by male relatives, in order 
to end land rights discrimination. Women should be accorded secure use 
rights and should be fully represented in the decision‑making bodies that 
allocate land and other forms of property, credit, information and new tech-
nologies. In the implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action, women 
should be accorded full and equal rights to own land and other property, 
inter alia, through inheritance. Land reform programmes should begin by 
acknowledging the equality of women’s rights to land and take other meas-
ures to increase land availability to poor women and men.

25.  Governments should promote the development of ecological 
tourism initiatives in order to promote and facilitate women’s entrepre-
neurial activities in this field.

26.  Education and training of young people on the human rights of 
women should be ensured, and traditional and customary practices that are 
harmful to and discriminate against women should be eliminated.

27.  Governments, research institutions and the private sector should 
support the role of women in developing environmentally sound technolo-
gies, such as solar energy, and in influencing the development of new and 
appropriate technologies by ensuring education and training in science and 
technology.

28.  Governments, the private sector and the international commu-
nity are called upon to give priority attention to the links between security, 
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armed conflict and the environment, and their impact on the civilian popu-
lation, in particular women and children.

29.  Recognizing that gender equality is essential to the achievement 
of sustainable development, the Chairperson of the Commission on the Sta-
tus of Women should bring to the attention of the Chairpersons of the Com-
mission on Sustainable Development at its fifth session, and to the General 
Assembly at its special session to review the implementation of Agenda 
21, the agreed conclusions of the Commission on the Status of Women on 
women and the environment.

Agreed conclusions 1997/2
Women in power and decision-making

1.  Implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action16 should be 
accelerated to ensure women’s full and equal participation in decision‑
making at all levels.

2.  Achieving the goal of equal participation of men and women in 
decision‑making and ensuring equal political, economic and social partici-
pation of women in all spheres would provide the balance that is needed to 
strengthen democracy.

3.  Governments and bodies and agencies of the United Nations sys-
tem, as well as other international organizations, social partners and non-
governmental organizations, should collectively and individually accelerate 
the implementation of strategies that promote gender balance in political 
decision‑making, including in conflict prevention and resolution. They 
should mainstream a gender perspective, including the use of gender‑impact 
assessments, in all stages of policy formulation and decision‑making. They 
should take into account diverse decision‑making styles and organizational 
practices and take the necessary steps to ensure a gender‑sensitive work-
place, including a workplace free of sexual harassment and noted for its abil-
ity to recruit, promote and retain female staff. Decision‑making structures 
and processes should be improved to encourage the participation of women, 
including women at the grass‑roots level.

4.  Research, including a gender‑impact assessment of electoral sys-
tems to identify measures that would counter the under‑representation of 
women in decision‑making and reverse the downward trend of women in 
parliaments worldwide, should be supported.

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5.  Political parties are urged to remove discriminatory practices, 
incorporate gender perspectives into party platforms, and ensure women’s 
access to executive bodies on an equal basis with men, including access to 
leadership positions as well as to appointed positions and electoral nominat-
ing processes.

6.  Positive action, including such mechanisms as establishing a min-
imum percentage of representation for both sexes and/or gender‑sensitive 
measures and processes, is needed to speed the achievement of gender equal-
ity and can be an effective policy instrument to improve women’s position 
in sectors and levels where they are underrepresented. All responsible actors 
in government, the private sector, political parties and non‑governmental 
organizations should review the criteria and processes used in recruitment 
and appointment to advisory and decision‑making bodies, including lead-
ership structures, so as to ensure a comprehensive strategy to achieve gen-
der equality.

7.  Governments should commit themselves to establishing the goal of 
gender balance in decision‑making, in administration and public appoint-
ments at all levels and in the diplomatic services, inter alia, by establishing 
specific time‑bound targets.

8.  Governments and civil society should promote awareness of gen-
der issues and call for their consistent mainstreaming in legislation and 
public policies.

9.  Governments should examine their own communications and 
policies to ensure the projection of positive images of women in politics and 
public life.

10.  Use of the media both as an image‑setting instrument and as 
a tool to be more effectively used by women candidates should be further 
explored.

11.  Governments, the private sector, political parties, social partners 
and non‑governmental organizations should review the criteria and pro
cesses for recruitment and appointment to advisory and decision‑making 
bodies so as to establish the goal of gender balance. At the same time, the 
business sector should take the challenge to optimize business by promot-
ing a gender balance in the workforce at all levels and to facilitate the recon-
ciliation of work and personal life.

12.  Political parties should be encouraged to fund training pro-
grammes in conducting campaigns, fund‑raising and parliamentary pro-
cedures to enable women successfully to run for, be elected to, and serve in 
public office and parliament. In order to promote reconciliation of work and 
personal life for women and men, structural changes are needed in the work 
environment, including flexible working times and meeting arrangements.
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13.  Governments and the international community should ensure 
the economic empowerment, education and training of women to enable 
them to participate in power and decision‑making.

14.  Governments should promote educational programmes in which 
the girl child will be prepared to participate in decision‑making within the 
community as a way to promote her future decision‑making capacity in all 
spheres of life.

15.  Governments and the United Nations system should pro-
mote women’s active and equal participation as governmental and non‑
governmental representatives, special rapporteurs and envoys in all of the 
initiatives and activities of the system, including as mediators for peace-
keeping and peacebuilding.

16.  Governments and bodies and agencies of the United Nations sys-
tem, as well as other international organizations, should actively encour-
age the sustained participation and equal representation of women and 
civic movements in all areas, including decision‑making processes related 
to conflict prevention, conflict resolution and rehabilitation, with a view to 
creating an enabling environment for peace, reconciliation and reconstruc-
tion of their communities.

17.  Governments and political parties should actively encourage the 
mainstreaming of a gender perspective in politics and power structures 
through increasing women’s representation in decision‑making to a criti-
cal mass in both quantitative and qualitative terms. Alternative approaches 
and changes in institutional structures and practices can contribute signifi-
cantly to mainstreaming a gender perspective.

18.  Governments, political parties and bodies and agencies of the 
United Nations system, as well as other international organizations and 
non‑governmental organizations, should continue to collect and dissemi-
nate data and sex‑disaggregated statistics to monitor the representation of 
women in government at all levels, in political parties, among social part-
ners, in the private sector and in non‑governmental organizations at all lev-
els, as well as the participation of women in peace and security.

19.  The Secretary‑General should ensure full and urgent imple-
mentation of the strategic plan of action for the improvement of the sta-
tus of women in the Secretariat (1995‑2000) so as to achieve overall gen-
der equality, in particular at the Professional level and above, by the year 
2000. The Consultative Committee on Administrative Questions (Person-
nel and General Administrative Questions) (CCAQ/PER) should continue 
to monitor and make concrete recommendations regarding steps being 
taken in the United Nations Secretariat to achieve the target of 50 per cent 
women in managerial and decision‑making positions by the year 2000, as 
well as steps to achieve gender balance in the United Nations system as a 
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whole. Consistent with Article 101 of the Charter of the United Nations, the 
Secretary‑General is urged to increase the number of women employed in 
the Secretariat from countries that are unrepresented or underrepresented. 
The Secretary‑General should be encouraged to appoint a woman to the 
proposed new position of Deputy Secretary‑General of the United Nations 
as a step in mainstreaming women in decision‑making positions through-
out the United Nations system.

20.  International and multilateral agencies should consider ways to 
communicate and exchange information throughout the United Nations 
system, inter alia, through the convening of workshops and seminars, 
including at the managerial level, on best practices and lessons learned for 
achieving gender balance in institutions, including accountability mecha-
nisms and incentives, and mainstreaming a gender perspective into all poli-
cies and programmes, including bilateral and multilateral assistance.

21.  Member States are also encouraged to include women in their 
delegations to all United Nations and other conferences, including those 
dealing with security, political, economic, trade, human rights and legal 
issues, as well as to ensure their representation in all organs of the United 
Nations and other bodies such as the international financial institutions, 
where women’s participation is negligible.

22.  Member States are urged to promote gender balance at all levels 
in their diplomatic service, including at the ambassadorial level.

23.  Representation of women from other underrepresented or disad-
vantaged groups should be promoted by Governments and by bodies and 
agencies of the United Nations system, as well as other international organi-
zations and non‑governmental organizations in decision‑making positions 
and forums.

24.  The attention of Governments is drawn to the general recom-
mendation of the Committee on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimi-
nation against Women on articles 7 and 8 concerning women in public life 
and decision‑making, to be included in the report of the Committee on its 
seventeenth session.
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Agreed conclusions 1997/3

Women and the economy
Governments, international organizations and the private sector should rec-
ognize the contributions women make to economic growth through their 
paid and unpaid work and as employers, employees and entrepreneurs. They 
should adopt the following:

1.  Governments, international organizations, the private sector, 
non‑governmental organizations, social partners (employers’ organizations 
and labour unions) should adopt a systematic and multifaceted approach to 
accelerating women’s full participation in economic decision‑making at all 
levels and ensure the mainstreaming of a gender perspective in the imple-
mentation of economic policies, including economic development policies 
and poverty eradication programmes. To this end, Governments are urged 
to enhance the capacity of women to influence and make economic decisions 
as paid workers, managers, employers, elected officials, members of non-
governmental organizations and unions, producers, household managers 
and consumers. Governments are encouraged to conduct a gender analysis 
of policies and programmes that incorporates information on the full range 
of women’s and men’s paid and unpaid economic activity. Governments, 
international organizations, particularly the International Labour Organi-
zation (ILO), the private sector and non‑governmental organizations, 
should develop and share case studies and best practices of gender analysis 
in policy areas that affect the economic situation of women.

2.  In order to ensure women’s empowerment in the economy and 
their economic advancement, adequate mobilization of resources at the 
national and international levels, as well as new and additional resources to 
the developing countries from all available funding mechanisms, including 
multilateral, bilateral and private sources, for the advancement of women, 
will also be required.

3.  Governments should promote and support the elimination of 
biases in the educational system so as to counteract the gender segregation 
of the labour market, enhance the employability of women, and effectively 
improve women’s skills and broaden women’s access to career choices, in 
particular in science, new technologies and other potential and innovative 
areas of expansion in terms of employment.

4.  Economic policies and structural adjustment programmes, includ-
ing liberalization policies, should include privatization, financial and trade 
policies, should be formulated and monitored in a gender‑sensitive way, with 
inputs from the women most impacted by these policies, in order to gener-
ate positive results for women and men, drawing on research on the gen-
der impact of macroeconomic and micro‑economic policies. Governments 
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should ensure, inter alia, that macroeconomic policies, including financial 
and public sector reforms, and employment generation, are gender‑sensitive 
and friendly to small‑scale and medium‑sized enterprises. Local‑level regu-
lations and administrative arrangements should be conducive to women 
entrepreneurs. It is the responsibility of Governments to ensure that women 
are not discriminated against in times of structural change and economic 
recession.

5.  Governments should ensure that women’s rights, particularly 
those of rural women and women living in poverty, are being promoted 
and implemented through their equal access to economic resources, includ-
ing land, property rights, right to inheritance, credit and traditional savings 
schemes, such as women’s banks and cooperatives.

6.  The international community should actively support national 
efforts for the promotion of microcredit schemes that ensure women’s access 
to credit, self‑employment and integration into the economy.

7.  Microcredit schemes should be supported and monitored in order 
to evaluate their efficiency in terms of their impact on increasing women’s 
economic empowerment and well‑being, income‑earning capacity and inte-
gration into the economy.

8.  Governments, the private sector and those organizations in civil 
society that provide training services that promote a gender balance in 
terms of education and participation in economic activity, should focus 
on institutional capacity‑building and consciousness‑raising as well as on 
improving and upgrading technical skills, including business and manage-
ment skills and the use of new technologies. Local and traditional technolo-
gies and products based on women’s knowledge should also be supported 
and promoted.

9.  Non‑governmental organizations and women’s organizations 
should develop incentives for outstanding women entrepreneurs. It is impor-
tant that Governments, financial institutions, non‑governmental organiza-
tions, civil society, women’s organizations and other relevant actors promote 
women’s entrepreneurial and self‑employed activities through technical 
assistance services or programmes; information on markets; training; the 
creation of networks, including those at the regional and international lev-
els; and adequate financial support; and, where appropriate, by developing 
incentives. In order to strengthen the link between sustainable development 
and poverty eradication, such encouragement and support should extend 
to businesses owned by women in environmental, resource‑based and 
export‑oriented industries.

10.  To secure a critical mass of women’s participation in top deci-
sion-making positions, Governments should implement and monitor anti
discriminatory laws. The public administration and the private sector should

comply with these laws and introduce changes to corporate structures. Posi-
tive or affirmative action can be an effective policy instrument for improv-
ing the position of women in sectors and levels of the economy where they 
are underrepresented. Governments should stimulate employers to intro-
duce objective and transparent procedures for recruitment, gender‑sensitive 
career planning, and monitoring and accountability systems.

11.  Social partners (labour unions and employers’ organizations) and 
non‑governmental organizations should consider monitoring and publiciz-
ing the enterprises and organizations that take initiatives for the advance-
ment of women and publicizing information on the companies that violate 
antidiscrimination laws.

12.  Governments should intensify their efforts to implement the 
actions identified in the Beijing Platform for Action17 for the elimination 
of occupational segregation and all forms of employment discrimination. 
In that regard, the security of women’s employment and the conditions for 
their reintegration into the labour market need to be the subject of special 
attention. Due consideration should also be given to women in the informal 
sector and atypical jobs.

13.  Governments, labour unions and the private sector should develop 
and use analytical tools to compare wages in female and male‑dominated 
occupations, including measures and tools to better reflect the real value of 
the skills, knowledge and experience of women developed through waged 
and unwaged work, as well as the full range of the requirements and condi-
tions of waged work, with the aim of achieving equal pay for work of equal 
value, with a particular focus on minimum wages and low‑wage industries. 
Gender‑sensitive monitoring is crucial in enforcing the principle of equal 
pay for work of equal value. Comprehensive policymaking in this field 
should include:
	 (a)	 Use of analytical tools; 
	 (b)	 Effective legislation;
	 (c)	 Transparency of women’s and men’s wages;
	 (d)	 Changing the gender‑based division of labour and the stereotyped 

choices of men and women;
	 (e)	 Effective guidance for employers.

14.  Governments are encouraged to develop strategies to increase the 
well-being of low‑waged workers, including enforcement of existing laws in 
particular in those industries where the most vulnerable workers, predomi-
nantly women, are found.

15.  Full integration of women into the formal economy, and in 
particular into economic decision‑making, means changing the current

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gender‑based division of labour into new economic structures where women 
and men enjoy equal treatment, pay and power. To this end, better sharing of 
paid and unpaid work between women and men is required. Governments 
should take or encourage measures, including, where appropriate, the formu-
lation, promotion and implementation of legal and administrative measures 
to facilitate the reconciliation of work and personal and/or family life, such 
as child and dependant care, parental leave and flexible working schemes for 
men and women and, where appropriate, shorter working hours.

16.  Governments should consider ratifying the new ILO Convention 
on home‑based workers.

17.  Governments and employers should ensure the protection of 
the rights of migrant women workers, by creating better educational and 
employment opportunities, preventing and combating trafficking in women 
and children, and eliminating discrimination against women in the labour 
market.

18.  Governments should monitor and enforce equal opportunity 
policies and labour laws pertaining to the practices of all of the national and 
transnational corporations operating in their countries.

19.  Women and men should identify and support women‑friendly 
corporations and socially responsible businesses through investments and 
the use of their services or products.

20.  The unpaid work of women, such as work in agriculture, food 
production, voluntary work, work in family business, and work in natu-
ral resource management and in the household, is a considerable contribu-
tion to the economy. Unpaid work should be measured and valued through 
existing and improved mechanisms, including by:

(a) � Measuring, in quantitative terms, unremunerated work that is 
outside national accounts, working to improve methods to assess 
its value, and accurately reflecting its value in satellite or other 
official accounts that are separate from but consistent with core 
national accounts;

	 (b)	 Conducting regular time‑use studies to measure, in quantitative 
terms, unremunerated work;

	 (c)	 Providing resources and technical assistance to developing coun-
tries and countries with economies in transition, in valuing and 
making visible women’s unpaid work.

21.  The international community, in particular the creditor countries 
and international financial institutions, including the Bretton Woods insti-
tutions, should further pursue effective, equitable, development‑oriented 
and durable solutions to the external debt and debt‑servicing problems of 
the developing countries on the basis of existing debt relief and reduction 
mechanisms, including debt reduction, grants and concessional financial 
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flows, in particular for the least developed countries, taking into account 
the negative effect of these issues on women and women’s programmes.

22.  The funds, programmes and specialized agencies of the United 
Nations system, including the Bretton Woods institutions, and the World 
Trade Organization, within their respective mandates, should improve coor-
dination and dialogue at all levels, including the field level, in order to ensure 
the effectiveness of their programmes and policies to support gender equality.

23.  Development policies should focus on the economic empower-
ment of women. The interlinkage between national policies at the macro‑level 
and economic and social gender roles and relations at the micro‑level should 
be clear in order to make the policies more effective. The impact on women 
of liberalization policies, which include privatization, financial and trade 
policies, should be assessed.

24.  Governments should commit themselves to the goal of gender 
balance, with special emphasis on reaching a critical mass of women, as 
soon as possible, when nominating representatives to serve on governing 
bodies of the organizations of the United Nations system and intergovern-
mental bodies dealing with policymaking in the areas of finance, economic 
development, trade and commerce (for example, the Fifth Committee and 
Second Committee of the General Assembly, the Economic and Social 
Council, the Trade and Development Board, the Industrial Development 
Board and the General Council of the World Trade Organization).

25.  The production and use of disaggregated statistics by sex should 
be promoted as a fundamental tool for monitoring the gender division of 
the labour market and the participation of women in high‑level manage-
ment positions, including economic decision‑making, showing the advan-
tages of women’s participation in top management and conversely the costs 
of their exclusion. With regard to the United Nations system, a special data 
section on women managers should be part of the 1998 synthesis report and 
the report on the status of the world’s women. This could serve as a special 
mechanism for monitoring how gender‑balance goals are being achieved.

26.  Issues such as the impact on women of structural adjustment and 
liberalization policies, which include privatization, financial and trade poli-
cies, should be further examined and could be taken up in the context of the 
report of the Secretary‑General on the effective mobilization and integra-
tion of women in development, to be considered by the General Assembly at 
its fifty‑second session.

27.  The international community, while strengthening international 
cooperation, should emphasize the importance of an open, rule‑based, equi-
table, secure, non‑discriminatory, transparent and predictable multilateral 
trading system that will also ensure the equal access of women to mar-
kets and technologies and resources at both the national and international 
levels.
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Agreed conclusions 1997/4
Education and training of women

1.  There is wide consensus that education and training for girls and 
women, in particular, provides high social and economic returns and is a 
precondition for the empowerment of women. Education should be aimed 
at raising and promoting awareness of the rights of women as human rights. 
Governments, national, regional and international bodies, bilateral and 
multilateral donors and civil society, including non‑governmental organi-
zations, should continue to make special efforts to reduce the female illit-
eracy rate to at least half its 1990 level, with emphasis on rural, migrant and 
refugee women, internally displaced women and women with disabilities, in 
keeping with the Beijing Platform for Action.18

2.  Governments and all other actors should make special efforts to 
achieve the benchmarks set in the Platform for Action of universal access 
to basic education and completion of primary education by at least 80 per 
cent of primary school‑age children by the year 2000; close the gender gap 
in primary and secondary school education by the year 2005; provide uni-
versal primary education in all countries before the year 2015; and consider 
providing multilateral and bilateral assistance.

3.  Governments that have not yet done so should formulate national 
strategies and action plans for implementation of the Platform for Action 
that indicate how relevant institutions coordinate action to meet the goals 
and targets for education. The strategies should be comprehensive, have 
time‑bound targets and benchmarks for monitoring, and include propos-
als for allocating or reallocating resources for implementation. Mobilization 
of additional funds from all sources to enable girls and women, as well as 
boys and men, on an equal basis, to complete their education, may also be 
necessary.

4.  Donor Governments should strive to meet the agreed target of 0.7 per 
cent of gross national product for overall official development assistance as 
soon as possible; and interested developed and developing country partners, 
having agreed on a mutual commitment to allocate, on average, 20 per cent of 
official development assistance and 20 per cent of the national budget to basic 
social programmes, should take into account a gender perspective.

5.  Governments and other actors should promote an active and vis-
ible policy of mainstreaming a gender perspective into all policies and pro-
grammes, addressing, inter alia, unequal access to educational opportuni-
ties and inadequate educational opportunities, and taking into account girls 
and women in especially difficult circumstances. The education, training

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and lifelong learning of women should be mainstreamed in policies at all 
levels, in equal opportunity policies and in national human development 
plans, where they exist. National machinery for the advancement of women 
and policymakers in government, employers’ organizations, labour unions, 
non‑governmental organizations and the private sector should collaborate 
to ensure that all policies are responsive to gender concerns and that women 
and their organizations participate in the policymaking process.

6.  Integrated policymaking must highlight the interlinkage between 
education and training policies, on the one hand, and labour market poli-
cies, on the other hand, with an emphasis on the employment and employ-
ability of women. In order to enhance the employability of women, basic 
education and vocational qualifications, in particular in the fields of science 
and technology, are of great importance. In view of the high presence of 
women in flexible work‑time schemes and atypical work, it is particularly 
important to facilitate women’s participation in “on‑the‑job training” so 
that they can secure their jobs and promote their careers.

7.  Consciousness should be raised about the need for a new allocation 
of responsibilities within the family, in order to alleviate the extra burden 
on women.

8.  National statistical offices, responsible governmental ministries, 
research institutions, women’s groups, employers and workers’ organizations 
should provide women, government, policymakers and training providers 
with the best available labour market information. A redesigned, relevant 
and up‑to‑date system of labour market information should provide data 
disaggregated by sex on training, including employer‑sponsored training, 
present employment trends, income and future employment opportunities.

9.  Adult education and training programmes should be developed 
with a wide focus, incorporating not only literacy and numeracy but also 
lifelong learning skills and improved capabilities for generating income. 
Measures should be taken to remove barriers to the participation of women 
in adult education programmes, such as setting up care structures for chil-
dren and other dependants.

10.  Women who wish to start or improve a microenterprise or small 
business should have access, not only to financial support services, but also 
to skills‑based training to assist them in the successful management of their 
business.

11.  Governments should meet their responsibilities for providing 
education and training. Government policies should ensure that different 
actors in the field of education and training provide and promote equal 
opportunities for women and men. Governments should promote coop-
eration among the public and private sectors, including non‑governmental 
organizations, labour unions, employers’ organizations and cooperatives, to 
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make the process of training relevant, efficient and effective. Citizens should 
help to mobilize governmental and non‑governmental efforts, benefiting 
from the important role that the media can play, to achieve gender equality 
in education, training and employment. Employers’ and workers’ organiza-
tions should play a critical role in the provision of professional training at 
the national and local levels. Governments should be ultimately responsible 
for developing strategies that ensure women’s participation in the provision 
of education and training, especially for women in remote areas or with 
social, economic, cultural and physical constraints.

12.  Educational planners and policy makers, Governments and other 
actors should develop programmes in education, technical training and life-
long learning that recognize these components as integral parts on a con-
tinuum. This implies that knowledge and skills acquired in formal as well as 
non-formal, out‑of‑school education, community activities and traditional 
knowledge are valued and recognized. The programmes should take a holis-
tic approach, ensuring that women enjoy equality throughout the process 
in a new learning culture involving individuals, enterprises, organizations 
and society at large.

13.  Educational planners and policymakers should give renewed 
importance to education in mathematics, science and technology for girls 
and women. In order to develop the skills required, women need to have full 
access to education in science and technology at all levels, including the use 
of modern technologies such as information technology, to vocational train-
ing and to lifelong learning. Using a wide range of strategies and modalities, 
efforts should be made, for instance, through the development of informa-
tion services and professional guidance for girls and women to promote 
girls’ and women’s participation in fields where they are underrepresented, 
such as science, engineering and technology, and to encourage them to par-
ticipate actively in the development of new technologies, from design to 
application, monitoring and evaluation.

14.  The development of gender‑sensitive teaching materials, class-
room practices and curricula and of awareness‑raising and regular gender 
training for teachers is a prerequisite for breaking down gender stereotypes 
and developing non‑discriminatory education and training aimed at the 
physical and intellectual development of girls and boys. Teacher training is 
an essential component in the transmittal of gender‑sensitive programmes 
for eliminating the differential behavioural expectations of girls and boys 
that reinforce the division of labour by gender. Techniques for improv-
ing teachers’ capabilities to deliver gender‑sensitive instruction need to be 
researched and widely disseminated in order to support the development of 
multicultural, gender-sensitive curricula in all areas of instruction.

15.  The recruitment, training, working conditions and the sta-
tus of teachers, in particular of women teachers, must be improved, and 
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gender‑sensitive training for teachers, teacher trainers, school administra-
tors and planners must be developed. Positive action programmes should 
be stimulated in order to overcome the under‑representation of women in 
educational management.

16.  The use of instruments available to ensure equality in education 
and training should be promoted—instruments such as research, informa
tion campaigns, refresher courses for teachers, development of gender‑
sensitive teaching materials, positive action measures and gender‑impact 
assessments. They focus on a variety of actors: girls and boys, parents, teach-
ers, school administrators and policymakers.

17.  Governments should provide increased access to non‑
discriminatory education and training and create safe, enabling environ-
ments in order to retain girls and women in schools and eliminate gender 
disparities in school attendance at all levels of education, including the 
higher levels. Safety in schools and during extracurricular activities should 
be promoted by school authorities, parents and administrative personnel. 
All actors should join efforts by providing school feeding programmes, 
transport and boarding schools, when necessary. The contribution of 
non‑governmental organizations to all fields of education and, in particular, 
to lifelong learning is of importance.

18.  Governments and all actors should recognize the need for and 
provide gender‑sensitive early childhood education, especially to those 
groups under difficult circumstances, and should assure the lifelong learn-
ing of quality education for the girl child.

19.  Governments and all social actors should promote non‑formal 
education programmes and information campaigns to encourage adult 
women’s lifelong learning.

20.  The bodies and specialized agencies of the United Nations sys-
tem, within their existing mandates, should compile and disseminate infor-
mation on best practices or strategies for retaining women and girls at all 
levels of education.

21.  Women’s studies should be supported and their curricula and 
research should be shared among educational institutions and women’s 
organizations to provide role models, publicize women’s contributions to 
their societies’ advancement, and develop a foundation for gender‑equality 
education and training.

22.  The Secretary‑General, taking into account his overall responsibil-
ity for mainstreaming a gender perspective, should continue to analyse and 
widely disseminate to Governments and non‑governmental organizations, 
through Women 2000 and other publications in the official United Nations 
languages, information on the education and training of women and girls as 
part of the follow‑up to the Fourth World Conference on Women.

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Agreed conclusions 1998/I
Violence against women

The Commission on the Status of Women
Reaffirms the Beijing Platform for Action,19 notably chapter IV.D on 

violence against women, the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of 
Discrimination against Women,20 and the Declaration on the Elimination 
of Violence against Women;21

Requests States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of All 
Forms of Discrimination against Women to take into account in their ini-
tial and periodic reports to the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimi-
nation against Women general recommendation 19 on violence against 
women, adopted by the Committee at its eleventh session,22 and the Decla-
ration on the Elimination of Violence against Women;

Requests States parties to international human rights treaties to com-
pile information and report on the extent and manifestations of violence 
against women, including domestic violence and harmful traditional prac-
tices, and the measures taken to eliminate such violence, for inclusion in 
reports under the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against 
Women, and to include such information in reports to other treaty bodies;

Proposes, in order to accelerate the implementation of the strategic 
objectives of chapter IV.D:

A.  An integrated, holistic approach

Actions to be taken by Governments and the international community
•	 Formulate comprehensive, multidisciplinary and coordinated national 

plans, programmes or strategies, which will be widely disseminated, to 
eliminate all forms of violence against women and girls and provide for 
targets, timetables for implementation and effective domestic enforce-
ment procedures by monitoring mechanisms, involving all parties 
concerned, including consultations with women’s organizations;

•	 Call upon the international community to condemn and act against all 
forms and manifestations of terrorism, in particular those that affect 
women and children;

•	 Develop strong and effective national, regional and international coop-
eration to prevent and eliminate trafficking in women and girls, espe-

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cially for purposes of economic and sexual exploitation, including the 
exploitation of prostitution of women and girls;

•	 Encourage the media to take measures against the projection of images 
of violence against women and children;

•	 Strengthen effective partnerships with non‑governmental organiza-
tions and all relevant agencies to promote an integrated and holistic 
approach to the elimination of violence against women and girls;

•	 Integrate effective actions to end violence against women into all areas 
of public and private life, as a means of working to overcome the vio-
lence and discrimination that women face because of such factors as 
race, language, ethnicity, poverty, culture, religion, age, disability and 
socio‑economic class or because they are indigenous people, migrants, 
including women migrant workers, displaced women or refugees;

•	 Ensure that comprehensive programmes for the rehabilitation of vic-
tims of rape are integrated into global programmes.

B.	 Provision of resources to combat violence against all women

Actions to be taken by Government, non‑governmental organizations 
and the public and private sector, as appropriate

•	 Support the work of non‑governmental organizations in their activi-
ties to prevent, combat and eliminate violence against women;

•	 Provide adequate resources for women’s groups, helplines, crisis cen-
tres and other support services, including credit, medical, psychologi-
cal and other counselling services, as well as focus on vocational skill 
training for women victims of violence that enables them to find a 
means of subsistence;

•	 Provide resources for the strengthening of legal mechanisms for pros-
ecuting those who commit acts of violence against women and girls, 
and for the rehabilitation of victims;

•	 Support and encourage partnerships for the establishment of national 
networks and provide resources for shelters and relief support for women 
and girls, so as to offer a safe, sensitive and integrated response to women 
victims of violence, including the provision of programmes designed to 
heal victims of trafficking and rehabilitate them into society;

•	 Consider increasing contributions for national, regional and inter-
national action to combat violence against women, including for the 
Special Rapporteur of the Commission on Human Rights on violence 
against women, its causes and consequences and the Trust Fund in 
Support of Action to Eliminate Violence against Women of the United 
Nations Development Fund for Women;
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•	 Develop special programmes that would assist women and girls with 
disabilities in recognizing and reporting acts of violence, including the 
provision of accessible support services for their protection and safety;

•	 Encourage and fund the training of personnel in the administration of 
justice, law enforcement agencies, security, social and health‑care serv-
ices, schools and migration authorities on matters related to gender-
based violence, and its prevention, and the protection of women from 
violence;

•	 Include in national budgets adequate resources related to the elimina-
tion of violence against women and girls.

C.	 Creation of linkages and cooperation with regard to 
particular forms of violence against women

Actions to be taken by Governments

•	 Consider, where appropriate, formulating bilateral, subregional and 
regional agreements to promote and protect the rights of migrant 
workers, especially women and girls;

•	 Develop bilateral, subregional, regional and international agreements 
and protocols to combat all forms of trafficking in women and girls, and 
assist victims of violence resulting from prostitution and trafficking;

•	 Improve international information exchange on trafficking in women 
and girls by recommending the setting up of a data‑collection centre 
within Interpol, regional law enforcement agencies and national police 
forces, as appropriate;

•	 Strengthen the implementation of all relevant human rights instru-
ments in order to eliminate organized and other forms of trafficking 
in women and girls, including trafficking for the purpose of sexual 
exploitation and of pornography;

•	 Strengthen gender focal points of the regional commissions, and fur-
ther enhance their contributions to gender‑balanced development pol-
icies, as they have already made significant contributions by helping 
Member States to build capacities and as regards gender‑mainstreaming 
for alleviating gender‑based violence against women, and have con-
tributed actively to promoting the human rights of women.

D.	 Legal measures

Actions to be taken by Governments

•	 Ensure the gender‑sensitive development of an integrated framework 
that includes criminal, civil, evidentiary and procedural provisions and 
that addresses sufficiently the multiple forms of violence against women;
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•	 Take all appropriate measures to develop an integrated and compre-
hensive legislative framework that addresses sufficiently the multiple 
forms of violence against women;

•	 Promote, where necessary, the harmonization of local legislation that 
penalizes acts of violence against women;

•	 Provide adequate infrastructure and support services to respond to 
the needs of the survivors of violence against women and girls, and to 
assist towards full recovery and reintegration into society, such as wit-
ness protection programmes, restraining orders against perpetrators, 
crisis centres, telephone hotlines, shelters, provisions for economic 
support and livelihood assistance;

•	 Develop guidelines to ensure appropriate police and prosecutorial 
responses in cases of violence against women;

•	 Establish and support programmes that provide legal aid and assist-
ance for women and girls bringing complaints relating to gender‑based 
violence through various applicable ways and means, such as non-
governmental organization support for women with claims relating to 
violence against women;

•	 Ensure the accountability of relevant law enforcement agencies for imple-
mentation of policies to protect women from gender‑based violence;

•	 Investigate, and in accordance with national legislation, punish all acts 
of violence against women and girls, including those perpetrated by 
public officials;

•	 Implement strategies and practical measures, taking account of the 
Model Strategies and Practical Measures on the Elimination of Vio-
lence against Women in the Field of Crime Prevention and Criminal 
Justice adopted by the General Assembly, in its resolution 52/86 of 
12 December 1997, and contained in the annex thereto;

•	 Review national legislation in order to effect complete legal prohibi-
tion of rape and all forms of violence against women and girls, such as 
domestic violence, including rape, and to ensure that legislation that 
protects women and girls from violence is effectively implemented;

•	 Criminalize all forms of trafficking in women and girls for the pur-
poses of sexual exploitation and penalize all traffickers;

•	 Take steps to enable women who are victims of trafficking to make com-
plaints to the police and to be available when required by the criminal jus-
tice system, and ensure that during this time women have access to social, 
medical, financial and legal assistance, and protection, as appropriate;

•	 Develop and implement national legislation and policies prohibit-
ing harmful customary or traditional practices that are violations of 
women’s and girls’ human rights and obstacles to the full enjoyment by 
women and girls of their human rights and fundamental freedoms;
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•	 Ensure that women are safe at work by supporting measures that pro-
mote the creation of a workplace environment free from sexual har-
assment or other violence and encourage all employers to put in place 
policies designed to eliminate and deal effectively with harassment of 
women whenever it occurs in the workplace;

•	 Encourage the participation of women in law enforcement agencies so 
as to achieve gender balance.

E.	 Research and gender‑disaggregated data collection

Actions to be taken by Governments

•	 Promote coordinated research on violence against women to ensure 
that it is multidisciplinary and addresses the root factors, including 
external factors, that encourage trafficking in women and girls for 
prostitution and other forms of sexual exploitation;

•	 Encourage research aimed at exploring the nature, extent and causes of 
violence and collect data and statistics on its economic and social costs, 
and its consequences, and conduct research on the impact of all laws 
relevant to combating all forms of violence against women;

•	 Develop common definitions and guidelines and train relevant actors 
for the collection of data and statistics on violence against women and 
ensure that all cases of violence against women are recorded systemati-
cally and appropriately, whether they are first reported to the police or 
to health and social services;

•	 Sponsor community‑based research and national surveys, including 
the collection of disaggregated data, on violence against women, with 
regard to particular groups of women, such as women with disabilities, 
migrant women workers and trafficked women;

•	 Support evaluations of the impact of measures and policies, particu-
larly with regard to legislative, evidentiary and procedural law reform, 
to address violence against women with a view to identifying and 
exchanging good practices and lessons learned, and initiate interven-
tion and prevention programmes;

•	 Promote the sharing of research results, including information on best 
practices at national, regional and international levels;

•	 Explore the possibility of mechanisms such as national rapporteurs, 
who report to Governments on the scale, prevention and combating of 
violence against women, particularly trafficking in women and girls.

Action to be taken by the United Nations

•	 Consider ways to share good practices and lessons learned, including 
establishing a readily accessible database of good practices and lessons 
learned with regard to all forms of violence against women.
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F.	 Change attitudes

Actions to be taken by Governments and civil society, including non‑ 
governmental organizations

•	 Work to create violence‑free societies by implementing participatory 
educational programmes on human rights, conflict resolution and 
gender equality, for women and men of all ages, beginning with girls 
and boys;

•	 Support programmes of peer mediation and conflict resolution for 
schoolchildren and special training for teachers to equip them to 
encourage cooperation and respect for diversity and gender;

•	 Encourage innovative education and training in schools to enhance 
awareness of gender‑based violence by promoting non‑violent conflict 
resolution, and short‑, mid- and long‑term strategic educational goals 
for achieving gender equality;

•	 Introduce and invest in comprehensive public awareness campaigns, 
such as “zero tolerance”, that portray violence against women as unac-
ceptable;

•	 Encourage the promotion in media portrayals of positive images of 
women and of men, presenting them as cooperative and full partners 
in the upbringing of their children, and discourage the media from 
presenting negative images of women and girls;

•	 Encourage the media to create positive images of women and men as 
cooperative and crucial actors in preventing violence against women 
through the development of voluntary international media codes of 
conduct, on positive images, portrayals and representations of women, 
and on the coverage of the reporting of violence against women;

•	 Raise awareness and mobilize public opinion to eliminate female geni-
tal mutilation and other harmful traditional, cultural or customary 
practices that violate the human rights of women and girls and nega-
tively affect their health;

•	 Promote the responsible use of new information technologies, in par-
ticular the Internet, including the encouraging of steps to prevent 
the use of these technologies for discrimination and violence against 
women, and for trafficking in women for the purposes of sexual exploi-
tation, including the exploitation of prostitution of women and girls;

•	 Create policies and programmes to encourage behavioural change in 
perpetrators of violence against women, including rape, and monitor 
and assess the impact and effect of such programmes;

•	 Establish legal literacy programmes to make women aware of their 
rights and the methods of seeking protection under the law;
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•	 Recognize that women and girls with disabilities, women migrants and 
refugee women and girls could be particularly affected by violence, and 
encourage the development of programmes for their support;

•	 Encourage campaigns aimed at clarifying opportunities, limitations 
and rights in the event of migration so as to enable women to make 
informed decisions and to prevent them from becoming victims of 
trafficking;

•	 Encourage and support men’s own initiatives to complement efforts 
of women’s organizations to prevent and eliminate violence against 
women and girls;

•	 Conduct research on, and create policies and programmes to change, 
the attitudes and behaviour of perpetrators of violence against women 
within family and society;

•	 Actively encourage, support and implement measures aimed at increas-
ing the knowledge and understanding of violence against women, 
through gender analysis capacity‑building and gender‑sensitive train-
ing for law enforcement officers, police personnel, the judiciary, medi-
cal and social workers, and teachers.

Agreed conclusions 1998/II
Women and armed conflict

The Commission on the Status of Women
Reaffirms the Beijing Platform for Action,23 notably chapter IV.E on 

women and armed conflict;
Proposes the following, taking into account the Commission’s conclu-

sions on human rights of women, violence against women and the girl child, 
in order to accelerate the implementation of the strategic objectives of chap-
ter IV.E:

A.	 Ensuring gender‑sensitive justice

Actions to be taken by Governments
•	 Ensure that national legal systems provide accessible and  gender‑ 

sensitive avenues of redress for victims of armed conflict;

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•	 Ensure that a gender‑sensitive perspective is integrated in the draft-
ing and interpretation of international law and domestic legislation, 
including for the protection of women and girls in armed conflict;

•	 Support efforts to create an international criminal court that integrates 
a gender perspective in its statute and functioning, enabling a gender-
sensitive interpretation and application of the statute;

•	 Provide and disseminate to the public in local languages, including to 
women’s groups and non‑governmental organizations, information on 
the jurisdiction and procedures for accessing the ad hoc war crimes 
tribunals, human rights treaty bodies and all other relevant mecha-
nisms; this information should be widely and actively disseminated in 
cooperation with the United Nations system and non‑governmental 
organizations;

•	 Protect children in situations of armed conflict, especially the girl 
child, against participation, recruitment, rape and sexual exploitation 
through adherence to the applicable principles of international human 
rights law, international humanitarian law and national legislation;

•	 Promote a gender balance and gender expertise in all relevant inter-
national bodies, at all times, including the International Law Com-
mission, the ad hoc war crimes tribunals and the human rights treaty 
bodies, having due regard for the principle of equitable geographical 
distribution;

•	 Examine and consider modifying existing legal definitions and stand-
ards to ensure that they encompass concerns of all women and girls 
affected by armed conflict and, in particular, reaffirm that rape, system-
atic rape and sexual slavery in armed conflict constitute war crimes;

•	 Ensure that where crimes of sexual violence are committed in situ-
ations of conflict, all perpetrators, including those among United 
Nations and international peacekeeping and humanitarian personnel, 
are prosecuted.

B.	 Specific needs of women affected by armed conflict

Actions to be taken by Governments and international organizations

•	 Collect and provide information on violations of the human rights 
of women under foreign occupation and take steps to ensure the full 
enjoyment of the human rights of these women;

•	 Take account of the impact of armed conflict on the health of all women 
and introduce measures to address the full range of women’s health 
needs, including those of women with disabilities, and the psychologi-
cal needs arising from trauma stemming from sexual abuses and the 
effects of violations of their rights;
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•	 Address the specific needs and concerns of women refugees and dis-
placed persons and ensure appropriate training for relevant bodies to 
address the specific needs and concerns of women refugees, who should 
receive special protection, including the proper design and location of 
camps and the adequate staffing of camps;

•	 Recognize the importance of fully involving women in designing reha-
bilitation policies in post‑conflict situations and take steps to assist 
household economies, including the social and economic conditions 
of women‑headed households and widows;

•	 Ensure the physical safety and security of all refugee women and girls 
and those internally displaced by, inter alia, adequately providing for 
and increasing their access to the right of return to their country or 
place of origin, and the participation of women in the committees 
responsible for the management of camps, and ensure that the camps 
are designed in accordance with the 1995 Guidelines on the Protec-
tion of Refugee Women24 of the United Nations High Commissioner 
for Refugees; and arrange for gender‑sensitive legal, social and medi-
cal services in camps, and for the talents and capabilities of refugee 
and displaced women and girls to be fully integrated in the develop-
ment and implementation of these programmes while they are in such 
camps;

•	 Provide refugee victims of sexual violence and their families with 
adequate medical and psychosocial care, including culturally sensitive 
counselling, and ensure confidentiality;

•	 Take measures in accordance with international law with a view to 
alleviating any negative impact of economic sanctions on women and 
children;

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective, as appropriate, into national immi-
gration and asylum policies, regulations and practices, in order to 
extend protection to those women whose claim for protection is based 
on gender‑related persecution;

•	 Provide and strengthen assistance to all women and girls in conflict 
and post‑conflict situations, including through non‑governmental 
organizations, as appropriate. Refugee women and men must have 
equal rights in the administration and distribution of goods and serv-
ices in the camps;

•	 Condemn and bring to an immediate end massive violations of human 
rights, especially in the form of genocide, and ethnic cleansing as a 
strategy of war, and its consequences, such as rape, including system-
atic rape of women in war situations;

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective into humanitarian responses to cri-
ses and armed conflicts and into post‑conflict reconstruction activi-
ties.

C.	 Increasing the participation of women in peacekeeping, 
peacebuilding, pre- and post‑conflict decision‑making, 
conflict prevention, post‑conflict resolution and 
reconstruction

Actions to be taken by Governments and international and regional 
intergovernmental institutions

•	 Increase, including through measures of affirmative action, women’s 
participation and leadership in decision‑making and in preventing 
conflict;

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective into peace‑promoting activities at all 
levels as well as humanitarian and peacebuilding policies, including 
through gender analysis and the encouragement of the participation of 
more female personnel at all levels, in particular at senior or high levels 
in field missions, and monitor and review such policies as appropriate, 
on the basis of equitable geographical distribution where applicable;

•	 Recognize and support women’s non‑governmental organizations, 
particularly at the grass‑roots level, in respect of their preventing con-
flict, including early warning and peacebuilding;

•	 Take note of the Kampala Action Plan on Women and Peace,25 as well 
as the post‑Beijing follow‑up Kigali Declaration on Peace, Gender and 
Development,26 and the Plan of Action for Conflict‑affected Areas,27 
and, if appropriate, convene conferences to assess progress and pro-
mote implementation;

•	 Regional research and training institutes should carry out research on 
the role of women in conflict resolution and identify and analyse poli-
cies and action programmes;

•	 Create mechanisms to encourage more women candidates with the 
appropriate qualifications to apply for judicial, prosecutorial and other 
positions in all relevant international bodies, in order to achieve gen-
der balance on the basis of equitable geographical distribution;

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•	 Nominate and appoint more women as special representatives in con-
flict resolution, taking due consideration of the principle of equitable 
geographical distribution;

•	 Enhance the role of women in bilateral preventive diplomacy efforts as 
well as those undertaken by the United Nations in accordance with the 
Charter of the United Nations;

•	 Ensure that the participants in humanitarian missions and in peace-
keeping operations, both military and civilian, are given specific 
gender-sensitive training;

•	 Develop and implement innovative strategies to increase the participa-
tion of women in peacekeeping operations and invite the Secretary-
General to analyse their effectiveness in his reports on peacekeeping 
operations, if appropriate, based on an expert group meeting;

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective into bilateral and multilateral 
peacebuilding discussions and promotion of social development.

D.	 Preventing conflict and promoting a culture of peace

Actions to be taken by Governments the international community

•	 Integrate a gender perspective into foreign policies and adjust policies 
accordingly;

•	 Support the establishment of women‑for‑peace networks;
•	 Discourage the adoption of and refrain from any unilateral measure 

that is not in accordance with international law and the Charter of the 
United Nations and that impedes the full achievement of economic 
and social development by the population of the affected countries, in 
particular women and children, that hinders their well‑being and that 
creates obstacles to the full enjoyment of their human rights;

•	 Ensure that education, including teacher training, promotes peace, 
respect for human rights and gender‑sensitivity, tolerance for diversity, 
including cultural and religious diversity, and pluralism;

•	 Encourage the incorporation of relevant international humanitarian 
law principles and their interpretation from a gender perspective into 
national legal systems;

•	 Encourage and support the participation of young people in pro-
grammes, seminars and workshops on conflict resolution and human 
rights, negotiations for the peaceful settlement of disputes and the 
importance of a gender perspective in the promotion of a culture of 
peace, development and human rights of women;

•	 Strengthen ongoing efforts to train international peacekeeping forces 
on human rights and gender sensitivity and provide training on codes 
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of conduct and prevention of violence against women, ensuring that 
trainers include civilians, women and experts in gender issues;

•	 Enhance the culture of peace and the peaceful settlement of armed 
conflicts, including through mass media, audio and video, as appro-
priate;

•	 Draw upon and utilize the expertise of the Office of the United Nations 
High Commissioner for Refugees, the United Nations High Commis-
sioner for Human Rights, the Division for the Advancement of Women 
of the United Nations Secretariat, the United Nations Development 
Fund for Women and the United Nations Children’s Fund for the prep-
aration of materials for the training of United Nations peacekeepers;

•	 Continue to make resources available nationally and internationally 
for prevention of conflict and ensure women’s participation in the elab-
oration and implementation of strategies for preventing conflict;

•	 Recognize and support the work done by national machineries for 
the advancement of women and by non‑governmental organizations 
and work towards mobilizing the action necessary to encourage the 
achievement by women of a critical mass at the national cabinet level 
in key ministries and departments and in international organizations 
that make or influence policy with regard to matters related to collec-
tive peace and security.

Actions to be taken by the United Nations

•	 Acknowledge and support the vital work of non‑governmental organi-
zations in the field of peace in efforts towards preventing conflict and 
for peacebuilding;

•	 Organize programmes and seminars to sensitize community leaders 
and women on the important role that women should play in develop-
ing a culture of peace in society.

E.	 Disarmament measures, illicit arms trafficking, landmines 
and small arms

Actions to be taken by Governments:

•	 In order to alleviate the suffering of women and children caused by 
landmines, work towards the objective of eliminating anti‑personnel 
landmines; and in this regard take due note of the conclusion of the 
Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production 
and Transfer of Anti‑personnel Mines and on Their Destruction and 
its implementation by those States that become parties to it;

•	 Join international efforts to elaborate international policies to prohibit 
illicit traffic, trade and transfer of small arms, and to control their 
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excessive production, with a view to alleviating the suffering of women 
and children in the situation of armed conflict;

•	 Provide landmine awareness campaigns or classes in close coopera-
tion with communities and community leaders formally and infor-
mally, making them accessible to women in afflicted areas, and provide 
resources and assistance for landmine clearance and share technology 
and information so that local populations can engage effectively in the 
safe clearance of landmines;

•	 Support programmes for the rehabilitation and social integration of 
women victims of anti‑personnel landmines, and demining and mine 
awareness activities;

•	 Encourage as appropriate the role of women in the peace movement, 
working towards general and complete disarmament under strict and 
effective international control including disarmament of all types of 
weapons of mass destruction;

•	 Work to prevent and put an end to aggression and all forms of armed 
conflict, thereby promoting a culture of peace.

Agreed conclusions 1998/III
Human rights of women

The Commission on the Status of Women
Reaffirms the Beijing Platform for Action adopted by the Fourth World 

Conference on Women,28 in particular chapter IV.I on the human rights of 
women, and the Vienna Declaration and Programme of Action adopted by 
the World Conference on Human Rights;29

Recommends that the Commission on Human Rights give particular 
attention to the economic and social rights of women in any discussions it 
may have at its fifty‑fourth session on the question of the appointment and 
mandate of a special rapporteur on economic, social and cultural rights, 
or a specific aspect thereof; and invites the Secretary‑General to report to 
the Commission on the Status of Women in 1999 on decisions taken by

A.	 Creation and development of an environment conducive

Actions to be taken by Governments, non‑governmental organizations, 
employers, trade unions, the private sector and other actors in civil soci‑
ety, as appropriate

•	 Ensure universal awareness by all persons, women and men, girls and 
boys of all human rights and fundamental freedoms of women and 
children, including the girl child, through comprehensive human 
rights education in accordance with the United Nations Decade for

•	 Mobilize the resources necessary and create the conditions for the full 
exercise of women’s economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights;

•	 Establish and strengthen partnerships and cooperation with each 
other and with the United Nations system and regional organizations 
in order to promote more actively the full enjoyment by women of their 
human rights;

•	 Ensure that indigenous and other marginalized women’s special con-
ditions are taken fully into consideration within the framework of the 
human rights of women;

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective, as appropriate, into national immi-
gration and asylum policies, regulations and practices in order to 
extend protection to those women whose claim for protection is based 
on gender‑related persecution.

B.	 Legal and regulatory framework

Actions to be taken by Governments
•	 Guarantee the existence of a national legal and regulatory frame-

work, including independent national institutions, or other appropri-
ate mechanisms, that ensure the full realization of all human rights 
of women and girls on the basis of equality and non‑discrimination, 
including their right to be free from violence, in accordance with the 
Charter of the United Nations, other instruments related to human 
rights and international law;

•	 Take steps, including a gender‑sensitive review of national legislation, 
to revoke any laws or legal procedures and eradicate practices—national 
or customary—that promote discrimination on the basis of sex;

•	 Ensure that women and children have full and equal access to effective 
legal remedies for violations, including domestic mechanisms, which 
are monitored and revised to ensure that they function without dis-
crimination, and international mechanisms that address human rights 
as provided, inter alia, under the Convention on the Elimination of All 
Forms of Discrimination against Women;30

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•	 Promote changes that ensure that women enjoy equal opportunities in 
law and in practice to claim their rights through national legal systems, 
including through educating them on these rights as well as ensuring 
availability of measures such as free or affordable legal aid, legal rep-
resentation and court appeals procedures, and support existing pro-
grammes of non‑governmental organizations and other agencies.

C.	 Policies, mechanisms and machineries

Actions to be taken by Governments
•	 Ratify and accede to and ensure implementation of the Convention on 

the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women31 so 
that universal ratification of the Convention can be achieved by the 
year 2000;

•	 Limit the extent of any reservations to the Convention on the Elimina-
tion of All Forms of Discrimination against Women; formulate any 
such reservations as precisely and as narrowly as possible; ensure that 
no reservations are incompatible with the object and purpose of the 
Convention or otherwise incompatible with international treaty law 
and regularly review those reservations with a view to withdrawing

•	 Mainstream a gender perspective into all economic and social policies 
in order to promote the human rights of women and girls, including 
their right to development;

•	 Adopt measures to ensure by appropriate means that women enjoy 
equal opportunities to participate in decision‑making processes, 
including parliamentary and other elected assemblies.

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Actions to be taken by States parties to human rights instruments
•	 Promote gender balance in the nomination and election of indepen

dent experts to treaty bodies having expertise and sensitivity in regard 
to gender issues in the field of human rights, giving due consideration 
to equitable geographical distribution and different legal systems;

•	 Take note of the report of the United Nations Secretariat to the Com-
mittee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women on reser-
vations to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrim-
ination against Women32 and encourage similar studies by other treaty 
bodies, as well as by the Sixth Committee of the General Assembly, 
especially with respect to their effect on women’s and girls’ enjoyment

activities within their respective mandates and continue to prepare the 
joint annual work plan;

•	 The Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human 
Rights and the Division for the Advancement of Women should con-
tinue to prepare the joint annual work plan and strengthen coopera-
tion and coordination in human rights activities, in particular:

	 (a)	 By collaborating in the writing of reports for the Commission on 
the Status of Women and the Commission on Human Rights, the 
first initiative of this type33 being welcomed;

•	 Promote further the enjoyment by children, particularly the girl child, 
of their human rights, by the elaboration of an optional protocol to the 
Convention on the Rights of the Child on measures for the prevention 
and eradication of the sale of children, child prostitution and pornog-
raphy;

•	 Organize community‑based actions, including the setting up of local 
committees to create awareness of, and monitor conformity with, the 
Convention on the Rights of the Child and the Convention on the 
Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, with a 
special focus on the situation of adolescent girls and young mothers;

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•	 Conduct awareness‑raising campaigns designed to mobilize commu-
nities, including community leaders, religious organizations, parents 
and other family members, especially male family members, with 
regard to the rights of the child, giving special emphasis to the girl 
child, and monitor changes in attitudes;

•	 Conduct awareness‑raising campaigns and gender training targeted at 
law enforcement and justice system officials with regard to the rights of 
children, giving special attention to the girl child;

•	 Eliminate traditional and customary practices that constitute son‑ 
preference through awareness‑raising campaigns and gender train-
ing;

•	 Recognize and promote the contribution of girls and boys to develop-
ment;

•	 Promote non‑discriminatory treatment of girls and boys in the family 
and, in this regard, adopt measures to ensure equal access by girls and 
boys to food, education and health.

Actions to be taken by States parties to the Convention on the Rights of 
the Child and the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimi‑

•	 Include comprehensive information and sex-  and age‑disaggregated 
data on children in their reports to the Committee on the Rights of 
the Child and the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination 
against Women, and invite the treaty monitoring bodies to pay special 
attention to the rights of the girl child while assessing those reports;

•	 Ensure that any reservations to the Convention on the Elimination of 
All Forms of Discrimination against Women and the Convention on 
the Rights of the Child are formulated as precisely and as narrowly as 
possible and that they are not incompatible with the object and purpose 
of those conventions, and review the reservations to the Convention on 
the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and 
the Convention on the Rights of the Child with a view to withdrawing 
them.

B.	 Education and empowerment of the girl child

Actions to be taken by Governments, educational institutions and the 
United Nations system, as appropriate

•	 Consider making primary education compulsory;
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•	 Ensure universal enrolment and retention of girls in school and ensure 
the continued education of pregnant adolescents and young mothers 
in order to guarantee basic education to the girl child;

•	 Encourage all levels of society, including parents, Governments and 
non‑governmental organizations, to support the implementation of 
educational policies to enhance gender awareness in the community;

•	 Provide gender‑sensitive training for school administrators, parents 
and all members of the school community, such as local administra-
tors, staff, teachers, school boards and students;

•	 Review teaching materials, including textbooks, to promote the self-
esteem of women and girls through positive self‑images and revise 
these materials, highlighting women’s effective role in society, includ-
ing in decision‑making, development, culture, history, sports and 
other social, political and economic endeavours;

•	 Develop programmes of sensitization on the gender perspective for 
staff of government offices working on educational issues concerning 
indigenous and rural girls, and develop educational materials adapted 
to their situation;

•	 Identify the special needs of girls in difficult circumstances, including 
girls from migrant families, refugee and displaced girls, girls from eth-
nic minorities, indigenous girls, orphaned girls, girls with disabilities 
and other girls with special needs, and provide the resources necessary 
to address their needs;

•	 Involve girls, including girls with special needs, and their representa-
tive organizations in the decision‑making process and include them as 
full and active partners in identifying their own needs and in design-
ing, planning, implementing and assessing policies and programmes 
to meet those needs;

•	 Provide training opportunities for girls to develop their skills in leader
ship, advocacy and conflict resolution;

•	 Make visible girls’ and boys’ unpaid work in the household by conduct-
ing research and documenting gender differences, particularly in rural 
communities, note the implications of household work for girls’ equal 
access to basic and further education and career development and take 
measures to redress imbalances and eliminate discrimination.

C.	 Health needs of girls

Actions to be taken by Governments, civil society and the United Nations 
system, as appropriate

•	 Protect the girl child from all forms of sexual exploitation and sexual 
abuse by taking appropriate measures, including, for example, design-
ing and implementing legislation;
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•	 Encourage parents, coalitions of concerned organizations and individ-
uals, especially political leaders, popular and community figures and 
the media, to advocate for children’s health, including adolescent girls’ 
reproductive and sexual health;

•	 Eradicate all customary or traditional practices, particularly female 
genital mutilation, that are harmful to or discriminate against women 
and girls and that are violations of women’s human rights and obstacles 
to the full enjoyment by women of their human rights and fundamen-
tal freedoms, through the design and implementation of awareness‑
raising programmes, education and training, as well as programmes 
to help the victims of such practices to overcome their trauma;

•	 Develop and implement national legislation and policies prohibit-
ing customary or traditional practices that are violations of women’s 
human rights and obstacles to the full enjoyment by women of their 
human rights and fundamental freedoms and prosecute the perpetra-
tors of practices that are harmful to the health of women and girls;

•	 Make widely available information and counselling to adolescent girls 
and boys, especially on human relationships, reproductive and sexual 
health, sexually transmitted diseases and adolescent pregnancy, that 
are confidential and easily accessible and emphasize the equal respon-
sibility of girls and boys;

•	 Improve the health care for adolescent girls by health personnel and 
provide the latter with appropriate training, and encourage health-
care personnel to work with girls to understand their special needs;

•	 Recognize and protect from discrimination pregnant adolescents and 
young mothers and support their continued access to information, 
health care, nutrition, education and training;

•	 Support the activities of non‑governmental organizations in the area of 
reproductive health and health orientation centres for girls;

•	 Enact laws concerning the minimum age for marriage and raise the 
minimum age for marriage when necessary in order to ensure respect 
for the rights of the child, as stipulated in the Convention on the Rights 
of the Child.39

D.	 Girls in armed conflict

Actions to be taken by the United Nations and Governments
•	 Incorporate information on the rights of the child in the mandates and 

operational guidelines of peacekeeping forces, the military and human-
itarian workers and provide them with gender‑sensitive training;

tion in armed conflicts, recruitment, rape and sexual exploitation, in 
particular through the adoption of an optional protocol to the Con-
vention on the Rights of the Child,40 as recommended by the General 
Assembly;

•	 Take measures to address the special needs of girls for protection and 
for gender‑appropriate support and counselling centres in refugee 
camps, and in resettlement and reintegration efforts;

•	 Create and respect zones of peace for children in armed conflict.

E.	 Trafficking, including for purposes of prostitution and other 
forms of sexual exploitation

Actions to be taken by Governments, international organizations and 
civil society

•	 Collect information and raise public awareness on the issue of traffick-
ing, physical and psychological abuse, and sexual exploitation of girls 
in order to better design and improve preventive programmes;

•	 Consider implementing the recommendations of the Declaration and 
Agenda for Action of the World Congress against Commercial Sexual 
Exploitation of Children,41 held in Stockholm in 1996;

•	 Establish recovery programmes for children who have been abused or 
sexually exploited, with specially trained personnel to provide a safe 
and supportive environment.

Actions to be taken by Governments
•	 Enact and enforce laws that prohibit sexual exploitation, including 

prostitution, incest, abuse and trafficking of children, paying special 
attention to girls;

•	 Prosecute and punish persons and organizations engaged in and/or 
promoting the sex industry, sexual exploitation, acts of paedophilia, 
trafficking in organs, child pornography and sex tourism involv-
ing minors, and condemn and penalize all those offenders involved, 
whether local or foreign, while ensuring that children who are victims 
of those practices are not penalized;

•	 Design mechanisms and strengthen international cooperation to bet-
ter protect girls and bring to justice the perpetrators of such crimes;

•	 Adopt measures that ensure that judicial and legal processes are sensi-
tive to the specific needs of abused girls to prevent further traumatiza-
tion or victimization.

F.	 Labour and the girl child

Actions to be taken by Governments, international organizations and 
the private sector

•	 Consider ratifying and implementing international agreements that 
are designed to protect children, including conventions of the Inter-
national Labour Organization, and bring national legislation into con-
formity with those agreements in order to protect the girl child;

•	 Ensure that girls who work have access to education and vocational 
training, health, food, shelter and recreation on equal and favourable

Women and health

The Commission on the Status of Women
1.  Reaffirms the Beijing Platform for Action, adopted by the Fourth 

World Conference on Women,45 notably chapter IV.C on women and health, 
the Programme of Action of the International Conference on Population 
and Development46 and the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of 
Discrimination against Women;47

2.  Recalls the Constitution of the World Health Organization, which 
states that health is a state of complete physical, mental and social well‑being 
and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity; that the enjoyment of the 
highest attainable standard of health is one of the fundamental rights of 
every human being without distinction of race, religion, political belief, eco-
nomic or social condition; and that the health of all peoples is fundamental 
to the attainment of peace and security and is dependent upon the fullest 
cooperation of individuals and States;

3.  Requests States parties to the Convention on the Elimination of 
All Forms of Discrimination against Women to consider, when prepar-
ing their initial and periodic reports under the Convention, including on 
article 12, general recommendations of the Committee on the Elimination 
of Discrimination against Women;

4.  Acknowledges that the realization by women of their right to the 
enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health 
is an integral part of the full realization by them of all human rights, and 
that the human rights of women and of the girl child are an inalienable, 
integral and indivisible part of universal human rights;

5.  Acknowledges the link between women’s physical and mental health 
throughout the life cycle and the level of national development, including 
the availability of basic social services such as health services, women’s sta-
tus and degree of empowerment in society, employment and work, poverty, 
illiteracy, ageing, race and ethnicity, and violence in all its forms, in particu-
lar harmful attitudes and traditional or customary practices affecting the 
health of women, as well as the importance of investing in women’s health 
for the well‑being of women themselves and for the development of society 
as a whole;

	 (d)	 Support the development and widespread use of male contracep-
tive methods;

flict and displacement;

The Commission on the Status of Women
1.  Reaffirms the Beijing Platform for Action, adopted by the Fourth 

World Conference on Women,50 notably chapter IV.H on institutional mech-
anisms for the advancement of women, the Convention on the Elimination 
of All Forms of Discrimination against Women51 and Economic and Social

involvement of women and men is essential;

3.  Further recognizes that gender mainstreaming is a tool for effective 
policymaking at all levels and not a substitute for targeted, women‑specific 
policies and programmes, equality legislation, national machineries for the 
advancement of women and the establishment of gender focal points;

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4.  Acknowledges that national machineries are necessary for the 
implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action; and that for national 
machineries to be effective, clear mandates, location at the highest possible 
level, accountability mechanisms, partnership with civil society, a transpar-
ent political process, adequate financial and human resources and contin-
ued strong political commitment are crucial;

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Agreed conclusions 2001/5A 
Women, the girl child and human 
immunodeficiency virus/acquired 
immunodeficiency syndrome

1.  Women play a vital role in the social and economic develop-
ment of their countries. It is a profound concern that by the end of 2000, 
36.1  million  people were living with HIV/AIDS, and of those infected, 
95  per cent  were living in developing countries, and 16.4 million were 
women. The proportion of women infected with HIV is increasing and in 
sub‑Saharan Africa women constitute 55 per cent of all adult HIV‑infected, 
while teenage girls are infected at a rate of five to six times greater than their 
male counterparts.

2.  Full enjoyment by women and girls of all human rights, civil, cul-
tural, economic, political and social, including the right to development—
which are universal, indivisible, interdependent and interrelated—is of cru-
cial importance in preventing further spread of HIV/AIDS. The majority of 
women and girls do not fully enjoy their rights, in particular to education, 
the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health and social 
security, especially in developing countries. These inequalities begin early 
in life and render women and girls more vulnerable in the area of sexual 
and reproductive health, thus increasing their risk and vulnerability to HIV 
infection and their disproportionate suffering from the consequences of the 
HIV/AIDS epidemic.

3.  Poverty, negative and harmful traditional and customary practices 
that subordinate women in the household, community and society render 
women especially vulnerable to HIV/sexually transmitted infections. Mil-
lions of women and girls lack access and/or have insufficient access to health 
care, medication and social support in general, including in the case of sex-
ually transmitted infections/HIV/AIDS.

4.  The Commission on the Status of Women has taken into account 
the recommendations on women, the girl child and HIV/AIDS as con-
tained in the following documents: the Beijing Platform for Action,53 the 
Programme of Action of the International Conference on Population and 
Development,54 the Copenhagen Programme of Action,55 the outcome doc-

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uments of the twenty‑first, twenty‑third and twenty‑fourth special sessions 
of the General Assembly,56 the United Nations Millennium Declaration,57 
the agreed conclusions of the Commission on the Status of Women on 
women and health,58 and Commission resolution 44/2.59

5.  The Commission recalls the internationally agreed targets as con-
tained in the documents referred to in paragraph 4 above, and suggests that 
the outcome document of the special session of the General Assembly on 
HIV/AIDS should fully integrate a gender perspective, including in any new 
targets, and focus on actions needed to achieve existing targets.

6.  The Commission welcomes the Abuja Declaration on HIV/AIDS, 
Tuberculosis and other Related Infectious Diseases, in particular its gen-
der dimension, adopted by the Organization of African Unity at its Special 
Summit on HIV/AIDS, held at Abuja, Nigeria, in April 2001.

7.  The Commission notes with appreciation the efforts of the Joint 
United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS and its co‑sponsors, bilat-
eral and multilateral donors, governmental, intergovernmental and non‑
governmental organizations in their efforts to empower women through 
capacity development programmes, as well as programmes that provide 
women with access to development resources and strengthen their networks 
that offer care and support to women affected by HIV/AIDS.

8.  The highest level of political commitment to the empowerment and 
advancement of women and to the prevention, research, care and treatment 
of sexually transmitted infections, especially HIV/AIDS, must be secured.

9.  It is important to fully integrate a gender perspective in the pre-
paratory process and in the outcome document of the special session of the 
General Assembly on HIV/AIDS, including, inter alia, the full integration 
of a gender perspective in any new targets and in actions needed to achieve 
internationally agreed targets that relate to women, the girl child and HIV/
AIDS as contained in the documents referred to in paragraph 4 above.

10.  In order to accelerate the implementation of the strategic objec-
tives of the conferences and documents mentioned in paragraph 4 above, 
especially of those objectives related to women, the girl child and HIV/
AIDS, the Commission recommends that the following actions be taken:

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Actions to be taken by Governments, the United Nations system and civil 
society, as appropriate

1.	 Empowerment of women

	 (a)	 The rapid progression of the HIV/AIDS pandemic, particularly in 
the developing world, has had a devastating impact on women. The 
unequal power relationships between women and men, in which 
women often do not have the power to insist on safe and respon-
sible sex practices, and lack of communication and understand-
ing between women and men on women’s health needs, inter alia, 
endanger women’s health, particularly by increasing their suscep-
tibility to sexually transmitted infections, including HIV/AIDS;

	 (b)	 Responsible behaviour and gender equality are among the impor-
tant prerequisites for its prevention;

	 (c)	 Ensure that the sexual health and reproductive rights of women 
of all ages as defined in paragraphs 94, 95 and 96 of the Beijing 
Platform for Action are seen as an essential part in efforts to pro-
mote women’s empowerment, bearing in mind that women and 
girls are disproportionately affected by HIV/AIDS, and, in this 
context, further promote the advancement and empowerment of 
women and women’s full enjoyment of all human rights, includ-
ing the right to development and their right to have control over 
and decide freely and responsibly on matters related to their sexu-
ality, in order to protect themselves from high risk and irrespon-
sible behaviour leading to sexually transmitted infections, includ-
ing HIV/AIDS, and access to health information and education, 
health care and health services, which are critical to increasing 
the ability of women and young girls to protect themselves from 
HIV infection;

	 (d)	 Focus national and international policies towards the eradication 
of poverty in order to empower women to better protect them-
selves from the spread of the pandemic and to deal more effec-
tively with the adverse effects of HIV/AIDS;

	 (e)	 Alleviate the social and economic impact of HIV/AIDS on women 
who in their roles as food suppliers and traditional caregivers are 
primarily affected by the negative consequences of the pandemic, 
such as a reduced labour force and a breakdown of social service 
systems;

	 (f)	 Reaffirm the equal rights of women and the girl child infected and 
affected by sexually transmitted infections/HIV/AIDS to have 
access to health, education and social services and to be protected 
from all forms of discrimination, stigma, abuse and neglect;
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	 (g)	 Also reaffirm the human rights of girls and women to equal access 
to education, skill training and employment opportunities as a 
means to reduce their vulnerability to sexually transmitted dis-
eases/HIV;

	 (h)	 Urge Governments to take all necessary measures to empower 
women and strengthen women’s economic independence and 
protect and promote full enjoyment of all human rights and fun-
damental freedoms in order to allow women and girls to better 
protect themselves from sexually transmitted infections/HIV;

	 (i)	 Address and reduce the increased HIV/AIDS risks, vulnerabilities 
and impact on women and girls, including in conflict situations, 
through gender‑sensitive economic, legal and social services and 
programmes, including integration of HIV/AIDS prevention and 
care services into minimum essential health‑care packages;

	 (j)	 Strengthen concrete measures to eliminate all forms of violence 
against women and girls, including harmful traditional and 
customary practices, abuse and rape, battering and trafficking 
in women and girls, which aggravate the conditions fostering 
the spread of HIV/AIDS, through, inter alia, the enactment and 
enforcement of laws, as well as public campaigns to combat vio-
lence against women and girls;

	 (k)	 Take steps to create an environment that promotes all human 
rights, compassion and support for people infected/affected by 
HIV/AIDS, including through introducing and/or reviewing leg-
islation with a view to striving to remove discriminatory provi-
sions, and provide the legal framework that will protect the rights 
of people living with HIV/AIDS, particularly of women and girls, 
and enable those who are vulnerable to have access to appropriate 
voluntary and confidential counselling services, and encourage 
efforts to reduce discrimination and stigmatization;

	 (l)	 Further develop and fully integrate a gender perspective into 
national, regional and international HIV/AIDS programmes and 
strategies, taking into account, inter alia, sex- and age-disaggre-
gated data and statistics, with a particular focus on gender equal-
ity;

	 (m)	 Take measures to promote and implement women’s equal access 
to and control over economic resources, including land, property 
rights and the right to inheritance, regardless of their marital sta-
tus, in order to reduce the vulnerability of women in the context 
of the HIV/AIDS epidemic;

	 (n)	 Provide women and girls, including those in marginalized groups, 
with equal access to quality education, literacy programmes, 
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health care and health services, social services, skills training and 
employment opportunities, support capacity‑building and the 
strengthening of women’s networks and protect them from all 
forms of discrimination, including racial discrimination, stigma, 
abuse and neglect, in order to reduce their risk and vulnerabil-
ity to HIV/AIDS and alleviate the impact on those infected and 
affected by HIV/AIDS.

2.	 Prevention
	 (a)	 Governments, relevant United Nations agencies, funds and pro-

grammes and intergovernmental and non‑governmental organi-
zations, individually and collectively, should make efforts to place 
combating HIV/AIDS as a priority on the development agenda 
and to implement multisectoral and decentralized effective pre-
ventive strategies and programmes, especially for the most vul-
nerable populations, including women, young girls and infants, 
also taking into account the prevention of mother‑to‑child trans-
mission;

	 (b)	 Governments, with the assistance of relevant United Nations 
agencies, funds and programmes, must adopt a long‑term, timely, 
coherent and integrated AIDS prevention policy, with public 
information, life skills–based education programmes specifically 
tailored to the needs of women and girls adapted to their social  
and cultural context and sensitivities and the specific needs in 
their life cycle;

	 (c)	 Intensify efforts to determine the best policies and programmes 
to prevent women and young girls from becoming infected with 
HIV/AIDS, taking into account that women, in particular young 
girls, are socially, physiologically and biologically more vulner-
able than men to sexually transmitted infections;

	 (d)	 Take measures to integrate, inter alia, a family‑based approach in 
programmes aiming at providing prevention, care and support 
to women and girls infected and affected by HIV/AIDS, and take 
measures to integrate a community‑based approach in policies 
and programmes aimed at providing prevention, care and sup-
port to women and girls infected and affected by HIV/AIDS;

	 (e)	 Ensure equal and non‑discriminatory access to accurate, com-
prehensive information, to prevention education on reproduc-
tive health, and to voluntary testing and counselling services and 
technologies within a cultural and gender‑sensitive framework 
and with particular emphasis on adolescents and young adults;

	 (f)	 Request the Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS and 
its co-sponsors to continue in their efforts aimed at providing com-
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plete and accurate sexual and reproductive health education for 
young people, within a cultural and gender‑sensitive framework, 
while, inter alia, encouraging them to delay sexual initiation, and/ 
or to use condoms, and, in this context, urge that greater attention 
be given to the education of men and boys about their roles and 
their responsibilities in preventing the transmission of sexually 
transmitted diseases, including HIV/AIDS, to their partners;

	 (g)	 Promote gender equality in relationships, and provide informa-
tion and resources to promote informed, responsible and safe sex-
ual behaviour and practices, mutual respect and gender equality 
in sexual relationships;

	 (h)	 Encourage all forms of media to promote non‑discriminatory and 
gender‑sensitive images and a culture of non‑violence and respect 
for all human rights, particularly women’s rights, in addressing 
HIV/AIDS;

	 (i)	 Encourage active involvement of men and boys through, inter 
alia, youth‑led and youth‑specific HIV education projects and 
peer‑based programmes, in challenging gender stereotypes and 
attitudes as well as gender inequalities in relation to HIV and 
AIDS, as well as their full participation in prevention, impact 
alleviation and care, and design and implement programmes to 
encourage and enable men to adopt safe and responsible sexual 
and reproductive behaviour and to use effectively methods to pre-
vent unwanted pregnancies and sexually transmitted infections, 
including HIV/AIDS;

	 (j)	 Intensify, especially in the most affected countries, education, 
services, community‑based mobilization and information strate-
gies to protect women of all ages from HIV and other sexually 
transmitted infections, including through the development of 
safe, affordable, effective and easily accessible female‑controlled 
methods, including such methods as microbicides and female 
condoms that protect against sexually transmitted infections and 
HIV/AIDS, as well as voluntary and confidential HIV testing and 
counselling and the promotion of sexually responsible behaviour, 
including abstinence and condom use;

	 (k)	 Strengthen sustainable, efficient and accessible primary health
care systems that serve to support prevention efforts;

	 (l)	 Special attention should be given to the prevention of HIV, par-
ticularly with regard to mother‑to‑child transmission and for 
victims of rape—on the basis of informed consent and voluntary 
and confidential testing, counselling and treatment—including 
through ensuring access to care and improving the quality and 
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availability of affordable drugs and diagnostics, especially anti
retroviral therapies, and by building on existing efforts, with spe-
cial attention to the issue of breastfeeding;

	 (m)	 Strive to ensure that schools at all levels, other educational insti-
tutions and non‑formal systems of education play a leading role 
in preventing HIV infection, preventing and combating stigma-
tization and discrimination through the provision of an environ-

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women who may also be primary caregivers for people living with 
HIV/AIDS, all of whom are particularly vulnerable to both eco-
nomic and sexual exploitation; provide them with the necessary 
economic and psychosocial support; and encourage their eco-
nomic independence through income‑generating programmes 
and other methods;

	 (e)	 Provide support for the implementation of special programmes for 
the growing problems of children orphaned by AIDS, especially 
girls, who may easily become victims of sexual exploitation.

4.	 Enabling environment for regional and international cooperation
	 (a)	 Call upon the international community, relevant agencies, funds 

and programmes of the United Nations system and intergovern-
mental and non‑governmental organizations to intensify their 
support of national efforts against HIV/AIDS, particularly in 
favour of women and young girls, including efforts to provide 
affordable antiretroviral drugs, diagnostics and drugs to treat 
tuberculosis and other opportunistic infections; strengthening 
health systems, including reliable distribution and delivery sys-
tems; implementing a strong generic drug policy; bulk purchas-
ing; negotiating with pharmaceutical companies to reduce prices; 
appropriate financing systems; and encouraging local manufac-
turing and import practices consistent with national laws and 
international agreements, particularly in the worst-hit regions in 
Africa and where the epidemic is severely setting back national 
development gains;

	 (b)	 Take action to eradicate poverty, which is a major contributory 
factor for the spread of HIV infection and worsens the impact of 
the epidemic, particularly for women and girls, as well as deplet-
ing resources and incomes of families and endangering the sur-
vival of present and future generations;

	 (c)	 Identify and implement development‑oriented and durable solu-
tions that integrate a gender perspective to external debt and 
debt‑servicing problems of developing countries, including least 
developed countries, inter alia, through debt relief, including the 
option of debt cancellation for official development assistance in 
order to help them to finance programmes and projects targeted 
at development, including the advancement of women, inter alia, 
through facilitating the delivery of health care and health serv-
ices and the provision of preventive programmes on HIV/AIDS, 
especially targeting women and girls; in this regard, welcome the 
Cologne initiative for the reduction of debt, particularly the speedy 
implementation of the enhanced heavily indebted poor countries 
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initiatives; and encourage Governments to ensure the provision of 
adequate funds for its implementation and implement the provi-
sion that funds saved should be used to support anti‑poverty pro-
grammes that are gender sensitive and that address prevention, 
care and support of women and girls infected and affected;

	 (d)	 Ensure international, regional and South‑South cooperation, 
including development assistance and additional adequate 
resources to implement gender‑sensitive policies and programmes 
aimed at halting the spread of the epidemic in providing afford-
able quality treatment and care of all people, especially women 
and girls living with HIV/AIDS;

	 (e)	 Encourage the Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS 
and its co‑sponsors, bilateral and multilateral donors and inter-
governmental and non‑governmental organizations to intensify 
their support to empower women and prevent HIV infection and 
to give urgent and priority attention to the situation of women and 
girls, especially in Africa, in particular through the International 
Partnership against AIDS in Africa;

	 (f)	 Increase investment in research on the development of HIV vac-
cines, microbicides and other female-controlled methods, simpler 
and less expensive diagnostic tests, single‑dose treatments for sex-
ually transmitted infections and quality low‑cost drug combina-
tions, including for opportunistic infections and sexually trans-
mitted infections, as well as alternative medicine for HIV/AIDS, 
focusing on the needs of women and girls;

	 (g)	 Support and assist research and development centres, in particu-
lar at the national level, in the worst‑hit regions with a gender-
specific focus, in the field of vaccines and treatment for HIV/
AIDS, as well as support the efforts by Governments in building 
and/or strengthening their national capacities in this area;

	 (h)	 Develop and implement as well as strengthen already existing 
training programmes for law enforcement officers, prison officers, 
medical officers and judicial personnel, as well as United Nations 
personnel, including peacekeeping staff, to be more sensitive and 
responsive to the needs of threatened and abused women and chil-
dren infected with HIV/AIDS, including intravenous drug users, 
female inmates and orphans;

	 (i)	 Ensure that the needs of girls and women in relation to HIV/AIDS 
in all situations of conflict, post‑conflict and peacekeeping and in 
the immediate and reconstructive responses to emergencies and 
natural disasters are addressed;

	 (j)	 Provide gender‑sensitive prevention and treatment services for

	 (k)	 Provide technical and financial support to networks of people

AIDS programmes, particularly women’s groups, in order to 
strengthen their efforts;

	 (l)	 Adopt a balanced approach to prevention and comprehensive care, 
including treatment and support, for women and girls affected by 
HIV/AIDS, taking into account the role played by poverty, poor 
nutritional conditions and underdevelopment, which increases

Agreed conclusions 2001/5B 
Gender and all forms of discrimination, 
in particular racism, racial discrimination, 
xenophobia and related intolerance

1.  The Charter of the United Nations, the Universal Declaration of 
Human Rights,60 the International Convention on the Elimination of All 
Forms of Racial Discrimination,61 the Convention on the Elimination of All 
Forms of Discrimination against Women62 and other international instru-
ments reaffirm the principles of equality and non‑discrimination.

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2.  The consistent efforts of the international community in promot-
ing gender equality through the convening of world conferences on women 
are recalled. It should also be recalled that the Vienna Declaration and Pro-
gramme of Action adopted by the World Conference on Human Rights,63 the 
Beijing Declaration64 and Platform for Action adopted at the Fourth World 
Conference on Women and the outcome documents of the special session of 
the General Assembly entitled “Women 2000: gender equality, development 
and peace for the twenty‑first century” emphasize that all human rights of 
women and of the girl child are an inalienable, integral and indivisible part 
of universal human rights. The Platform for Action reaffirms that all human 
rights—civil, cultural, economic, political and social, including the right to 
development—are universal, indivisible, interdependent and interrelated.

3.  The Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action indicate that 
many women face additional barriers to the enjoyment of their human rights 
because of such factors as their race, language, ethnicity, culture, religion, 
disability or socio‑economic class or because they are indigenous people, 
migrants, including women migrant workers, displaced women or refugees. 
Also, the outcome documents of the special session indicate that in situ-
ations of armed conflict and foreign occupation, human rights of women 
have been extensively violated. Among the further actions and initiatives to 
implement the platform adopted by the special session were several directed 
at the elimination of racially motivated violence against women and girls.

4.  The efforts of the international community in combating racism, 
racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance are recalled.

5.  There has been growing recognition that various types of discrim-
ination do not always affect women and men in the same way. Moreover, 
gender discrimination may be intensified and facilitated by all other forms 
of discrimination. It has been increasingly recognized that without gender 
analysis of all forms of discrimination, including multiple forms of discrim-
ination and, in particular, in this context, racial discrimination, xenopho-
bia and related intolerance, violations of the human rights of women might 
escape detection and remedies to address racism may also fail to meet the 
needs of women and girls. It is also important that efforts to address gender 
discrimination incorporate approaches to the elimination of all forms of 
discrimination, including racial discrimination.

6.  By its resolution 52/111, the General Assembly decided to convene 
a World Conference against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia 
and Related Intolerance, to be held in Durban from 31 August to 7 Sep-
tember 2001. In its resolution 53/132, the Assembly proclaimed 2001 as the

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International Year of Mobilization against Racism, Racial Discrimination, 
Xenophobia and Related Intolerance. It is therefore timely that the gender 
dimensions of racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intol-
erance are addressed by the Commission on the Status of Women.

7.  The increasing gravity of different manifestations of racism, racial 
discrimination and xenophobia in various parts of the world requires a more 
integrated and effective approach on the part of relevant mechanisms of the 
United Nations human rights machinery. These trends affect the imple-
mentation of the outcome documents of the special session of the General 
Assembly entitled “Women 2000: gender equality, development and peace 
for the twenty‑first century” and of the relevant international instruments 
against discrimination.

8.  The Commission recommends that the following actions be taken:
Actions to be taken by Governments, the United Nations and civil society, 
as appropriate

1.	 An integrated, holistic approach to address multiple forms of discrimi-
nation against women and girls, in particular racism, racial discrimina-
tion, xenophobia and related intolerance

	 (a)	 Examine the intersection of multiple forms of discrimination, 
including their root causes, from a gender perspective with 
special emphasis on gender‑based racial discrimination in order 
to develop and implement strategies, policies and programmes 
aimed at the elimination of all forms of discrimination against 
women and to increase the role that women play in the design, 
implementation and monitoring of gender‑sensitive anti‑racist 
policies;

	 (b)	 Establish and strengthen effective partnerships with and pro-
vide support, as appropriate, to all relevant actors of civil society, 
including non-governmental organizations working to promote 
gender equality and advancement of women, in particular women 
subject to multiple discrimination, in order to promote an inte-
grated and holistic approach to the elimination of all forms of dis-
crimination against women and girls;

	 (c)	 Acknowledge the need to address the issues of racism, racial dis-
crimination, xenophobia and related intolerance as and where 
they affect young women and men, boys and girls and recognize 
the role they play in the fight against racism, racial discrimination, 
xenophobia and related intolerance, including particular forms of 
racism experienced by young women and girls, and support the 
fundamental role played by youth non-governmental organiza-
tions in educating young people and children to build a society 
based on respect and solidarity;
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	 (d)	 Promote respect for and value of the full diversity of women’s and 
girls’ situations and conditions, recognizing that some women 
face particular barriers to their empowerment; ensure that the 
goals of achieving gender equality and advancement of women, 
including marginalized women, are reflected in all strategies, 
policies and programmes aimed at the elimination of all forms of 
discrimination against women and girls; and mainstream a gen-
der perspective into the preparation and implementation of poli-
cies integrating multiculturalism, ensuring the full enjoyment of 
all human rights and fundamental freedoms by all women and 
girls and reaffirming that human rights—civil, cultural, economi-
cal, political and social, including the right to development—are 
universal, indivisible, interdependent and interrelated;

	 (e)	 Promote recognition that the empowerment of women is an 
essential component of a proactive strategy to fight racism, racial 
discrimination, xenophobia and other forms of related intoler-
ance and take measures to empower women subject to multiple 
discrimination to exercise their rights fully in all spheres of life 
and to play an active role in the design and implementation of 
policies and measures that affect their lives;

	 (f)	 Take action to raise awareness and promote the eradication of all 
forms of discrimination, including multiple discrimination expe-
rienced by women, through, inter alia, education and mass media 
campaigns;

	 (g)	 The Platform for Action recognized that women face barriers to 
full equality and advancement because of such factors as their race, 
age, language, ethnicity, culture, religion or disability, because 
they are indigenous women or of other status. Many women 
encounter specific obstacles related to their family status, particu-
larly as single parents, and their socio‑economic status, including 
their living conditions in rural, isolated or impoverished areas. 
Additional barriers also exist for refugee women, other displaced 
women, including internally displaced women, and for immigrant 
women and migrant women, including women migrant workers. 
Many women are also particularly affected by environmental dis-
asters, serious and infectious diseases and various forms of vio-
lence against women;

	 (h)	 Acknowledge that racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia and 
related intolerance manifest themselves in a differentiated man-
ner for women, increasing poverty, causing their living conditions 
to deteriorate, generating violence and limiting or denying them 
the full enjoyment and exercise of all their human rights;
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	 (i)	 Ensure the full and equal opportunity for the sustained partici-
pation and representation of indigenous women and girls and 
women and girls, as appropriate, from culturally diverse back-
grounds in all relevant decision‑making processes;

	 (j)	 Ensure that the Commission on the Status of Women takes into 
account in its work the impact of all forms of discrimination, 
including multiple discrimination on women’s advancement;

	 (k)	 Acknowledge the ongoing work of the Committee on the Elimina-
tion of Discrimination against Women and the Committee on the 
Elimination of Racial Discrimination in taking into account the 
impact of multiple forms of discrimination on women’s advance-
ment and the achievement of gender equality.

2.	 Policies, legal measures, mechanisms and machineries

	 (a)	 Establish and/or strengthen, where appropriate, legislation and 
regulations against all forms of racism, racial discrimination, 
xenophobia and related intolerance, including their gender‑based 
manifestations;

	 (b)	 Condemn all forms of racism and racial discrimination, includ-
ing propaganda, activities and organizations based on doctrines 
of superiority of one race or group of persons that attempt to jus-
tify or promote racism or racial discrimination in any form;

	 (c)	 Take concrete measures to promote equality based on the elimi-
nation of gender and racial prejudice in all fields, through, inter 
alia, improving access to education, health care, employment and 
other basic services to promote full enjoyment of economic, social 
and cultural rights for all women and girls;

	 (d)	 Take measures to address, through policies and programmes, rac-
ism and racially motivated violence against women and girls and 
to increase cooperation, policy responses, effective implementa-

ism and terrorism, are incompatible with the dignity and worth of 
the human person and must be combated and eliminated;

	 (c)	 Ensure the full and equal opportunity for sustained participa-
tion and representation of women at all levels and in all areas in 
conflict prevention, management and conflict resolution and in 
post‑conflict peacebuilding.

6.	 World Conference against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia 
and Related Intolerance
The Commission on the Status of Women stresses the importance of

The agreed conclusions adopted for the forty‑sixth session of the Commis-
sion on the Status of Women can be found in the Resolutions and decisions 
adopted by the Economic and Social Council at its substantive session of 2002 
(E/2002/INF/2/Add.2), resolution 2002/5.
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Agreed conclusions 2002/5A 
Eradicating poverty, including through 
the empowerment of women throughout 
their life cycle, in a globalizing world

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women recalls and reiterates the 
strategic objectives and actions of the Beijing Platform for Action66 and the 
outcome document adopted at the twenty‑third special session of the Gen-
eral Assembly entitled “Women 2000: gender equality, development and 
peace for the twenty‑first century”,67 which emphasized the multidimen-
sional nature of poverty and identified gender equality and the empower-
ment of women as critical factors in the eradication of poverty. It also recalls 
the United Nations Millennium Declaration68 and the development goals 
contained therein, as well as the resolve to promote gender equality and the 
empowerment of women as effective ways to combat poverty, hunger and 
disease and to stimulate development that is truly sustainable.

2.  The Commission on the Status of Women recognizes that, while it 
is the primary responsibility of States to attain economic and social devel-
opment and to achieve the development and poverty eradication goals as 
set out in the United Nations Millennium Declaration, the international 
community should support the efforts of the developing countries to eradi-
cate poverty and ensure basic social protection and to promote an enabling 
international environment.

3.  While globalization has brought greater economic opportunities 
and autonomy to some women, many others, owing to the deepening 
inequalities among and within countries, have been marginalized and 
deprived of the benefits of this process. Globalization should be fully 
inclusive and equitable. To that end, there is a strong need for policies and 
measures at the national and international levels, formulated and imple-
mented with the full and effective participation of developing countries and 
countries with economies in transition to help them to respond effectively 
to those challenges and opportunities. Further efforts at the national and 
international levels should be made to eliminate the obstacles facing the 
integration of developing countries in the global economy.

4.  The empowerment of women is the process by which women take 
control over their lives, acquiring the ability to make strategic choices. 
Empowerment is an important strategy to eradicate poverty. Special atten-

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tion must be given to the situation of women and children, who often bear 
the greatest burden of extreme poverty.

5.  The Commission urges Governments and, as appropriate, the rel-
evant funds and programmes, organizations and the specialized agencies 
of the United Nations system, the international financial institutions, civil 
society, including the private sector and non‑governmental organizations 
(NGOs), and other stakeholders to take the following actions to acceler-
ate implementation of these strategic objectives to address the needs of all 
women:
	 (a)	 Ensure that all actions to achieve the poverty eradication goals 

established in the United Nations Millennium Declaration 
include the promotion of gender equality and the empowerment 
of women throughout their life cycle;

	 (b)	 Ensure that, in order to eradicate poverty and promote gender 
equality and democracy and strengthen the rule of law, both 
women and men are involved in decision‑making, political 
agenda‑setting and allocation of resources;

	 (c)	 Ensure that women and men have equal access to full and effec-
tive participation in all processes and that a gender perspective is 
mainstreamed in development, trade and financial institutions;

	 (d)	 Create an enabling environment and design and implement poli-
cies that promote and protect the enjoyment of all human rights—
civil, cultural, economic, political and social rights, including the 
right to development—and fundamental freedoms, as part of the 
efforts to achieve gender equality, development and peace;

	 (e)	 Evaluate the relationship between the empowerment of women 
and poverty eradication in different stages of women’s life cycle 
and analyse the intersection of gender and other factors, reflect 
the implications for policies and programmes and compile and 
widely disseminate good practices and lessons learned;

	 (f)	 Strengthen efforts to mainstream gender perspectives and the 
empowerment of women through the whole policy process, from 
the identification to the formulation, implementation, evaluation 
and follow‑up of macroeconomic policies, as well as economic 
and social policy formulation and implementation and poverty 
eradication policies, programmes, development frameworks and 
strategies;

	 (g)	 Establish or improve gender‑specific analysis of poverty and 
strengthen institutional capacities at all levels, including relevant 
national machineries, in order to undertake gender analysis in 
poverty eradication initiatives by, inter alia, the allocation of suf-
ficient resources;
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	 (h)	 Improve the collection, compilation and dissemination of timely, 
reliable, comparable data disaggregated by sex and age and fur-
ther develop quantitative and qualitative indicators, including 
social indicators, by national and international statistical organi-
zations so as to increase capacity to measure, assess and analyse 
poverty among women and men, including at the household level, 
and make progress in the empowerment of women throughout 
their life cycle;

	 (i)	 Encourage the inclusion of data on women’s equal access to land 
and other property in United Nations reports;

	 (j)	 Identify and take all appropriate measures to address obstacles 
to the empowerment of women and to their full enjoyment of 
all human rights and fundamental freedoms throughout the life 
cycle with a view to eradicating poverty;

	 (k)	 Take the strongest measures to eliminate all forms of discrimina-
tion and violence against women and girls;

	 (l)	 Incorporate a gender perspective into the design, development, 
adoption and execution of all budgetary processes, as well as 
economic and financial policies, in a transparent manner so as 
to ensure, where appropriate, that national budget policies and 
priorities as well as resource allocations support the eradication 
of poverty, the empowerment of women and the achievement of 
gender equality goals, and ensure full participation by women in 
all such processes;

	 (m)	 Review and reform, where appropriate, fiscal policies, particularly 
taxation policies, to ensure equality between women and men in 
this regard;

	 (n)	 Strengthen the provision of and ensure access to adequate, afford-
able and accessible public and social services to meet the needs of 
all women, in particular women living in poverty;

	 (o)	 Design, implement and promote family‑friendly policies and serv-
ices, including affordable, accessible and quality care services for 
children and other dependants, parental and other leave schemes 
and campaigns to sensitize public opinion and other relevant 
actors on equal sharing of employment and family responsibili-
ties between women and men;

	 (p)	 Improve and develop physical and mental health programmes 
and services, including preventive health care, for women, par-
ticularly women living in poverty;

	 (q)	 Strengthen policies and programmes at the national level to pro-
vide equal access to health‑care services for all women and girls, 
particularly for those living in poverty;
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	 (r)	 Create and ensure equal access to all types of permanent and 
sustainable social protection/social security systems at all stages 
throughout women’s life cycle, taking into account the specific 
needs of all women living in poverty;

	 (s)	 Ensure full and equal access at all levels to formal and non‑formal 
education and training for women and girls, including pregnant 
adolescents and adolescent mothers, as key to their empowerment 
by, inter alia, the reallocation of resources, as necessary;

	 (t)	 Take urgent and effective measures in accordance with interna-
tional law with a view to alleviating the negative impact of eco-
nomic sanctions on women and children;

	 (u)	 Enhance market access for developing countries and countries 
with economies in transition, in particular for those sectors 
that provide greater employment opportunities for women, and 
expand access for women entrepreneurs to trade opportunities;

	 (v)	 Undertake socio‑economic policies that promote sustainable 
development and support and ensure poverty eradication pro-
grammes, especially for women, by, inter alia, providing skills 
training, equal access to and control over resources, finance, 
credit, including microcredit, information and technology and 
equal access to markets to benefit women of all ages, in particular 
those living in poverty and marginalized women, including rural 
women, indigenous women and female‑headed households;

	 (w)	 Take measures to develop and implement gender‑sensitive pro-
grammes aimed at stimulating women’s entrepreneurship and 
private initiative and assist women‑owned business in participat-
ing in and benefiting from, inter alia, international trade, techno-
logical innovation and investment;

	 (x)	 Develop strategies to increase employment of women and to 
ensure that women, including women living in poverty, are pro-
tected by law against discriminatory terms and conditions of 
employment and any form of exploitation, that they benefit fully 
from job creation through a balanced representation of women 
and men in all sectors and occupations and that women receive 
equal pay for equal work or work of equal value to diminish dif-
ferentials in incomes between women and men;

	 (y)	 Facilitate the transfer to developing countries and countries with 
economies in transition of appropriate technology, particularly 
new and modern technology, and encourage efforts by the inter-
national community to eliminate restrictions on such transfers as 
an effective means of complementing national efforts for further 
acceleration in achieving the goals of gender equality, develop-
ment and peace;
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	 (z)	 Promote and facilitate the equal access of women and girls, includ-
ing those living in rural areas, to information and communica-
tions technologies, including newly developed technologies, and 
promote women’s and girls’ access to education and training in 
their use, access to, investment and use of these technologies for, 
inter alia, networking, advocacy, exchange of information, busi-
ness, education, media consultation and e‑commerce initiatives;

	 (aa)	 Ensure that national legislative and administrative reform pro
cesses, including those linked to land reform, decentralization and 
reorientation of the economy, promote the rights of women, par-
ticularly those of rural women and women living in poverty, and 
take measures to promote and implement those rights through 
women’s equal access to and control over economic resources, 
including land, property rights, the right to inheritance, credit 
and traditional saving schemes, such as women’s banks and coop-
eratives;

	 (bb)	 Ensure that clean water is available and accessible to all, particu-
larly to women living in poverty;

	 (cc)	 Provide additional international financing and assistance to devel-
oping countries in support of their efforts to empower women and 
eradicate poverty and mainstream gender perspectives in the offi-
cial development assistance process, including specific provisions 
for meeting the needs of women living in poverty in areas such as 
education, training, employment and health, as well as in social 
and economic policies, including macroeconomic policies, with 
a view of achieving sustainable development, and urge developed 
countries that have not done so to make concrete efforts towards 
the target of 0.7 per cent of gross national product (GNP) as offi-
cial development assistance to developing countries and 0.15 to 
0.20 per cent of GNP of developed countries to least developed 
countries, as reconfirmed at the Third United Nations Conference 
on Least Developed Countries, and encourage developing coun-
tries to build on progress achieved in ensuring that official devel- 
opment assistance is used effectively to help to achieve develop-
ment goals and targets;

	 (dd)	 Promote, in the spirit of solidarity, international cooperation, 
including through voluntary contributions, in order to undertake 
actions in the field of poverty eradication, particularly among 
women and girls;

	 (ee)	 Ensure that women, especially poor women in developing coun-
tries, benefit from the pursuit of effective, equitable, development
oriented and durable solutions to the external debt and debt‑
servicing problems of developing countries, including the option 
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of official development assistance debt cancellation, and call for 
continued international cooperation;

	 (ff )	 Forge constructive partnerships among Governments, non-
governmental organizations, the private sector and other stake-
holders to promote gender equality and the empowerment of 
women in poverty eradication efforts and to further support and 
encourage women and men, girls and boys, to form new advocacy 
networks and alliances.

6.  The Commission on the Status of Women welcomes the conven-
ing of the International Conference on Financing for Development, and 
underlines the importance of its objectives in relation to gender equality, 
the empowerment of women and poverty eradication.

7.  The Commission on the Status of Women also welcomes the con-
vening of the Second World Assembly on Ageing, stresses the importance 
of mainstreaming a gender perspective into the preparations, work and 
outcome of the Assembly, including the Political Declaration and Madrid 
International Plan of Action on Ageing, 2002,69 and welcomes the involve-
ment of all women in the work of the Assembly, and the inclusion of women 
in delegations to the Assembly. Recognition should be given to the contribu-
tion of older women and special attention paid to their empowerment and 
well‑being.

8.  The Commission on the Status of Women further welcomes the 
convening of the World Summit on Sustainable Development, stresses the 
importance of mainstreaming a gender perspective and of the involvement 
of women in the preparations, work and outcome of the World Summit, and 
encourages the inclusion of women in delegations to the Summit.

Agreed conclusions 2002/5B 
Environmental management and the 
mitigation of natural disasters

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women recalls that, in the Bei-
jing Declaration and Platform for Action,70 it was recognized that environ-
mental degradation and disasters affect all human lives and often have a 
more direct impact on women and that it was recommended that the role of

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women and the environment be further investigated. The twenty‑third spe-
cial session of the General Assembly identified natural disasters as a current 
challenge affecting the full implementation of the Platform for Action and 
emphasized the need to incorporate a gender perspective in the develop-
ment and implementation of disaster prevention, mitigation and recovery 
strategies. The Commission also recalls the resolve in the United Nations 
Millennium Declaration71 to intensify cooperation to reduce the number 
and effects of natural and man‑made disasters, as well as General Assembly 
resolution 46/182 of 19 December 1991, the annex to which contained the 
guiding principles of humanitarian assistance.

2.  Deeply convinced that economic development, social development 
and environmental protection are interdependent and mutually reinforcing 
components of sustainable development, which is the framework for our 
efforts to achieve a higher quality of life for all people.

3.  The Commission reiterates the strategic objectives and actions 
adopted by the Fourth World Conference on Women, held in Beijing in 
1995,72 and in the outcome document of the twenty‑third special session of 
the General Assembly entitled “Women 2000: gender equality, development 
and peace for the twenty‑first century”, held in New York in 2000.73

4.  The Commission recognizes that women play a vital role in dis-
aster reduction (prevention, mitigation and preparedness), response and 
recovery and in natural resources management, that disaster situations 
aggravate vulnerable conditions and that some women face particular vul-
nerabilities in this context.

5.  The Commission also recognizes that women’s strengths in deal-
ing with disasters and supporting their families and communities should be 
built upon following disasters to rebuild and restore their communities and 
mitigate against future disasters.

6.  The Commission further recognizes the need to enhance women’s 
capacities and institutional mechanisms to respond to disasters in order to 
enhance gender equality and the empowerment of women.

7.  The Commission urges Governments and, as appropriate, also 
urges the relevant funds and programmes, organizations and the special-
ized agencies of the United Nations system, the international financial insti-
tutions, civil society, including the private sector and non-governmental 
organizations, and other stakeholders to take the following actions to accel-
erate implementation of these strategic objectives to address the needs of all 
women:

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	 (a)	 Pursue gender equality and gender‑sensitive environmental man-
agement and disaster reduction, response and recovery as an inte-
gral part of sustainable development;

	 (b)	 Take measures to integrate a gender perspective in the design and 
implementation of, among other things, environmentally sound 
and sustainable resource and disaster management mechanisms 
and establish mechanisms to review such efforts;

	 (g)	 Develop, review and implement, as appropriate, with the involve-
ment and participation of women’s groups, gender‑sensitive laws, 
policies and programmes, including on land‑use and urbaniza-
tion planning, natural resource and environmental management 
and integrated water resources management, to provide opportu-
nities to prevent and mitigate damage;

	 (h)	 Encourage, as appropriate, the development and implementation 
of national building standards that take into account natural haz-
ards so that women, men and their families are not exposed to 
high risk from disasters;

	 (i)	 Include gender analysis and methods of mapping hazards and 
vulnerabilities at the design stage of all relevant development pro-
grammes and projects in order to improve the effectiveness of dis-
aster risk management, involving women and men equally;

	 (j)	 Ensure women’s equal access to information and formal and 
non‑formal education on disaster reduction, including through

	 (m)	 Make women full and equal partners in the development of safer 
communities and in determining national or local priorities for 
disaster reduction and incorporate local and indigenous know

	 (n)	 Support capacity‑building at all levels aimed at disaster reduction, 
based on knowledge about women’s and men’s needs and oppor-
tunities;

	 (o)	 Introduce formal and non‑formal education and training pro-
grammes at all levels, including in the areas of science, technology 
and economics, with an integrated and gender‑sensitive approach 
to environmentally sound and sustainable resource management 
and disaster reduction, response and recovery in order to change 
behaviour and attitudes in rural and urban areas;

	 (p)	 Ensure the implementation of their commitments by all Govern-
ments made in Agenda 2174 and the Beijing Platform for Action75 
and the outcome document of the twenty‑third special session 
of the General Assembly, including those in the areas of finan-
cial and technical assistance and the transfer of environmentally 
sound technologies to the developing countries, and ensure that a 
gender perspective is mainstreamed into all such assistance and 
transfers;

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response and recovery, which actively involve women as well as 
men, and widely disseminate this information to all stakehold-

10.  The Commission on the Status of Women welcomes also the pol-
icy statement of the Inter‑Agency Standing Committee for the integration 
of a gender perspective in humanitarian assistance, of 31 May 1999.

Participation in and access of women 
to the media, and information and 
communication technologies and their 
impact on and use as an instrument for the 
advancement and empowerment of women

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women recalls and reiterates 
the strategic objectives and actions of the Beijing Declaration and Platform 
for Action78 and the outcome document adopted at the twenty‑third special 
session of the General Assembly entitled “Gender equality, development 
and peace in the twenty‑first century”,79 on the potential of the media and of 
information and communications technologies to contribute to the advance-
ment and empowerment of women. It also recalls the United Nations Mil-
lennium Declaration80 and its Development Goals to promote gender equal-
ity and the empowerment of women as effective ways to combat poverty, 
hunger and disease, to stimulate development that is truly sustainable and 
to ensure that the benefits of new technologies, especially information and 
communications technologies, are available to all.

2.  The Commission notes that, globally, there are substantial dif-
ferences in participation in, access to and use of media and information 
and communications technologies, their content and production. Such dif-
ferences have important implications for policy development at national, 
regional and international levels. A focus on the gender dimensions of 
information and communications technologies is essential in order to pre-
vent and combat any adverse impact of the digital revolution on gender 
equality and the perpetuation of existing inequalities and discrimination, 
including the sexual exploitation of women both through the traditional 
media and new technologies. The media and information and communica-
tion technologies also offer tools for enhancing women’s full access to the 
benefits of information and new technologies and can become central tools 
for women’s empowerment and the promotion of gender equality. Efforts 
are therefore necessary to increase women’s access to and participation in 
the media and information and communication technologies, including in 
their decision‑making processes and new opportunities created through 
information and communication technologies.

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3.  The Commission welcomes the convening of the World Summit 
on the Information Society, which is to be held in Geneva in December 2003 
and in Tunis in 2005, and urges all participants to take the following rec-
ommendations into account and to integrate gender perspectives in every 
facet of the Summit. It further encourages the participation of women in 
the Summit, to include significant numbers of gender equality experts and 
women experts in the field of information and communication technology 
as members of national delegations, organizations of civil society and the 
business community.

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Agreed conclusions 2004/11 
The role of men and boys in 
achieving gender equality

The Economic and Social Council
Endorses the following agreed conclusions adopted by the Commission 

on the Status of Women at its forty‑eighth session with respect to the role of 
men and boys in achieving gender equality:

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women recalls and reiterates 
that the Beijing Declaration81 and Platform for Action82 encouraged men 
to participate fully in all actions towards gender equality and urged the 
establishment of the principle of shared power and responsibility between 
women and men at home, in the community, in the workplace and in the 
wider national and international communities. The Commission also recalls 
and reiterates the outcome document83 adopted at the twenty‑third special 
session of the General Assembly entitled “Women 2000: gender equality, 
development and peace in the twenty‑first century”, which emphasized that 
men must take joint responsibility with women for the promotion of gender 
equality.

2.  The Commission recognizes that while men and boys sometimes 
face discriminatory barriers and practices, they can and do make contribu-
tions to gender equality in many capacities, including as individuals and 
as members of families, social groups and communities, in all spheres of 
society.

3.  The Commission recognizes that gender inequalities still exist and 
are reflected in imbalances of power between women and men in all spheres 
of society. The Commission further recognizes that everyone benefits from 
gender equality and that the negative impacts of gender inequality are borne 
by society as a whole and emphasizes, therefore, that men and boys, through 
taking responsibility themselves and working jointly in partnership with 
women and girls, are essential to the achievement of the goals of gender 
equality, development and peace. The Commission recognizes the capacity 
of men and boys to bring about change in attitudes, relationships and access 
to resources and decision‑making, which are critical for the promotion of 
gender equality and the full enjoyment of all human rights by women.

4.  The Commission acknowledges and encourages men and boys 
to continue to take positive initiatives to eliminate gender stereotypes and

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promote gender equality, including combating violence against women, 
through networks, peer programmes, information campaigns and train-
ing programmes. The Commission acknowledges the critical role of 
gender‑sensitive education and training in achieving gender equality.

5.  The Commission also recognizes that the participation of men and 
boys in achieving gender equality must be consistent with the empower-
ment of women and girls, and acknowledges that efforts must be made to 
address the undervaluation of many types of work, abilities and roles asso-
ciated with women. In this regard, it is important that resources for gender 
equality initiatives for men and boys do not compromise equal opportuni-
ties and resources for women and girls.

6.  The Commission urges Governments and, as appropriate, the rel-
evant funds, programmes and organizations and the specialized agencies 
of the United Nations system, the international financial institutions, civil 
society, including the private sector and non‑governmental organizations, 
and other stakeholders to take the following actions:

	 (a)	 Encourage and support the capacity of men and boys to foster 
gender equality, including by acting in partnership with women 
and girls as agents for change and providing positive leadership, 
in particular where men are still key decision makers, responsible 
for policies, programmes and legislation, as well as holders of eco-
nomic and organizational power and public resources;

	 (b)	 Promote understanding of the importance of fathers, mothers, 
legal guardians and other caregivers for the well‑being of children 
and the promotion of gender equality, and the need to develop 
policies, programmes and school curricula that encourage and 
maximize their positive involvement in achieving gender equality 
and positive results for children, families and communities;

	 (c)	 Create and improve training and education programmes to 
enhance awareness and knowledge among men and women of 
their roles as parents, legal guardians and caregivers and the 
importance of sharing family responsibilities, and include fathers

deal with children, in order to foster positive attitudes and behav-
iour with regard to gender equality;

caused by portraying women and girls in a demeaning or exploit-

	 (l)	 Take effective measures, to the extent consistent with freedom of 
expression, to combat the growing sexualization of, and use of 
pornography in, media content and in the rapid development of 
information and communications technology, encourage men in 
the media to refrain from presenting women as inferior beings 
and exploiting them as sexual objects and commodities, combat 
information and communications technology- and media‑based 
violence against women, including criminal misuse of informa-
tion and communications technology for sexual harassment, 
sexual exploitation and trafficking in women and girls, and sup-
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port the development and use of such technology as a resource for 
the empowerment of women and girls, including those affected by 
violence, abuse and other forms of sexual exploitation;

	 (m)	 Adopt and implement legislation and/or policies to close the gap 
between women’s and men’s pay, and promote reconciliation of

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Agreed conclusions 2004/12
Women’s equal participation in conflict 
prevention, management and resolution 
and in post-conflict peacebuilding

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women recalls and reiterates the 
strategic objectives and actions of the Beijing Declaration84 and Platform 
for Action,85 the outcome document of the twenty‑third special session of 
the General Assembly, entitled “Gender equality, development and peace 
for the twenty‑first century”,86 and its agreed conclusions on women and 
armed conflict adopted at its forty‑second session in 1998. It also recalls 
the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against 
Women,87 Security Council resolution 1325 (2000) on women, peace and 
security and all relevant resolutions of the General Assembly, including res-
olution 58/142 of 22 December 2003 on women and political participation.

2.  The Commission calls for the full respect of international human 
rights law and international humanitarian law, including the four Geneva 
Conventions of 1949,88 in particular the Fourth Geneva Convention relative 
to the Protection of Civilian Persons in Time of War.

3.  The Commission calls for the promotion and protection of the full 
enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms by women and 
girls at all times, including during conflict prevention, conflict management 
and conflict resolution and in post‑conflict peacebuilding. It further calls 
for protection and security for women and girls under threat of violence 
and their freedom of movement and participation in social, political and 
economic activities.

4.  The Commission recognizes that the root causes of armed conflict 
are multidimensional in nature and thus require a comprehensive and inte-
grated approach to the prevention of armed conflict.

5.  International cooperation based on the principles of the Char-
ter of the United Nations enhances women’s full and equal participation 
in conflict prevention, conflict management and conflict resolution and in 
post‑conflict peacebuilding and contributes to the promotion of sustainable 
and durable peace.

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6.  To achieve sustainable and durable peace, the full and equal par-
ticipation of women and girls and the integration of gender perspectives 
in all aspects of conflict prevention, management and resolution and in 
post‑conflict peacebuilding is essential. Yet women continue to be under-
represented in the processes, institutions and mechanisms dealing with 
these areas. Further effort is therefore needed to promote gender equality 
and ensure women’s equal participation at all levels of decision‑making in 
all relevant institutions. Further effort, including consideration of adequate 
resourcing, is also needed to build and consolidate the capacity of women 
and women’s groups to participate fully in these processes, as well as to pro-
mote understanding of the essential role of women. In this regard, the inter-
national community should use lessons learned from actual experience to 
identify and overcome barriers to women’s equal participation.

7.  The Commission recognizes that while both men and women suf-
fer from the consequences of armed conflict, there is a differential impact 
on women and girls, who are often subject to, and affected by, particular 
forms of violence and deprivation. The Commission calls for measures to 
prevent gender‑based violence, including sexual violence against women 
and girls, as well as trafficking in human beings, especially trafficking in 
women and girls, arising from armed conflict and in post‑conflict situations 
and to prosecute perpetrators of such crimes.

8.  The Commission encourages the collection and dissemination 
of sex-disaggregated data and information for planning, evaluation and 
analysis in order to promote the mainstreaming of a gender perspective into 
conflict prevention, management and resolution and in post‑conflict peace-
building.

9.  Peace agreements provide a vehicle for the promotion of gender 
equality and the participation of women in post‑conflict situations. Signifi-
cant opportunities for women’s participation arise in the preparatory phase 
leading up to a peace agreement. The content of a peace agreement likewise 
offers significant scope for ensuring that the rights, concerns and priorities 
of women and girls are fully addressed. Finally, once a peace agreement has 
been concluded, its implementation should be pursued with explicit atten-
tion to women’s full and equal participation and the goal of gender equality.

10.  Women’s full and equal participation and the integration of 
gender perspectives are crucial to democratic electoral processes in post‑
conflict situations. A gender‑sensitive constitutional and legal framework, 
especially electoral laws and regulations, is necessary to ensure that women 
can fully participate in such processes. Political parties can play a crucial 
role in promoting women’s equal participation. Steps are also necessary 
to ensure that women participate fully in, and that a gender perspective is 
incorporated throughout, the design and implementation of voter and civic 
education programmes and in election administration and observation.
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11.  Governments in particular, as well as the United Nations system, 
especially those United Nations entities having a mandate with regard to 
peace and security, and other relevant international, regional and national 
actors, including civil society, have a responsibility for advancing gender 
equality and ensuring women’s full and equal participation in all aspects 
of peace processes and in post‑conflict peace‑building, reconstruction, 
rehabilitation and reconciliation, where they are participants in these pro
cesses.

12.  In regard to conflict prevention, the Commission on the Status of 
Women calls on Governments, as well as all other relevant participants in 
these processes:
	 (a)	 To improve the collection, analysis and inclusion of information 

on women and gender issues as part of conflict prevention and 
early warning efforts;

	 (b)	 To ensure better collaboration and coordination between efforts 
to promote gender equality and efforts aimed at conflict preven-
tion;

	 (c)	 To support capacity‑building, especially for civil society, in par-
ticular for women’s organizations, in order to increase commu-
nity commitment to conflict prevention;

	 (d)	 To continue to make resources available nationally and interna-
tionally for the prevention of conflict and ensure women’s par-
ticipation in the elaboration and implementation of strategies for 
preventing conflict.

13.  In regard to peace processes, the Commission on the Status of 
Women calls on Governments, as well as all other relevant participants in 
these processes:
	 (a)	 To promote women’s full, equal and effective participation as 

actors in all peace processes, in particular negotiation, mediation 
and facilitation;

	 (b)	 To ensure that peace agreements address, from a gender perspec-
tive, the full range of security aspects, including legal, political, 
social, economic and physical, and also address the specific needs 
and priorities of women and girls;

	 (c)	 To ensure, in the implementation phase of a peace agreement, that 
all provisions concerning gender equality and the participation of 
women are fully complied with and that all provisions of the peace 
agreement, including those concerning demobilization, disarma-
ment, reintegration and rehabilitation, are implemented in a man-
ner that promotes gender equality and ensures women’s full and 
equal participation;
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	 (d)	 To promote women’s full and equal access to public information 
relative to peace processes;

	 (e)	 To review, on a regular basis, their contributions to the promotion 
of gender equality and the full and equal participation of women, 
and to fulfil their monitoring, accountability and reporting obli-
gations in the implementation of peace agreements;

	 (f)	 With regard to gender mainstreaming, to ensure and support the full 
participation of women at all levels of decision‑making and imple-
mentation in development activities and peace processes, includ-
ing conflict prevention and resolution, post‑conflict reconstruc-
tion, peacemaking, peacekeeping and peacebuilding and, in this 
regard, support the involvement of women’s organizations, commu-
nity‑based organizations and non‑governmental organizations;

	 (g)	 To develop and strengthen the provision of gender advisory capac-
ity and gender sensitive-training programmes for all staff in mis-
sions relating to armed conflicts.

In this regard, the Commission takes note of the report of the Secretary-
General.89

14.  In regard to post‑conflict peacebuilding, the Commission on the 
Status of Women calls on Governments, as well as all other relevant partici-
pants in these processes,

	 (a)	 To ensure equal access of women in all stages of the electoral proc-

ess and to consider the adoption of measures for increasing wom-
en’s participation in elections through, inter alia, individual voter 
registration, temporary gender‑specific positive actions and access 
to information, representation on bodies administering elections 
and as election monitors and observers, as well as encouraging 
political parties to involve women fully and equally in all aspects 
of their operations;

	 (b)	 To ensure equal access for women to voter and civic education, to 
provide women candidates with full support, training and finan-
cial resources and to eliminate discriminatory practices hamper-
ing women’s participation either as voters or candidates.

Concerning reconstruction and rehabilitation
	 (a)	 To ensure the full participation of women on an equal basis in the 

reconstruction and rehabilitation process;

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promote the provision of adequate health care and health services,

15.  The realization and the achievement of the goals of gender equal-
ity, development and peace need to be supported by the allocation of the 
necessary human, financial and material resources for specific and targeted 
activities to ensure gender equality at the local, national, regional and inter-
national levels, as well as by enhanced and increased international coopera-
tion.

16.  The Commission on the Status of Women requests the Secretary-
General to disseminate the present agreed conclusions widely, including to 
the high‑level panel on global security threats and reform of the interna-
tional system.

No agreed conclusions were adopted.
The Commission adopted a Declaration (E/2005/27-E/CN.6/2005/11 

and Corr.1) reaffirming the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action and 
the outcome of the twenty-third special session of the General Assembly. 
The Declaration emphasized that the full and effective implementation of 
the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action is essential to achieving the 
internationally agreed development goals, including those contained in the 
Millennium Declaration, and stressed the need to ensure the integration of 
a gender perspective in the high-level plenary meeting on the review of the 
Millennium Declaration. It also recognized that the Beijing Declaration and 
the Platform for Action and the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms 
of Discrimination against Women are mutually reinforcing in achieving 
gender equality and empowerment of women.

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Agreed conclusions
Enhanced participation of women in 
development: an enabling environment 
for achieving gender equality and 
the advancement of women, taking 
into account, inter alia, the fields 
of education, health and work

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women reaffirmed the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action, the outcome documents of the twenty-
third special session of the General Assembly entitled “Women 2000: 
gender equality, development and peace for the twenty-first century”, the 
United Nations Millennium Declaration of 2000, the Declaration adopted 
by the Commission on the Status of Women on the occasion of the tenth 
anniversary of the Fourth World Conference on Women,90 the 2005 World 
Summit,91 as well as all relevant General Assembly resolutions and outcomes 
of United Nations conferences; reiterated that women’s empowerment and 
their full participation on the basis of equality in all spheres of society, 
including participation in the decision-making process and access to power, 
were fundamental for the achievement of equality, development, peace and 
security; and emphasized the need to ensure the full integration and full 
participation of women as both agents and beneficiaries in the development 
process and its commitment to strengthening and safeguarding a national 
and international enabling environment, inter alia, through promoting and 
protecting all human rights and fundamental freedoms, mainstreaming a 
gender perspective into all policies and programmes, and promoting the 
full participation and empowerment of women and enhanced international 
cooperation.

2.  The Commission reaffirmed also that the full and effective imple-
mentation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action was an essen-
tial contribution to achieving the internationally agreed development goals, 
including those contained in the Millennium Declaration, and that the 
promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women was of fun-
damental importance in sustainable development, achieving sustained eco-
nomic growth, eradicating poverty and hunger and combating diseases, and 
that investing in the development of women and girls had a multiplier effect,

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in particular on productivity, efficiency and sustained economic growth, 
in all sectors of the economy, especially in key areas such as agriculture, 
industry and services.

3.  The Commission recalled that the Convention on the Elimination 
of All Forms of Discrimination against Women stressed that the full and 
complete development of a country, the welfare of the world and the cause of 
peace required the maximum participation of women on equal terms with 
men in all fields.

4.  The Commission recognized that all forms of violence against 
women and girls violated the enjoyment of their human rights and consti-
tuted a major impediment to the ability of women and girls to make use of 
their capabilities, limiting their participation and agency in development, 
including in the achievement of the internationally agreed development 
goals, including the Millennium Development Goals.

5.  The Commission recognized also that the creation of an enabling 
environment at all levels was necessary to enhance women’s participation in 
and benefit from development processes, and that challenges to the creation 
of an enabling environment included:
	 (a)	 Insufficient coherence and coordination between development 

policies and gender-equality policies and strategies;
	 (b)	 Insufficient time-bound targets for implementation of gender-

equality policies and strategies;
	 (c)	 Underrepresentation of women in decision-making;
	 (d)	 Insufficient promotion and protection of the full enjoyment by 

women of all human rights;
	 (e)	 Persistent violence and multiple forms of discriminatory practices 

and attitudes against women;
	 (f)	 Insufficient recognition of the contributions of women to the 

economy and to all areas of public life;
	 (g)	 Unequal access to education and training, health care and decent 

work;
	 (h)	 Unequal access to opportunities, and unequal access to and con-

trol over resources, such as land, credit, capital, economic assets, 
and information and communication technologies;

	 (i)	 Insufficient political will and resources;
	 (j)	 Inadequate implementation of gender mainstreaming;
	 (k)	 Insufficient national mechanisms for monitoring, evaluation and 

accountability;
	 (l)	 Impact on women of HIV/AIDS, malaria, tuberculosis and other 

communicable diseases;

6.  The Commission underlined that addressing such challenges at 

all levels required a systematic, comprehensive, integrated, multidiscipli-
nary and multisectoral approach, with policy, legislative and programmatic 
interventions.

7.  The Commission urged Governments and/or, as appropriate, the 
relevant entities of the United Nations system, other international and 
regional organizations, including the international financial institutions, 
national parliaments, political parties, and civil society, including the 
private sector, trade unions, academia, the media and non-governmental 
organizations and other actors, to take the following actions:
	 (a)	 Incorporate gender perspectives into all local and national plan-

ning, budgetary, monitoring and evaluation and reporting pro
cesses, and mechanisms relating to national development strat-
egies, including strategies focused on the implementation of 
internationally agreed development goals, including the Millen-
nium Development Goals, fully utilizing existing gender equality 
policies and strategies;

	 (t)	 Invest in appropriate infrastructure and other projects, and cre-
ate opportunities for economic empowerment in order to allevi-
ate the burden of time-consuming everyday tasks on women and 
girls, allowing them, inter alia, to engage in income-generating 
activities and attend school;

	 (u)	 Give special attention to incorporating principles on advancing 
the equalization of opportunities in programmes, methods and 
processes to empower and support women and girls with disabili-
ties;

	 (v)	 Call upon the international community to make efforts to mitigate 
the effects of excess volatility and economic disruption, which had 
a disproportionately negative impact on women, and to enhance 
trade opportunities for developing countries in order to improve 
the economic situation of women;

	 (w)	 Call upon States Parties to comply fully with their obligations 
under the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Dis-
crimination against Women and the Optional Protocol thereto; 
take into consideration the concluding comments, as well as the 
general recommendations, of the Committee on the Elimination 
of Discrimination against Women; call upon other States Parties 
to the Convention that had not yet done so to consider signing, 
ratifying or acceding to the Optional Protocol thereto; and rein-
force, in efforts to achieve the internationally agreed development 
goals, including the Millennium Development Goals, the linkages 
with the implementation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform 
for Action and the outcome of the twenty-third special session of 
the General Assembly, as well as with the Programme of Action 
of the International Conference on Population and Development 
and the key actions for the further implementation of the Pro-
gramme of Action.

8.  The Commission underlined the fact that each country had the 
primary responsibility for its own sustainable development and poverty 
eradication, that the role of national policies and development strategies 
could not be overemphasized, and that concerted and concrete measures 
were required at all levels to enable developing countries to eradicate pov-
erty and achieve sustainable development.

9.  The Commission urged Governments to ensure that women, 
especially poor women in developing countries, benefited from the pursuit

of effective, equitable, development-oriented and durable solutions to the 
external debt and debt-servicing problems of developing countries, includ-
ing the option of official development assistance and debt cancellation, and 
called for continued international cooperation.

10.  The Commission encouraged the international community, the 
United Nations system, the relevant regional and international organiza-
tions and the private sector and civil society to:

	 (a)	 Assist Governments, at their request, in building institutional 
capacity and developing national action plans or further imple-
menting existing action plans for the implementation of the Bei-
jing Platform for Action;

	 (b)	 Provide the necessary financial resources to assist national Gov-
ernments in their efforts to meet the development targets and 
benchmarks agreed upon at the major United Nations summits 
and conferences and their follow-up processes, including the 
World Summit for Social Development, the Fourth World Con-
ference on Women, the International Conference on Population 
and Development, the Millennium Summit, the International 
Conference on Financing for Development, the World Summit on 
Sustainable Development, the Second World Assembly on Age-
ing and the twenty-third and twenty-fourth special sessions of the 
General Assembly;

	 (c)	 Give priority to assisting the efforts of developing countries to 
ensure the full and effective participation of women in deciding 
and implementing development strategies and integrating gen-
der concerns into national programmes, including by providing 
adequate resources to operational activities for development in 
support of the efforts of Governments to ensure full and equal 
access of women to health care, capital, education, training and 
technology, as well as full and equal participation in all decision-
making.

11.  The Commission urged multilateral donors, and invited interna-
tional financial institutions, within their respective mandates, and regional 
development banks to review and implement policies to support national 
efforts to ensure that a higher proportion of resources reached women, in 
particular in rural and remote areas.

12.  The Commission underlined the importance of incorporating a 
gender, human rights and socio-economic perspective in all policies rele-
vant to education, health and work and to creating an enabling environment 
for achieving gender equality and the advancement of women, and called 
upon Governments to:

	 (a)	 Ensure women’s and girls’ full and equal access to all levels of 
quality education and training, while ensuring progressively and 
on the basis of equal opportunities that primary education was 
compulsory, accessible and available free to all;

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Agreed conclusions 
Equal participation of women and men in 
decision-making processes at all levels

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women reaffirmed the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action, which emphasized that without the 
active participation of women and the incorporation of women’s perspec-
tives at all levels of decision-making, the goals of equality, development and 
peace could not be achieved, and that women’s equal participation was a 
necessary condition for women’s and girls’ interests to be taken into account 
and was needed in order to strengthen democracy and promote its proper 
functioning.

2.  The Commission reaffirmed the outcome document adopted by 
the General Assembly at its twenty-third special session,94 paragraph 23 of 
which acknowledged that despite general acceptance of the need for gen-
der balance in decision-making bodies at all levels, a gap between de jure 
and de facto equality had persisted, and that women continued to be under
represented at the legislative, ministerial and sub-ministerial levels, as well 
as at the highest levels of the corporate sector and other economic and social 
institutions, and drew attention to the obstacles that hindered women’s 
entry into decision-making positions.

3.  The Commission reaffirmed also the commitment to the equal 
participation of women and men in public life enshrined in the Universal 
Declaration of Human Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and 
Political Rights, and in the Convention on the Political Rights of Women,95 
which stated that women should be on equal terms with men, without any 
discrimination, entitled to vote in all elections, eligible for election to all 
publicly elected bodies established by national law, and entitled to hold pub-
lic office and to exercise all public functions established by national law.

4.  The Commission recalled the Convention on the Elimination of 
All Forms of Discrimination against Women, which stated, inter alia, that 
States Parties should take all appropriate measures, including positive meas-
ures and temporary special measures, to eliminate discrimination against 
women and girls in the political and public life of the country.96

5.  The Commission urged States parties to comply fully with their 
obligations under the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Dis-

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crimination against Women and the Optional Protocol thereto and to take 
into consideration the concluding comments, as well as the general recom-
mendations of the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against 
Women.97

6.  The Commission noted that some States parties had modified 
their reservations, expressed satisfaction that some reservations had been 
withdrawn and urged States parties to limit the extent of any reservations 
that they lodged to the Convention, to formulate any such reservations as 
precisely and as narrowly as possible, to ensure that no reservations were 
incompatible with the object and purpose of the Convention, to review their 
reservations regularly with a view to withdrawing them and to withdraw 
reservations that were contrary to the object and purpose of the Conven-
tion.98

7.  The Commission recalled General Assembly resolution 58/142, of 
22 December 2003, on women and political participation, in paragraph 1 of 
which the Assembly urged all stakeholders to develop a comprehensive set 
of programmes and policies to increase women’s participation, especially in 
political decision-making.

8.  The Commission also recalled that its agreed conclusions 1997/2 
on women in power and decision-making recognized the need to accelerate 
the implementation of strategies that promoted gender balance in political 
decision-making and to mainstream a gender perspective in all stages of 
policy formulation and decision-making.

9.  The Commission welcomed the 2005 World Summit, which had 
reaffirmed that the full and effective implementation of the goals and objec-
tives of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action was an essential 
contribution to achieving the internationally agreed development goals, 
including the Millennium Development Goals, and had resolved to pro-
mote increased representation of women in Government decision-making 
bodies, including through ensuring their equal opportunity to participate 
fully in the political process.99

10.  The Commission recognized that some progress had been achieved 
since the Fourth World Conference on Women in women’s participation 
in decision-making at all levels. Introduction of policies and programmes, 
including positive measures, at the local, national and international levels, 
had resulted in an increase in women’s participation in decision-making 
processes.

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11.  The Commission expressed concern at the serious and persistent 
obstacles, which were many and varied in nature, that still hindered the 
advancement of women and further affected their participation in decision-
making processes, including, inter alia, the persistent feminization of pov-
erty, the lack of equal access to health, education, training and employment, 
armed conflict, the lack of security and natural disasters.

12.  The Commission underlined the importance of the empower-
ment of women and their effective participation in decision-making and 
policymaking processes as critical tools to prevent and eliminate gender-
based violence, and recognized that eliminating all forms of violence against 
women and girls enabled them to participate equally in decision-making.

13.  The Commission expressed concern about the lack, at the 
local, national, regional and international levels, of sufficient information 
and data disaggregated by sex on the participation of women and men in 
decision-making processes in all areas, including the economy, the pub-
lic and private sectors, the judiciary, international affairs, academia, trade 
unions, the media, non-governmental organizations and others.

14.  The Commission reaffirmed the important role of women in the 
prevention and resolution of conflicts and in peacebuilding, and stressed 
the importance of their full and equal participation in all efforts to main-
tain and promote peace and security, and the need to increase their role 
in decision-making with regard to conflict prevention and resolution and 
the rebuilding of post-conflict society, in accordance with Security Council 
resolution 1325 (2000) of 31 October 2000 and the relevant resolutions of 
the General Assembly.100

15.  The Commission recognized that gender equality, development 
and peace were key issues for the promotion of women, and that new efforts 
were needed by all actors to create an enabling environment in decision-
making.

16.  The Commission reaffirmed the urgent goal of achieving 50/50 
gender distribution in all categories of posts within the United Nations sys-
tem, especially at senior and policymaking levels, with full respect for the 
principle of equitable geographical distribution, in conformity with Article 
101, paragraph 3, of the Charter of the United Nations, and also taking into 
account the continuing lack of representation or the underrepresentation 
of women from certain countries, in particular from developing countries, 
countries with economies in transition, and unrepresented or largely under-
represented Member States.101

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Agreed conclusions 

Elimination of all forms of discrimination 
and violence against the girl child

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women reaffirms the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action, the outcome documents of the twenty-
third special session of the General Assembly and the declaration adopted 
by the Commission on the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the Fourth 
World Conference on Women.

2.  The Commission also reaffirms the outcome of the 2002 World 
Summit on Children and the international commitments to gender equal-
ity and the elimination of all forms of discrimination and violence against 
the girl child made at the World Conference on Human Rights, the Inter-
national Conference on Population and Development, the World Summit 
for Social Development and the World Conference against Racism, Racial 
Discrimination, Xenophobia and Related Intolerance, as well as those made 
in the United Nations Millennium Declaration and at the 2005 World Sum-
mit, and reaffirms further that their full and effective and accelerated imple-
mentation are integral to achieving the internationally agreed development 
goals, including the Millennium Development Goals.

3.  The Commission reiterates that the Convention on the Elimina-
tion of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and its Optional Pro-
tocol and the Convention on the Rights of the Child and its Optional Pro-
tocols, as well as other conventions and treaties, provide a legal framework 
and a comprehensive set of measures for the promotion and protection of 
the human rights of the girl child, including for the elimination of all forms 
of discrimination and violence against her. In this regard, the Commission 
welcomes the adoption in December 2006 of the Convention on the Rights 
of Persons with Disabilities.

4.  The Commission reaffirms the commitment to the full and effec-
tive implementation of, and follow-up to, all relevant resolutions of the Gen-
eral Assembly and of the Economic and Social Council and its subsidiary 
bodies on the girl child, its previous set of agreed conclusions on the girl 
child, as well as Security Council resolutions 1325 and 1612.

5.  The Commission welcomes the June 2006 Political Declaration on 
HIV/AIDS, which expressed grave concern for the overall expansion and 
feminization of the HIV pandemic and recognized that gender inequalities 
and all forms of violence against women and girls increased their vulner-
ability to HIV/AIDS.

6.  The Commission reaffirms the commitment to ensure the full 
implementation of the human rights of women and of the girl child as an 
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inalienable, integral and indivisible part of all human rights and fundamen-
tal freedoms.

7.  The Commission is profoundly concerned that previous goals and 
targets and commitments, including financial commitments, made with 
regard to the girl child remain unfulfilled and that, despite progress in 
addressing all forms of discrimination and violence against girls and recog-
nition of their rights, discrimination and violations of their human rights 
still persist.

8.  The Commission recognizes that the empowerment of girls is key 
to breaking the cycle of discrimination and violence and to promoting and 
protecting the full and effective enjoyment of all their human rights. It also 
recognizes that empowering girls requires the active support and engage-
ment of their parents, legal guardians, families, boys and men, as well as the 
wider community.

9.  The Commission also recognizes that the difficult socio-economic 
conditions that exist in many developing countries, particularly the least 
developed countries, have resulted in the acceleration of the feminization 
of poverty and that in situations of poverty girl children are among those 
most affected. In this regard, the Commission stresses that achieving the 
Millennium Development Goals by 2015 and all other agreed development 
goals is a global effort and an essential element in improving the situation 
of girl children and ensuring their human rights. The Commission further 
recognizes that, as part of urgent national and international action required 
to eradicate poverty, investing in the development of girls is a priority in and 
of itself and has a multiplier effect, in particular on productivity, efficiency 
and sustained economic growth.

10.  The Commission expresses concern that the girl child does not 
receive sufficiently explicit attention in policy and programme development 
and resource allocation. It is also concerned that the lack of resources and 
data disaggregated by sex, age and other relevant factors addressing the spe-
cific situation of vulnerable girls remains a serious constraint in formulating 
and implementing effective, targeted policies and programmes and moni-
toring progress in eliminating all forms of discrimination and violence.

11.  The Commission notes with appreciation the United Nations 
study on violence against children and the Secretary-General’s in-depth 
study on violence against women and takes into account their recommen-
dations.

12.  The Commission recognizes that prevailing negative sociocul-
tural attitudes and gender stereotypes contribute to the de facto and de jure 
discrimination against the girl child and violations of the rights of the girl 
child.
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13.  The Commission urges Governments to take the following 
actions:

Norms and policies

	 (a)	 Consider ratifying or acceding to, as a particular matter of prior-
ity, the Convention on the Rights of the Child and the Conven-
tion on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against 
Women and their respective Optional Protocols, limit the extent 
of any reservations that they lodge and regularly review such res-
ervations with a view to withdrawing them so as to ensure that 
no reservation is incompatible with the object and purpose of the 
relevant treaty; and implement them fully by, inter alia, putting in 
place effective national legislation, policies and action plans;

	 (b)	 Consider ratifying or acceding to, as a matter of priority, the 
United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized 
Crime and the Protocols thereto, in particular the Protocol to 
Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially 
Women and Children;

	 (c)	 Consider becoming a State Party to, as a matter of priority, and 
thereafter ensure the full implementation of, International Labour 
Organization (ILO) Conventions 138 and 182 on, respectively, the 
minimum age for employment, and eliminating the worst forms 
of child labour, and establish appropriate penalties and sanctions 
to ensure effective enforcement;

	 (d)	 Intensify efforts to fully implement the Beijing Platform for 
Action, the outcome documents of the five-year review of the Bei-
jing Platform for Action, the World Summit for Children and the 
Millennium Development Goals;

	 (e)	 Exercise leadership to end all forms of violence against girls and 
support advocacy in this regard at all levels, including at the local, 
national, regional and international levels, and by all sectors, 
especially by political, community and religious leaders, as well as 
the public and private sectors, the media and civil society;

	 (f)	 Review and, where appropriate, revise, amend or abolish all laws, 
regulations, policies, practices and customs that discriminate 
against women or the girl child or have a discriminatory impact 
on women or the girl child, and ensure that provisions of multiple 
legal systems, where they exist, comply with international human 
rights obligations, commitments and principles, including the 
principle of non-discrimination;

	 (g)	 Condemn all forms of discrimination and violence against girls 
and enact and/or strengthen legislation on preventing and elimi-
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nating all forms of discrimination and violence against girls, 
develop policies that ensure its full and effective implementa-
tion, and put in place adequate national and local mechanisms to 
monitor compliance with these laws and policies, with the active 
participation of civil society, where appropriate;

	 (h)	 Develop policies and programmes to sensitize magistrates, judges, 
lawyers, prosecutors and persons who work with victims, in order 
to ensure that judicial proceedings are adequate to the needs and 
the development of the girl child and that a gender perspective is 
applied to such proceedings;

	 (i)	 Exercise due diligence to prevent all forms of violence against 
girls, and investigate and punish the perpetrators of such violence 
and provide protection to the victims;

	 (j)	 Create, where not currently in place, and maintain birth, death 
and marriage data registries with full national coverage;

	 (k)	 Review, enact and strictly enforce laws and regulations concern-
ing the minimum legal age of consent and the minimum age for 
marriage, raising the minimum age for marriage where necessary, 
and generate social support for the enforcement of these laws, 
inter alia, through increasing educational opportunities for girls 
and advocating the benefits of keeping girls in schools;

	 (l)	 Give explicit attention to the girl child in budget processes at all 
levels, including resource allocation and expenditure reviews, to 
ensure the mobilization of sufficient resources for the elimination 
of all forms of discrimination and violence against girls.

14.  The Commission, taking into account the primary responsibility 
of Governments in the fight against all forms of discrimination, exploita-
tion and violence against the girl child, urges Governments and/or the rel-
evant funds and programmes, organs and specialized agencies of the United 
Nations system, within their respective mandates, and invites the interna-
tional financial institutions and all relevant actors of civil society, including 
non-governmental organizations and the private sector, to:

14.1.  Poverty
	 (a)	 Reduce social and economic inequalities, giving priority to 

approaches that focus on poverty eradication and improving 
linkages, participation and social networks within and between 
different community groups, thereby addressing economic, social 
and cultural rights and reducing the vulnerability of the girl child 
to discrimination and violence;

	 (b)	 Integrate a gender perspective, giving explicit attention to the girl 
child, in national development strategies, plans and policies, and 
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provide support to developing countries in the implementation of 
these development strategies, policies and plans;

	 (c)	 Improve the situation of girl children living in poverty, deprived 
of nutrition, water and sanitation facilities, with no access to 
basic health-care services, shelter, education, participation and 
protection, taking into account that while a severe lack of goods 
and services hurts every human being, it is most threatening and 
harmful to the girl child, leaving her unable to enjoy her rights, 
to reach her full potential and to participate as a full member of 
society;

	 (d)	 Assess the impact of globalization, economic policies and the 
constraints of the international trade system on the girl child and 
mainstream a gender perspective, giving explicit attention to the 
girl child, into all development policies and programmes and pov-
erty eradication strategies, where appropriate;

14.2.  Education and training
	 (a)	 Intensify their efforts to meet the target of eliminating gender ine-

qualities in primary and secondary education by the earliest pos-
sible date and at all educational levels by 2015, including through 
the provision of Education for All partnerships;

	 (b)	 Collect data disaggregated by sex and age on dropout rates at all 
levels of education, and conduct research on the causes, including 
root causes, of the discontinuation of education by girls;

	 (c)	 Ensure that all children, particularly girls, without discrimination 
on the basis of race, ethnicity or disability, have equal access to, 
and complete, free and compulsory primary education of good 
quality, and renew their efforts to improve and expand girls’ edu-
cation at all levels, including the secondary and higher levels, 
in all academic areas, as well as vocational education and tech-
nical training, in order to, inter alia, encourage women to enter 
the labour market and as a way of achieving gender equality, the 
empowerment of women and poverty eradication, and to allow 
women’s full and equal contribution to, and equal opportunity to 
benefit from, development;

	 (d)	 Recognize the critical role of both formal and non-formal educa-
tion in the achievement of poverty eradication and other develop-
ment goals, including the Millennium Development Goals, and 
ensure access of women and girls to non-formal education, par-
ticularly for those who are dropouts and living in poverty, with 
the aim to equip them with the necessary knowledge and prepare 
them to participate equally in decision-making in all spheres of 
life and at all levels;
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	 (e)	 Identify constraints and gaps and develop appropriate strategies, 
in collaboration with parents and legal guardians, teachers and 
community leaders, to ensure gender equality, accelerated achieve-
ment of equality in enrolment and completion of schooling at the 
early childhood, primary and all other educational levels for all 
girls, including pregnant adolescents and young mothers, espe-
cially in neglected and marginalized areas and communities and 
rural and remote areas, and introduce, where appropriate, tempo-
rary special measures, including financial incentives and stipends 
and nutrition programmes in order to improve enrolment and 
retention rates for girls at all educational levels;

	 (f)	 Promote gender-sensitive, empowering educational and train-
ing processes and teaching materials by, inter alia, reviewing and 
revising, as appropriate, school curricula, formal and non-formal 
educational and training materials and teacher-training pro-
grammes, including for those dealing with career orientation, and 
encourage and support girls’ and boys’ interest and involvement 
in non-traditional fields and occupations;

	 (o)	 Allocate sufficient resources and provide technical assistance upon 
request to developing countries in order to strengthen the capac-
ity to provide equal access to education and to monitor progress 
in closing the gap between girls and boys in education, training 
and research, and in levels of achievement in all fields, particularly 
basic education and literacy programmes;

14.3.  Gender stereotypes
	 (a)	 Recognize that eliminating stereotypes calls for a deep societal 

change that needs to be supported through the development of

of communicable diseases and to the special needs of adolescents, 
including raising awareness about eating disorders, and to sexual 
and reproductive health, and securing appropriate prenatal and 
post-natal care, including measures to prevent mother-to-child 
transmission of HIV;

	 (b)	 Ensure the availability of and access to comprehensive age-
appropriate information, education and confidential counselling 
for girls and boys, including in school curricula, on human rela-
tionships, and sexual and reproductive health, sexually transmit-
ted infections, including HIV/AIDS, and the prevention of early 
pregnancy, that emphasize the equal rights and responsibility of 
girls and boys;

	 (c)	 Develop, implement and support national and international pre-
vention, care and treatment strategies, as appropriate, to effectively 
address the condition of obstetric fistula and to further develop a 
multisectoral, multidisciplinary, comprehensive and integrated 
approach in order to bring about lasting solutions and put an end 
to obstetric fistula, maternal mortality and related morbidities, 
including through ensuring access to affordable, comprehensive, 
quality maternal health-care services, including skilled birth 
attendance and emergency obstetric care;

	 (d)	 Develop and implement national legislation and policies prohib-
iting harmful customary or traditional practices, particularly 
female genital mutilation, that are violations of and obstacles to 
the full enjoyment by women of their human rights and funda-
mental freedoms, and prosecute the perpetrators of such practices 
that are harmful to the health of women and girls;

	 (d)	 Address the underlying and root causes of the feminization of 
HIV/AIDS, and take appropriate measures to provide a support-
ive and socially inclusive environment for girls infected with, 
and affected by, HIV/AIDS, including by providing appropriate 
counselling and psychosocial support, ensuring their enrolment 
in school and equal access to shelter, nutrition, health and social 
services and taking effective measures to eliminate stigmatiza-
tion, discrimination, violence, exploitation and abuse on the basis 
of HIV or AIDS status;

	 (f)	 Increase global efforts to overcome any legal, regulatory, trade and 
other barriers that block access to prevention, treatment, care and 
support, and allocate adequate resources;

	 (g)	 Promote initiatives aimed at reducing the prices of antiretrovi-
ral drugs, especially second-line drugs, available to the girl child, 
including bilateral and private sector initiatives, as well as initia-
tives on a voluntary basis by groups of States, based on innova-
tive financing mechanisms that contribute to the mobilization 
of resources for social development, including those that aim to 
provide further access to drugs at affordable prices to developing 
countries on a sustainable and predictable basis, and in this regard 
take note of the International Drug Purchase Facility;

health services, food, shelter and recreation;

Take measures to ensure that the specific needs of girls affected by 

armed conflict and natural disasters are taken into account in the deliv-
ery of humanitarian assistance and finding durable solutions, including in 
refugee camps and camps for the internally displaced and in reconstruc-
tion efforts, and ensure that such assistance is provided in full compliance 
with international law, and in accordance with General Assembly resolution 
46/182 in the context of United Nations humanitarian assistance;

14.9.  Violence and discrimination
	 (a)	 Condemn all forms of violence against girls and take effective 

legislative and other measures to prevent and eliminate all such 
violence, including physical, mental, psychological and sexual 
violence, torture, child abuse and exploitation, hostage-taking, 
domestic violence, trafficking in or sale of children and their 
organs, paedophilia, child prostitution, child pornography, child 
sex tourism, gang-related violence and harmful traditional prac-
tices in all settings;

	 (b)	 Take all appropriate measures to strengthen legal frameworks, 
including the review and amendment of existing legislation, the 
enactment of new laws where necessary, developing adequate 
programmes and formulating appropriate policies to prevent, 
prosecute and punish all cases of violence against girls, includ-
ing threats of such acts, coercion or arbitrary deprivation of lib-
erty, whether occurring in public or private life, and in particular 
physical, sexual, and psychological violence, wherever it occurs, 
within or outside the family;

	 (c)	 Provide age-appropriate and gender-sensitive services to girls sub-
jected to all forms of gender-based violence, including compre-
hensive programmes for their physical, psychological and social 
recovery, such as health, counselling and legal services, helplines 
and shelters, and ensure adequate human, material and financial 
resources for these services;

	 (d)	 Condemn violence against women and girls and refrain from 
invoking any custom, tradition or religious consideration to avoid 
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their obligations with respect to its elimination, and hold up to 
public scrutiny and eliminate those attitudes that foster, justify, or 
tolerate violence;

	 (e)	 Strengthen advocacy and rights-based awareness-raising pro-
grammes directed at eliminating all forms of violence and dis-

behaviour, stereotyped attitudes and harmful practices;

ing on the early detection of violence, and integrate comprehen-
sive measures and incentives that promote the full enjoyment of 
human rights and equality by the girl child into national develop-
ment strategies;

	 (h)	 Eliminate all forms of discrimination against the girl child and 
the root causes of son preference, which results in harmful and 
unethical practices regarding female infanticide and prenatal sex 
selection, which may have significant repercussions on society as 
a whole;

	 (i)	 Review, strengthen or adopt legislation or policies to eradicate 
child pornography, including child pornography transmitted 
through the media and ICTs, and related forms of exploitation of 
children, and strengthen efforts to combat the existence of a mar-
ket that encourages child pornography, including the prosecution 
of those who sexually exploit or abuse children;

	 (j)	 Develop and strengthen partnerships involving Governments, 
civil society, the media and business sectors and other relevant 
actors in the elimination of child pornography, including child 
pornography transmitted through the media and ICTs, in the 
protection of the girl child from related abuses and exploitation, 
and in training, inter alia, law enforcers, prosecutors, judges and 
social workers, as appropriate, in order to build effective capacities 
to eradicate child pornography;
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	 (k)	 Ensure that follow-up to and implementation of relevant resolu-
tions and, where appropriate, the relevant recommendations con-
tained in the United Nations study on violence against children 
and the in-depth study on all forms of violence against women 
include explicit attention to girls at all levels;

	 (l)	 Increase education and training among teachers and health-
service providers in identifying acts of violence against the girl 
child, and ensure that they also take action to eradicate all forms 
of violence against the girl child, including customary and tradi-
tional practices that are harmful to the health of the girl child;

	 (m)	 Take measures to protect girls in juvenile detention facilities from 
all forms of physical, psychological or sexual violence and abuse 
and ensure that the detention or incarceration of girls shall be 
used only as a measure of last resort and for the shortest appropri-
ate period of time;

14.10.  Trafficking
	 (a)	 Take appropriate measures to ensure that all efforts aimed at 

combating trafficking in persons are gender- and child-sensitive, 
including in actions to address the factors that increase vulner-
ability to being trafficked, such as poverty and gender inequality, 
and to eliminate the demand that fosters all forms of exploitation 
of women and girls that leads to trafficking, and where girls are 
identified in situations of exploitation take all appropriate meas-
ures to remove them from harm and protect them without delay;

	 (b)	 Strengthen and improve international cooperation and coordina-
tion, including regional efforts in the fight against trafficking in 
persons, especially women and girls, in order to prevent traffick-
ing; protect, assist, rehabilitate and reintegrate victims; and pros-
ecute and punish offenders in accordance with due process of law 
on the basis of the principles of shared responsibility, respect for 
human rights and the active cooperation of countries of origin, 
transit and destination and other relevant actors thereto;

14.11.  Girls in high-risk situations
Actively support girls vulnerable to all forms of discrimination and 

violence, including through the allocation of appropriate financial resources 
and targeted, innovative programmes that address the needs and priorities 
of girls in high-risk situations who have difficulties accessing services and 
programmes;

14.12.  Migration
	 (a)	 Build awareness of the risks encountered by girls in the context 

of migration, particularly in the context of irregular migration, 
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such as sexual and labour exploitation, migrant smuggling and 
trafficking in persons, and develop gender-sensitive migration 
policies and training programmes for law enforcement person-
nel, prosecutors and service providers that ensure the delivery of 
proper and professional interventions for girl migrants who are 
subjected to abuse and violence;

	 (b)	 Effectively promote and protect the human rights and funda-
mental freedoms of girl migrants, regardless of their immigration 
status, and facilitate family reunification in an expeditious and 
effective manner, with due regard for applicable laws;

14.13.  Empowering girls
	 (a)	 Promote people-centred sustainable development, including sus-

tained economic growth, through the provision of basic educa-
tion, lifelong education, literacy and training, and health care for 
all girls and women, and assist girls to secure economic indepen
dence, particularly girls heading households;

	 (b)	 Facilitate girls’ empowerment, including through developing and 
adequately funding safe and supportive spaces, promoting men-
toring and networking among women leaders and girls at all lev-
els, peer education programmes, life skills programmes, and other 
gender-sensitive youth-friendly services, and provide enhanced 
opportunities for girls, particularly adolescent girls, to meet and 
interact with their peers and develop leadership capacities and 
networking opportunities;

	 (c)	 Invest in awareness campaigns, and provide education and train-
ing, including specialized training on violence, gender issues, 
discrimination and human rights, to parents and legal guardians, 
families, political, religious, traditional and community lead-
ers, and all professions relevant to the protection and empower-
ment of girls, including educators, social workers, police officers, 
judges, lawyers, prosecutors and the media, to increase awareness 
and commitment to the promotion and protection of the rights of 
girls and appropriate responses to rights violations;

14.14.  Participation of girls
	 (a)	 Respect and promote the right of girls to express themselves freely 

and to take the views of girls into account in all matters affecting 
them, including by taking all necessary actions to empower girls 
to exercise this right, according to their evolving capacity, and to 
build self-esteem and acquire knowledge and skills and provide 
them with adequate information on health, social and education 
services, programmes and initiatives to facilitate their participa-
tion in all sectors, including civil society;
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	 (b)	 Involve girls, including girls with special needs, and their repre-
sentative organizations, in decision-making processes, as appro-
priate, and include them as full and active partners in identifying 
their own needs and in developing, planning, implementing and 
assessing policies and programmes to meet these needs;

14.15.  Gender mainstreaming
Mainstream a gender perspective, including special attention to the 

girl child, into all legislation, policies and programmes, and strengthen 
national monitoring and evaluation, inter alia, by utilizing gender budget-
ing and gender impact assessment, and compile and disseminate lessons 
learned and good practices;

14.16.  Data collection
	 (a)	 Encourage and strengthen national research, monitoring and 

evaluation of the progress in eliminating all forms of discrimi-
nation and violence against the girl child, in particular in areas 
where there is a dearth of information, including, as appropriate, 
through the development of reliable standardized methodology 
for the systematic collection, analysis and use in policy formula-
tion of gender-specific data and statistics, disaggregated by sex, 
age and other relevant factors addressing the specific situation of 
vulnerable girls, and disseminate lessons learned and good prac-
tices;

	 (b)	 Conduct regular surveys of the situation and needs of girls at 
national and local levels to identify groups at high risk of discrim-
ination and violence, ensuring that all data are disaggregated by 
age, education, marital status, geographical location, income and 
other relevant factors;

	 (c)	 Collect data disaggregated by age, sex and other relevant factors 
addressing the specific situation of vulnerable girls and systemati-
cally report on internationally agreed indicators related to the girl 
child as contained in the Millennium Development Goals, and 
support the development of additional indicators in consultation 
with the Statistical Commission, as appropriate, to more system-
atically and effectively measure national progress in eliminating 
all forms of discrimination and violence against the girl child.

Treaty bodies

15.  The Commission encourages the Committee on the Rights of the 
Child and the Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against 
Women, as well as the other human rights treaty bodies, to invite States 
parties to ensure that their reports explicitly address the situation of the girl 
child.
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Implementation of commitments
16.  The Commission calls on all States and the international com-

munity, including the United Nations system, and invites international and  
non-governmental organizations and the private sector to mobilize and 
allocate all necessary resources, support and efforts, including at the inter-
national level, to realize the goals, strategic objectives and actions set out 
in the Beijing Platform for Action with regard to the elimination of all 
forms of discrimination and violence against the girl child and the further 
actions and initiatives to implement the Beijing Declaration and Platform 
for Action, as well as other relevant commitments.

17.  The Commission reaffirms the commitment to adequate financial 
resources at the international level for the implementation of the Beijing 
Platform for Action, the Cairo Plan of Action and the Beijing+5 outcome 
document in developing countries, especially through the strengthening of 
their national capacities.

Support to the United Nations system
18.  The Commission calls upon all organizations of the United 

Nations system, within their organizational mandates, to mainstream a gen-
der perspective and to pursue gender equality in their country programmes, 
planning instruments and sector-wide programmes, and to articulate spe-
cific country-level goals and targets in this field, in accordance with national 
development strategies.

19.  The Commission calls on all States, and invites multilat-
eral, financial and development institutions to support the entities of the 
United Nations system, especially its funds and programmes, to increase 
their efforts, including through, as appropriate, the United Nations coun-
try teams, to strengthen their country-level advocacy and their technical 
capacities to address all forms of discrimination and violence against the 
girl child.

The agreed conclusions adopted for the fifty-second session of the Com-
mission on the Status of Women can be found in the Official Records of 
the Economic and Social Council, 2008, Supplement No. 7, (E/2008/27- 
E/CN.6/2008/11).
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Agreed conclusions 

Financing for gender equality and 
the empowerment of women

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women reaffirms the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action, which emphasized the need for politi-
cal commitment to make available human and financial resources for the 
empowerment of women and that funding had to be identified and mobi-
lized from all sources and across all sectors to achieve the goals of gender 
equality and the empowerment of women, and the outcome of the twenty-
third special session of the General Assembly, which called upon Govern-
ments to incorporate a gender perspective into the design, development, 
adoption and execution of all policies and budgetary processes, as appropri-
ate, in order to promote equitable, effective and appropriate resource alloca-
tion and establish adequate budgetary allocations to support gender equal-
ity and development programmes that enhance women’s empowerment.

2.  The Commission reaffirms the declaration adopted on the occa-
sion of the tenth anniversary of the Fourth World Conference on Women, 
which stressed that challenges and obstacles remained in the implementa-
tion of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action and the outcome 
documents of the twenty-third special session of the General Assembly, and 
pledged to take further action to ensure their full and accelerated imple-
mentation.

3.  The Commission recalls the outcome of the International Confer-
ence on Financing for Development held in Monterrey, Mexico, in 2002, 
which affirms, inter alia, that a holistic approach to the interconnected 
national, international and systemic challenges of financing for develop-
ment, sustainable, gender-sensitive, people-centred development, in all 
parts of the globe is essential.

4.  The Commission also recalls the 2005 World Summit and reaf-
firms that the full and effective implementation of the Beijing Declaration 
and Platform for Action and the outcome of the twenty-third special session 
of the General Assembly, the International Conference on Population and 
Development and other relevant United Nations summits and conferences 
are essential contributions to the achievement of the internationally agreed 
development goals, including those contained in the United Nations Mil-
lennium Declaration, in particular, on the promotion of gender equality 
and the empowerment of women.

5.  The Commission reaffirms the Convention on the Elimination of 
All Forms of Discrimination against Women and its Optional Protocol and 
the Convention on the Rights of the Child, and takes note of the work of the 
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Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women towards 
the practical realization of the principle of equality between women and 
men and between girls and boys.

6.  The Commission also reaffirms that States have primary responsi-
bility for promoting gender equality and the empowerment of women and 
girls and that gender mainstreaming and national machineries are neces-
sary and play a critical role in the implementation of the Beijing Declara-
tion and Platform for Action and that, in order for national machineries to 
be effective, a strong institutional framework with clear mandates, location 
at the highest possible level, accountability mechanisms, partnership with 
civil society, a transparent political process, adequate financial and human 
resources and continued strong political commitment are crucial.

7.  The Commission recalls that the Platform for Action recognizes 
that its implementation requires adequate financial resources committed at 
the national and international levels and that strengthening national capac-
ities in developing countries in this regard requires striving for the fulfil-
ment of the agreed targets of overall official development assistance from 
developed countries as soon as possible. The Commission recognizes the 
importance of the full utilization of all sources of development finance.

8.  The Commission also recognizes the importance of gender main-
streaming as a tool for achieving gender equality and, to that end, the need 
to promote the mainstreaming of a gender perspective in the design, imple-
mentation, monitoring and evaluation of policies and programmes in all 
political, economic and social spheres and to strengthen the capabilities of 
the United Nations system in the area of gender.

9.  The Commission reaffirms that gender equality and the promo-
tion and protection of the full enjoyment of human rights and fundamental 
freedoms for all are essential for advancing development, peace and security, 
and stresses that peace is inextricably linked to equality between women 
and men and to development.

10.  The Commission reaffirms that the promotion and protection of, 
and respect for, the human rights and fundamental freedoms of women, 
including the right to development, which are universal, indivisible, inter-
dependent and interrelated, should be mainstreamed into all policies and 
programmes aimed at the eradication of poverty, and also reaffirms the 
need to take measures to ensure that every person is entitled to participate 
in, contribute to and enjoy economic, social, cultural and political develop-
ment.

11.  The Commission notes the growing body of evidence demon-
strating that investing in women and girls has a multiplier effect on pro-
ductivity, efficiency and sustained economic growth and that increasing 
women’s economic empowerment is central to the achievement of the Mil-
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lennium Development Goals and to the eradication of poverty, and recog-
nizes that adequate resources need to be allocated at all levels, mechanisms 
and capacities need to be strengthened and gender-responsive policies need 
to be enhanced to fully utilize the multiplier effect.

12.  The Commission reaffirms the goals aimed at reducing maternal 
and child mortality, combating HIV/AIDS and improving maternal health 
by 2015, as contained in the Millennium Development Goals, as well as the 
goal of achieving universal access to reproductive health, as set out at the 
International Conference on Population and Development, which are criti-
cal to the promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women 
and girls.

13.  The Commission recalls the recognition in the Beijing Platform 
for Action of the role of the United Nations, including funds, programmes 
and specialized agencies, in particular the special roles of the United Nations 
Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM) and the International Research 
and Training Institute for the Advancement of Women (INSTRAW), within 
their respective mandates, and recognizes the role of the Office of the Spe-
cial Adviser on Gender Issues and Advancement of Women and the Divi-
sion for the Advancement of Women, as part of the United Nations system, 
in the promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women and, 
therefore, in the implementation of the Platform for Action.

14.  The Commission also recalls that the Bretton Woods institutions, 
other financial institutions and the private sector also have an important 
role to play in ensuring that financing for development promotes gender 
equality and the empowerment of women and girls.

15.  The Commission recognizes the importance of non-governmental 
organizations, as well as other civil society actors, in advancing the imple-
mentation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action.

16.  The Commission is concerned that insufficient political commit-
ment and budgetary resources pose obstacles to promoting gender equality 
and women’s empowerment and continue to undermine the effectiveness 
and sustainability of both national mechanisms for the advancement of 
women and women’s organizations in advocating for, implementing, sup-
porting and monitoring the effective implementation of the Beijing Decla-
ration and Platform for Action and the outcome of the twenty-third special 
session of the General Assembly.

17.  The Commission is concerned about the growing feminization of 
poverty and reiterates that eradicating poverty is the greatest global chal-
lenge facing the world today, and an indispensable requirement for sustain-
able development, in particular for developing countries, including the least 
developed countries. In this regard, the Commission stresses that achieving 
the Millennium Development Goals and other internationally agreed devel-
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opment goals is a global effort that requires investing sufficient resources for 
gender equality and the empowerment of women and girls.

18.  The Commission remains concerned about the lingering negative 
consequences, including for women, of structural adjustment programmes, 
stemming from inappropriate design and application.

19.  The Commission expresses its concern about the under-
resourcing in the area of gender equality in the United Nations system, 
including at UNIFEM and INSTRAW, the Office of the Special Adviser 
on Gender Issues and Advancement of Women and the Division for the 
Advancement of Women, and stresses the need for more effective tracking 
of resources allocated to and spent on enhancing gender equality and the 
empowerment of women across the United Nations system, including on 
gender mainstreaming.

20.  The Commission states that the global commitments for the 
achievement of gender equality and empowerment of women since the 
Fourth World Conference on Women, including through the Monterrey 
Consensus, have yet to be fully implemented.

21.  The Commission urges Governments and/or, as appropriate, the 
relevant funds, programmes and specialized agencies of the United Nations 
system, within their respective mandates, and invites the international 
financial institutions, civil society, non-governmental organizations and 
the private sector, bearing in mind national priorities, to take the following 
actions:
	 (a)	 Increase the investment in gender equality and the empower-

ment of women and girls, taking into account the diversity of 
needs and circumstances of women and girls, including through 
mainstreaming a gender perspective in resource allocation and 
ensuring the necessary human, financial and material resources 
for specific and targeted activities to ensure gender equality at the 
local, national, regional and international levels, as well as through 
enhanced and increased international cooperation;

	 (b)	 Ensure that sufficient resources are allocated for activities target-
ing the elimination of persistent obstacles to gender equality and 
the empowerment of women and girls in all critical areas of con-
cern of the Platform for Action;

	 (c)	 Design and strengthen poverty eradication strategies, with the full 
and effective participation of women, that reduce the feminiza-
tion of poverty and enhance the capacity of women and empower 
them to meet the negative social and economic impacts of globali-
zation;

	 (d)	 Create an environment in which women and girls can fully share 
the benefits of the opportunities offered by globalization;
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	 (e)	 Integrate a gender perspective into the design, implementation, 
monitoring and evaluation and reporting of all national economic 
policies, strategies and plans, in a coordinated manner across all 
policy areas, including in national development, social protection 
and poverty reduction strategies, and involve national mecha-
nisms for the advancement of women and women’s organizations 
in the design and development of such policies, strategies and 
plans with the goal of gender equality and the empowerment of 
women;

	 (f)	 Incorporate gender perspectives into all economic policymaking 
and increase the participation of women in economic governance 
structures and processes in order to ensure policy coherence and 
adequate resources for gender equality and the empowerment of 
women;

	 (g)	 Give priority to assisting the efforts of developing countries, 
including the least developed countries, to ensure the full and 
effective participation of women in deciding and implement-
ing development strategies and integrating gender concerns into 
national programmes, including by providing adequate resources 
to operational activities for development in support of the efforts 
to achieve gender equality and the empowerment of women;

	 (h)	 Remove barriers and allocate adequate resources to enable the full 
representation and full and equal participation of women in polit-
ical, social and economic decision-making and in administrative 
entities, in particular those responsible for economic and public 
finance policies, in order to guarantee the full and equal partici-
pation of women in the formulation of all plans, programmes and 
policies;

	 (i)	 Strengthen the capacities and mandates of institutional frame-
works and accountability mechanisms, including of national 
machineries for the advancement of women, and ensure that they 
are continuously and adequately resourced and given the author-
ity necessary to carry out their critical role in advocating for, 
supporting, monitoring and evaluating the integration of gender 
perspectives in all policy areas and the implementation of gender 
equality plans, programmes and legislation;

	 (j)	 Strengthen a coordinated and institutionalized dialogue between 
national mechanisms for the advancement of women, relevant gov-
ernmental agencies and entities, including ministries of finance 
and planning and their gender focal points, and women’s organi-
zations in order to ensure the integration of gender perspectives 
into all national development policies, plans and budgets;
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	 (k)	 Cost and adequately resource national policies, programmes, 
strategies and plans for gender equality and the empowerment of 
women, including gender mainstreaming and affirmative action 
strategies, and ensure that they are incorporated into overall 
national development strategies and reflected in relevant sector 
plans and budgets to achieve international and regional commit-
ments for gender equality, including Millennium Development 
Goal 3;

	 (l)	 Allocate resources for capacity development in gender main-
streaming in all ministries, particularly within national women’s 
machineries and finance ministries and, as appropriate, local 
authorities, in order to ensure that domestic resource mobiliza-
tion and allocation are carried out in a gender-responsive manner, 
and reinforce national efforts in capacity-building in social and 
gender budget policies;

	 (m)	 Improve, systematize and fund the collection, analysis and dis-
semination of sex-disaggregated and gender-related data, includ-
ing data disaggregated by age and other factors and data on 
women’s contribution to the care economy, and develop neces-
sary input, output and outcome indicators at all levels to measure 
progress in financing gender equality and the empowerment of 
women, in particular in introducing and implementing gender-
responsive approaches to public finance;

	 (n)	 Undertake and disseminate gender analysis of policies and pro-
grammes related to macroeconomic stability, structural adjust-
ment, external debt problems, taxation, investments, employment, 
markets and all relevant sectors of the economy and support and 
facilitate research in those areas, with a view to achieving the 
objectives of the Platform for Action and with respect to their 
impact on poverty, on inequality and particularly on women, as 
well as to assess their impact on family well-being and conditions 
and adjust them, as appropriate, to promote more equitable dis-
tribution of productive assets, wealth, opportunities, income and 
services;

	 (o)	 Carry out gender-sensitive analysis of revenues and expenditures 
in all policy areas and take into account the review and evalua-
tion results in budget planning, allocation and revenue-raising in 
order to enhance the contribution of Government expenditures to 
accelerating the full and effective implementation of the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action;

	 (p)	 Develop and implement, where appropriate, methodologies and 
tools, including national indicators, for gender-responsive plan-
ning and budgeting in order to incorporate gender perspectives 
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systematically into budgetary policies at all levels, with a view to 
promoting gender equality in all policy areas;

	 (q)	 Urge developed countries that have not yet done so, in accord-
ance with their commitments, to make concrete efforts towards 
meeting the target of 0.7 per cent of their gross national product 
for official development assistance to developing countries and 
0.15 to 0.20 per cent of their gross national product to least devel-
oped countries, and encourage developing countries to build on 
the progress achieved in ensuring that official development assist-
ance is used effectively to help meet development goals and targets 
and, inter alia, to assist them in achieving gender equality and the 
empowerment of women;

	 (r)	 Ensure the effective and equitable participation of developing 
countries in the formulation of financial standards and codes, 
with a view to the promotion of gender equality and the empow-
erment of women;

	 (s)	 Strengthen the focus and impact of development assistance, spe-
cifically targeting gender equality and empowerment of women 
and girls, in line with national development priorities, through 
both gender mainstreaming and funding of targeted activities 
and enhanced dialogue on those issues between donors and devel-
oping countries, and strengthen mechanisms to effectively meas-
ure resources allocated to incorporating gender perspectives in all 
sectors and thematic areas of development assistance;

	 (t)	 Encourage the integration of gender perspectives in aid modali-
ties and efforts to enhance aid delivery mechanisms;

	 (u)	 Identify and implement development-oriented and durable solu-
tions that integrate a gender perspective into the external debt and 
debt-servicing problems of developing countries, including least 
developed countries, inter alia, through debt relief, including the 
option of debt cancellation under official development assistance, 
in order to help them to finance programmes and projects tar-
geted at development, including the advancement of women;

	 (v)	 Encourage international financial institutions to continue to take 
gender perspectives into account in the design of loans, grants, 
projects, programmes and strategies;

	 (w)	 Identify and address the differential impact of trade policies on 
women and men and incorporate gender perspectives in the 
formulation, implementation and evaluation of trade policies, 
develop strategies to expand trade opportunities for women pro-
ducers and facilitate the active participation of women in national, 
regional and international trade decision-making structures and 
processes;
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	 (x)	 Undertake gender-sensitive assessments of national labour laws, 
policies and programmes and establish gender-sensitive poli-
cies and guidelines for employment practices, including those 
of transnational corporations, building on appropriate multilat-
eral instruments, including the conventions of the International 
Labour Organization;

	 (y)	 Allocate adequate resources for the elimination of all forms of dis-
crimination against women in the workplace, including unequal 
access to labour market participation and wage inequalities, as 
well as reconciliation of work and private life for both women and 
men;

	 (z)	 Establish and fund active labour market policies devoted to the 
promotion of full and productive employment and decent work 
for all, including the full participation of women in all interna-
tional and national development and poverty eradication strate-
gies, the creation of more and better jobs for women, both urban 
and rural, and their inclusion in social protection and social dia-
logue;

	 (aa)	 Take measures to develop, finance, implement, monitor and evalu-
ate gender-responsive policies and programmes aimed at promot-
ing women’s entrepreneurship and private initiative, including 
through microfinance, microcredit and cooperatives, and assist 
women-owned businesses in participating in and benefiting from, 
inter alia, international trade, technological innovation and trans-
fer, investment and knowledge and skills training;

	 (bb)	 Fully maximize the role of and ensure access to microfinance 
tools, including microcredit for poverty eradication, employ-
ment generation and, especially, for the empowerment of women, 
encourage the strengthening of existing and emerging microcredit 
institutions and their capacities, including through the support of 
international financial institutions, and ensure that best practices 
are widely disseminated;

	 (cc)	 Undertake legislative and administrative reforms to give women 
full and equal access to economic resources, including the right to 
inheritance and to ownership of land and other property, credit, 
natural resources and appropriate technologies;

	 (dd)	 Take all appropriate measures to eliminate discrimination against 
women and increase their access to and control over bank loans, 
mortgages and other forms of financial credit, giving special atten-
tion to poor, uneducated women; support women’s access to legal 
assistance; encourage the financial sector to mainstream gender 
perspectives in its policies and programmes; ensure women’s full 
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and equal access to training and productive resources and social 
protection; and facilitate equal access of women, particularly 
women in developing and least developed countries, to markets at 
all levels;

	 (ee)	 Strengthen education, health, and social services and effectively 
utilize resources to achieve gender equality and the empower-
ment of women and ensure women’s and girls’ rights to education 
at all levels and the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard 
of physical and mental health, including sexual and reproductive 
health, as well as quality, affordable and universally accessible 
health care and services, in particular primary health care;

	 (ff )	 Address the overall expansion and feminization of the HIV/AIDS 
pandemic, taking into account that women and girls bear a dis-
proportionate share of the burden imposed by the HIV/AIDS cri-
sis, that they are more easily infected, that they play a key role 
in care and that they have become more vulnerable to violence, 
stigma and discrimination, poverty and marginalization from 
their families and communities as a result of the HIV/AIDS crisis, 
and, in that regard, significantly scale up efforts towards the goal 
of universal access to comprehensive prevention programmes, 
treatment, care and support by 2010 and ensure that those efforts 
integrate and promote gender equality;

	 (gg)	 Ensure adequate financing for women’s full, equal and effective 
participation at all levels in conflict prevention, management and 
resolution, peace negotiations and peacebuilding, including ade-
quate national and international funding to ensure proper access 
to disarmament, demobilization and reintegration and other rel-
evant programmes for women and girls;

	 (hh)	 Reduce excessive military expenditures, including global military 
expenditures, trade in arms and investment for arms produc-
tion and acquisition, taking into consideration national security 
requirements, in order to permit the possible allocation of addi-
tional funds for social and economic development, including for 
gender equality and the advancement of women;

	 (ii)	 Ensure that adequate resources are allocated for activities target-
ing persistent serious obstacles to the advancement of women in 
situations of armed conflict and in conflicts of other types, wars 
of aggression, foreign occupation, colonial or other alien domina-
tion as well as terrorism;

	 (jj)	 Integrate a gender perspective into the design, implementation, 
monitoring, evaluation and reporting of national environmental 
policies, strengthen mechanisms and provide adequate resources 
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to ensure women’s full and equal participation in decision-making 
at all levels on environmental issues, in particular on strategies 
related to the impact of climate change on the lives of women and 
girls;

	 (kk)	 Strengthen coordination, accountability, effectiveness and effi-
ciency in the United Nations system for the achievement of gen-
der equality and the empowerment of women, including through 
more effective mainstreaming in all aspects and enhancing its 
capacity to assist States effectively, at their request, in implement-
ing their programmes on gender equality and the empowerment 
of women and, to that end, make adequate and reliable human 
and financial resources available;

	 (ll)	 Create and enhance a supportive environment for the mobiliza-
tion of resources by non-governmental organizations, in par-
ticular women’s organizations and networks, to enable them to 
increase their effectiveness and to contribute to gender equality 
and the empowerment of women, including through assisting in 
the implementation of the Platform for Action and participating 
in policy processes and programme delivery;

	 (mm)	 Provide assistance to States parties to the Convention on the Elimi-
nation of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, upon their 
request, to support the implementation of the obligations of States 
parties under the Convention.

22.  The Commission invites the Committee on the Elimination of 
Discrimination against Women to continue to give, while exercising its 
mandated functions, due consideration to financing for gender equality and 
the empowerment of women in its work.

23.  The Commission requests Member States, with a view to strength-
ening financing for gender equality and the empowerment of women, to inte-
grate gender perspectives in the preparations for and outcome of the Follow-
up International Conference on Financing for Development to Review the 
Implementation of the Monterrey Consensus, to be held in Qatar in 2008.
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Agreed conclusions 

The equal sharing of responsibilities 
between women and men, including 
caregiving in the context of HIV/AIDS

1.  The Commission on the Status of Women reaffirms the Beijing 
Declaration and Platform for Action, the outcome documents of the twenty-
third special session of the General Assembly, and the declaration adopted 
by the Commission on the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the Fourth 
World Conference on Women.

2.  The Commission reaffirms the outcomes of the 1994 International 
Conference on Population and Development, the 1995 World Summit for 
Social Development, the 2000 Millennium Summit, the 2002 World Sum-
mit on Children and the 2002 Monterrey Consensus on Financing for 
Development, recalls the 2005 World Summit, and recognizes that their 
full and effective implementation is essential to achieve the equal sharing of 
responsibilities between women and men, including caregiving in the con-
text of HIV/AIDS.

3.  The Commission reiterates that the Convention on the Elimina-
tion of All Forms of Discrimination against Women and the Convention 
on the Rights of the Child, and the Optional Protocols thereto, as well as 
other conventions and treaties, provide a legal framework and a compre-
hensive set of measures for the promotion of equal sharing of responsibili-
ties between women and men.

4.  The Commission reiterates the 2001 Declaration of Commitment 
on HIV/AIDS and the 2006 Political Declaration on HIV/AIDS, which, inter 
alia, expressed concern that gender inequality increases women’s vulner-
ability to HIV/AIDS and the overall expansion and feminization of the pan-
demic, and also acknowledges that women and girls bear the disproportion-
ate burden of caring for and supporting those infected and affected by HIV/
AIDS.

5.  The Commission duly notes the Workers with Family Responsi-
bilities Convention, 1981 (Convention No. 156) of the International Labour 
Organization and its corresponding Recommendation (No. 165), which 
provide a framework for reconciling work and family responsibilities.

6.  The Commission recognizes that gender inequalities still exist and 
are reflected in imbalances of power between women and men in all spheres 
of society. The Commission further recognizes that everyone benefits from 
gender equality and that the negative impacts of gender inequality are borne 
by society as a whole, and emphasizes, therefore, that men and boys, through 
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taking responsibility themselves and working jointly in partnership with 
women and girls, are essential to achieving the goals of gender equality, 
development and peace. The Commission recognizes the capacity of men 
and boys in bringing about changes in attitudes, relationships and access 
to resources and decision-making which are critical for the promotion of 
gender equality and the full enjoyment of all human rights by women.

7.  The Commission recognizes that the full integration of women 
into the formal economy, in particular, into economic decision-making, 
means changing the current gender-based division of labour into new eco-
nomic structures where women and men enjoy equal treatment, pay and 
power, including sharing of paid and unpaid work.

8.  The Commission notes that the costs of unequal sharing of respon-
sibilities include weaker labour market attachment for women (forgone jobs, 
shorter working hours, confinement to informal work, and lower wages), 
weaker access to social security benefits, and less time for education/train-
ing, leisure and self-care, and political activities.

9.  The Commission recognizes that caregiving work at the household, 
family and community levels includes the support and care of children, 
older persons, the sick, persons with disabilities, and caring associated with 
family kinship and community responsibilities, which is affected by factors 
such as size of household and number and age of children, with significant 
differences between developed and developing countries in the availability 
of infrastructure and services supporting caregiving. The Commission also 
recognizes that gender inequality and discrimination contribute to the con-
tinuing imbalance in the division of labour between women and men and 
perpetuate stereotypical perceptions of men and women. The Commission 
further recognizes that changes in demographics in ageing and youthful 
societies, and in the context of HIV/AIDS, have increased the need for, and 
scope of, care.

10.  The Commission further welcomes ongoing partnerships between 
stakeholders at all levels and the commitments on gender equality and HIV/
AIDS announced at the 2008 high-level event on the Millennium Develop-
ment Goals.

11.  The Commission expresses its deep concern over the negative 
impact of the global economic and financial crisis, which could hamper 
progress in achieving the Millennium Development Goals and the imple-
mentation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform for Action.

12.  The Commission acknowledges the important role of national 
machineries for the advancement of women, national human rights institu-
tions where they exist, and civil society, especially women’s organizations, 
in advancing the implementation of the Beijing Declaration and Platform 
for Action and in promoting the equal sharing of responsibilities between 
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women and men, and recognizes their contributions to the work of the 
Commission.

13.  The Commission reaffirms the commitment to the equal par-
ticipation of women and men in public and political life as a key element in 
women’s and men’s equal participation in caregiving.

14.  The Commission acknowledges General Assembly resolution 
62/277 of 15 September 2008, in particular its gender-specific provisions, 
and in this context encourages the ongoing work on gender equality and the 
empowerment of women.

15.  The Commission urges Governments, including local authori-
ties, to take the following actions, as appropriate, with the relevant enti-
ties of the United Nations system, international and regional organizations, 
within their respective mandates, as well as civil society, the private sector, 
employer organizations, trade unions, media and other relevant actors:

	 (a)	 Intensify efforts to fully implement the Beijing Platform for 
Action, the outcome documents of the International Conference 
on Population and Development and the World Summit for Social 
Development, and the Monterrey Consensus on Financing for 
Development, and the outcomes of their follow-up processes;

	 (b)	 Consider ratifying or acceding to, as a particular matter of prior-
ity, the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimi-
nation against Women, the Convention on the Rights of the Child 
and their respective Optional Protocols, limit the extent of any 
reservations that they lodge and regularly review such reserva-
tions with a view to withdrawing them so as to ensure that no 
reservation is incompatible with the object and purpose of the rel-
evant treaty; and implement them fully by, inter alia, putting in 
place effective national legislation, policies and action plans;

	 (c)	 Consider, as a matter of priority, the ratification and implemen-
tation of the Workers with Family Responsibilities Convention, 
1981 (Convention No. 156) of the International Labour Organiza-
tion, and the implementation of its corresponding Recommenda-
tion (No. 165), which provide a framework for reconciling work 
and family responsibilities;

	 (d)	 Review, and, where appropriate, revise, amend or abolish all 
laws, regulations, policies, practices and customs that discrimi-
nate against women or have a discriminatory impact on women, 
and ensure that the provisions of multiple legal systems, where 
they exist, comply with international human rights obligations, 
commitments and principles, including the principle of non‑
discrimination;
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	 (e)	 Ensure that women and children have full and equal access to 
effective legal protection against violations, including through 
domestic mechanisms of justice which are monitored and revised 
to ensure that they function without discrimination, as set out 
under all conventions related to human rights, including the 
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination 
against Women;

	 (f)	 Mainstream gender perspectives into all legislation, policies and 
programmes and promote incorporation of gender-responsive

of a strategy of zero tolerance for violence against women and 
girls;

	 (uu)	 Conduct research and collect sex- and age-disaggregated data

identify the obstacles and stereotypes men may face in assuming 
increased caregiving responsibilities;

	 (vv)	 Strengthen the capacity of national statistical offices and, when 
necessary, measurement systems, to effectively collect comprehen-
sive information on all categories of activities, including through 
time-use surveys, to inform policy development that facilitates the 
sharing of unpaid work between women and men;

	 (ww)	 Enhance the collection and dissemination of statistics on the 
relative participation of women and men in leadership roles 
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in public office and in strategic economic, social and political 
decision-making positions, in order to promote the equal sharing 
of responsibilities between women and men in these spheres;

	 (xx)	 Adopt appropriate measures to overcome negative impacts of the 
economic and financial crisis, including on women and girls, and 
integrate a gender perspective into these measures so that they 
equally benefit women and men, while seeking to maintain when-
ever possible adequate levels of funding for gender equality and 
the empowerment of women;

	 (yy)	 Take all appropriate measures to integrate women, on an equal 
basis with men, in decision-making regarding sustainable resource 
management and the development of policies and programmes 
for sustainable development, including to address the dispro-
portionate impact of climate change on women, including their 
displacement from income-generating activities, which greatly 
adds to unremunerated work, such as caregiving, and negatively 
impacts on their health, well-being and quality of life, particularly 
those whose livelihoods and daily subsistence depend directly on 
sustainable ecosystems;

	 (zz)	 Allocate adequate financial resources at the international level for 
the implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action, the Cairo 
Plan of Action, the outcome documents of the twenty-third spe-
cial session of the General Assembly, the Declaration of Commit-
ment on HIV/AIDS and the Political Declaration on HIV/AIDS, 
in developing countries, especially through the strengthening of 
their national capacities;

	 (aaa)	 Strengthen international cooperation in order to assist in the 
development of human resources for health, through technical 
assistance and training, as well as to increase universal access to 
health services, including in remote and rural areas, taking into 
account the challenges facing developing countries in the reten-
tion of skilled health personnel;

	 (bbb)	 Urge developed countries that have not yet done so, in accord-
ance with their commitments, to make concrete efforts towards 
meeting the target of 0.7 per cent of their gross national product 
for official development assistance to developing countries and 
0.15 to 0.20 per cent of their gross national product to least devel-
oped countries, and encourage developing countries to build on 
the progress achieved in ensuring that official development assist-
ance is used effectively to help meet development goals and targets 
and, inter alia, to assist them in achieving gender equality and the 
empowerment of women.
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
